Because of the heavy schedule brought
about by the aecnring of the Thirteenth
World Sclence-Fiction Convention, the staff
of "Terrane-The Mewsletter Of The Cleveland
Sclance-Fiction Association" has decided to
suspend publication of further issues till
after the forthcoming convention.

We are honestly sorry that such a
cancelation must happen. We had many fine
plans laid for its future. But, as those of
you who have ever had anything to do with
the promotion of a world convention already
know, a convention committee member has
more things to do than Bat Durston lifting
ship from Saturn on a stormy night withput
his stern Jjets and a zap gun in his ribs.
We are no exception to this rule.

As much as we like, the future we had
planned for "Terrane" will have to lay on
the drawing boards till next year. Mean-
while, full attention will be turned to
producing four Progress Reports and a Con-
vention Bulletin between now and the Cle-
vention in September of 1955.

Eaitor of the Progress Reports will be
Nicholas L. Falasca, who is also co-chair-
man of the convention and Director of the
Pobliéity Committee. Nick edited the last
two issues of "Terrane" which proved to be
most successful in the Cleveland Campaign.
He will be assisted by a large, well in-
formed Publicity Committee, consisting of
Don Ford, of Cincinnati, Gerry de la Ree ,
of New Jersey, and many others like them
scattered over the entire nation.

The origional staff of "Terrane" wlll
form the® nrnueslus of the cosswitiee, David
MasserO, Honey Wood, Noreen Falasca, and
and Ben Jason; with the addition of Steve
Schultheis will handle the Cleveland end.

All these persons are working,mow, to

the fans,

So, while "Terrane" may be temporarly
out of primt, we will return with it next
year and plans that we once had so care-
fully laid, will then materialize.

HOTEL CHOSEN

The Exeocutive Committee of the 13th
Borld Soience-Fiotion Convention havs,
after giving all the hotela in Clevaland
oareful oonsideration, ohosen the Manger
Hotel as convention headquarters, the
reason beinjg that this hotel sould offer
more services than any other hotel in
town. While the Manger 1s not as large aa
some of Cleveland's other hotela it ia
large enough to serve the needs of our
convention,

For instanca, they are willing to
set aside 325 slesping rooms compared to
the maximum of 400 that Cleveland' s
largest hotel will offer. That is a diff.
erence of 75 rooms. Considering that no
convention has run over 325 rooms we “rel
that there is enough sleeping space. But,
if more rooms are necessary, the Statler
Hotel, one blook up the street will
handle all overflow up to 200 sleeping
rooms.

The Grand Ballroom seats 1,000 pec=
ple auditorium style and 7 5 0 banquet
atyle and, if necessary, a foysr oan be
opened to seat an extra 250 people. This
is equel to anything the other hotela can
offer.

The San Frencisco Committee  then
took measures to rectify this situation.
They introduced legislation to authorire
future oonvention comuittees to oharge,
a maximun $2.00 registration fee. to de-

WHY PICK oN MET?T?

You are one of the two thousand per-

sons chosen from a fan mailing liat of
ten thousand names to receive this
apecis)l  PROGRESS REPORT »". When Cleve-

land was voted the site of the 13th World
Soience-~Fiction Convention, the executive
sommittee decided, that the most prec-
ticel method of informing fandom of the
pertinent information concarning the con-
vontion, was through a free progresa
report, mailed out to e salect 1list of
readers. The objective of this was to
acquaint fandom with preliminary conven-
tion plana, and solicit early registre-
tions.

This poliocy differs from ell others
of the twelve previous conventions. In
the past, perticent corvention ianforma-
tion, suoh as, dotas, hotel, program, box
nurber, ect, failed to reach the fan till
mid-summer, and then, only when a prozine
was kind enough to run a small ad or a
blip 4in & letter acolumn. Only those fen
witk undying persistence manapged to lo-

cate the oonvention address. Of course,
there were a few notable axceptions to
this, but for the most part, there was

no convention publlioity till at least
three months before the convention.
Cleveland 1ia trying to circumvent
this by bdringing all importent infor-
mation to them in this Special Iseue
Progress Report rather than have the fen
scrounge bits of data mixed with large
portions of heresay and inacuracy.

In this Progress Report, you will
fidd all vital statistics available at
this printing. we hope it will aid you;

if it doee then it will have served its

purpose. If there is any other informa-
tion not 1listed here that you wish,
please write the oommittee. W%e look

foreward to your advice and sugpestions.

For those who are intereated, here
ia our printing schedule for the Progreas
Reporta and the Convention Program Bulle-
ten. he will adhere to the schedula as
closaly as posaible, but it 1a supgeated
thet anyone wutmitting ads or other mat-

arial do sa well ehead of the deadline
date.

MUNITES OF THE LAST MEETING

During the past few yeara, an in-
creasing need has been recognized in sci-
ence-fiction fandom for a nationel apen-
soring body to oarry on the businesa of
the annual World Soience-Fiotion Conven-
tions. Convention Committees, and others
oconoerned with giving the World Conven-
tiona wider publioity, have quite often
found it difficult, sometimes embarrass-
ingly ®so, to make reporters, hotel man-
agers, and others outside of the soienas-
fioction field, understand that the World
Science-Fiction Conventions have Yteen
assemblies of diverae individuals, not of
any speoialized society, as are most con-
wventions; and that each Convention Commit-
taé, rather than being part of a oentinu-
ing organizatiop, haz dissolved itsaslf
after conduoting its convention, to be re-
placed by an entirely diffarent group of
people. In short, as someone has so nicely
put it, the World Science-Fiction Conven-
tions have actually been conventions of
“nothing". There has been no sooiety to
oonvens.

It has also been felt that, with the.
inereasing size of the world Conventiors
the ipdividual committees have been placed
under undue financial responsibility. With
the oreaticn of a national sponsoring
body, the reaponaibility for the conven-
tion is shared by the entire socilety of
the oconventicn -- though, of course, esch
oommittee is still expected to meet the
routine expenses of the convention that it
oonducts, as has been the practice in the
past.

II

The need for a national sponsoring
body has been recognired; and now, at
last, » nationel sponsoring body exiats.
The proceass of its oreation hes been a
gradual one. Muoh thought has been given
to esch step, to the needs of the organ-
ization, and how they could be met within
the existing pattern of World Conventions.

In Chioago, in 1952, the Tenth World
Seience-Fiction Conventicn took the first
step towsrds the oreation of the naticnal
spongoring body. A resolution was passed
to the effeot that a permanent national
organization be created. The nsture of
this nebulous organizaticn was clarified
by & motion passed the following year by
the Eleventh W#orld Science-Fiction Con-
vention in Fhiladelphia. This motion speo-
ified that the permanent natiecnal orgen-
ization should take the form of an advis-
ory board, the membership of whioh
oonaists of the chairman of the World
Science-Fiction Conventicn Committee, plus
all past World Convention Committee chair-
men who wish to serve. Another motion also
oreated the office of "Recorder™ or
"Historian", one purpose of whioch office
is to maintain permanent records of thee

World Conventiona. The "Recorder" or
"Historian®™, in escordance with still an-
other motion, is allowed to ugse his own
judgement in determining the further func-
tions of the cffioe.

While the advisory beard and the
.ffice of "Recorder" or "Historian" gave
the World Solence-Fistion Conventions
oontinuity in reoords and adminiatration,

it wms still felt that a permanent
aponsoring body, as suoh, did not exisat.
Therefore the Twelfth World Science-Fic-

tion Conventicn, this year (1954) meeting
in San Frenoisco, passed three more res-
olutions -- resclutions which at last give
the naticnal sponscring body a definite
membership and Exeoutive Committee. The
text of trese resolutions will be found
elgewhere 1in this Newsletter. It will be
noted that, while the existing meens and
and methods of conduoting the annual World
Convention remain unohanged, they are
combined with the already created Advisory
Board and the office of "Recorder" or
"Historian™ to foim a permanent national
sponsoring bedy, the convening body at the
World Soience~Fiction Conventions.
111

This then, is the organization which
is now prepering the Thirteenth norild
Science-Fiotion Convention.

Any person paying duea to the com-

mittee which wins the vote for the next
convention site, becomes an Active Memher

of the naticnal aponsoring body until the
termination of that oonvention. These dues
are what previously been termed the
"Hegistretion Feo".

An active member naturally remains
"active™ only while continuing to support
the annusl oonventione. Any member choos-
ing not to pey his dues of the national
gponsoring body for the term preceding a
convention may, however, elest to remain a

Inactive Member of the organiration.
Inactive Members will not, of oourse,
receive all of the Progress Reporta, the
Program Booklet, eot.; nor the rights of
the oonvention that have traditionally
been held by persons who have paid the

"Regiatration Fee". These will be received
only by the aotive members.

The business of the national sponsor-
ing body, e. g. to organization of the

is oearried on by the Executive Committse
pr. tem. The World Solence-.Fiation
Committee for any given year becomes the
Executive Committee of the national
sponsoring body at the ssme time it

receives the gavel of the ¥orld Convention
and remains in that oapacity until it
passes the gavel on to the next nommittee.

The Exeocutive Committee 4is advised
and perhaps aided by the Advisory Board,
and any oontinuing business or records of
the national sponsoring body are the re-



aponsibility of the "Recorcer” or "listor-
ian",

Thus, though essentially unchanged
from what they have been in the past, the
World Soience-Fiction Conventions are now
the exmpresaion of & wnified permanment
body; en organization bridging the gap
btetween the present and tre past, inolud=
ing within its membership those science-
fietion fans actively supporting the
ourrent oonvention, and also those who
have at any time helped to support a past
world aonvention.

v

Much has been done in the oreation of
the netionel sponsoring body. Much remains
to be dcne, in order to give the basic
organization the more definité outline and

official standing it needs. We look for-
ward to the World Soience-Fiotion Con-
ventione to come, where these needs will

be met end fulfilled.
