SPECIAL GUEST SHEREE RENEE THOMAS is an award-winning short fiction writer, poet, and editor with
fellowships and residencies from the Millay Colony of Arts, Bread Loaf Environmental, VCCA, Cave Canem
Foundation, and Smith College.
