Although these reccmmendations
will have no official effect on
the nominations, which will be
handled the traditional way, 1t
is hoped that they will aid in
remembering significant stories
when nomination time rolls around. You must be a member

of DISCON II to recommend stories. Send in your suggestions
to the committec post office box with "Hugo Recommendation"
written on the outside of the envelope. In order to make
our bookeeping easier, it would help if you would put each
recommendation on a seperate 3 x 5 card. Be sure to include
your name and membership number. In the event that we are

deluged with cards, stories receiving the most recommendations
will be listed.
