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Getting Started
Welcome To LoneStarCon 3!

There and back again....or deja’ vu all over again.

With apologies to J. R. R. Tolkien and Yogi Berra. This journey, 
like many great adventures, began in a bar (or behind one 
anyway). Back in the early 1990s when the bid was underway 
for LoneStarCon 2, we both volunteered to help with the bid. 
In those early days that entailed table sitting (one of fandom’s 
thankless jobs), door greeter at the parties, and quite often 
tending bar. We have fond memories of busily tending bar at 
the victory party in Winnipeg after San Antonio won the site 
selection to host the Worldcon in 1997.

Code of Conduct
This Code of Conduct is to provide guidance to all 
LoneStarCon 3 convention members. It is to help ensure that 
the behavior of one individual does not adversely disturb 
the rest of the members. It applies to all pre-con, at-con, 
and post-con activities that are related to LoneStarCon 
3. All members are encouraged to read this Code and ask 
questions of anything that they do not understand. 

LoneStarCon 3 is prepared to deal with any violations of 
the code as legally, rapidly, and efficiently as possible. We 
hope that all members will help to make LoneStarCon 3 
an enjoyable experience for all, by respecting the rights 
of all attendees while in attendance. 

LoneStarCon 3 reserves the right to revoke membership 
and eject any individual at any time from LoneStarCon 3. 
No refunds will be provided. 

Failure to adhere to the code of conduct may result in: 

1.	 Mediation by the Con Chair and Convention 
Operations, talking to all parties involved in 
an incident 

2.	 Verbal warnings 

3.	 Turning the individual in to hotel/convention center 
staff/security 

4.	 Revocation of membership and ejection from 
LoneStarCon 3 

5.	 Contacting local law enforcement 
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Personal Interaction
We ask that you respect others so that everyone is 
comfortable and feels safe while attending LoneStarCon 3. 

1.	 Harassment of others will not be tolerated and is a 
violation of the Code of Conduct. 

2.	 If someone asks you to leave them alone or tells you 
no, you walk away, and you do not approach them 
again. There is no reason for you to have any further 
interaction with them. 

3.	 Discrimination of any sort is not tolerated and is a 
violation of the Code of Conduct. 

4.	 Discrimination is not limited to gender, race, 
ethnicity, age, religion, sexual orientation, gender 
identity or physical and/or mental disability. 

5.	 If you feel that you have been harassed or 
discriminated against: 

a.	 Tell the individual that their behavior is 
inappropriate. Sometimes this is sufficient. 

b.	 If you do not feel comfortable talking with the 
individuals involved, or if talking to them once does 
not work, please immediately report the situation 
to any LoneStarCon 3 committee or staff member. 
If possible provide a badge name or name and 
a physical description of the person or persons 
involved. The committee or staff member will 
notify Convention Operations and/or the Con Chair 
for handling by our special response team. 

6.	 PLEASE: Keep in mind that unless an incident is 
reported, nothing can be done.

Public Parties
Specific party rules will be published separately and 
provided to all party hosts.

1.	 Due to crowding, costume props should not be 
taken to parties. Please especially leave all props that 
resemble weapons safely in your room; save them 
for Masquerade night.

2.	 Only certain convention hotel rooms are available 
for parties, and all parties must be coordinated with 
LoneStarCon 3.

3.	 No one under 21 will be served alcohol. Hosts are 
required to card anyone who wishes to drink at 
their event. Attempting to drink while under 21 or 
knowingly serving alcohol to someone under 21 is a 
violation of the code of conduct, and could subject 
you to removal from LoneStarCon 3.

Hotel Interactions
We ask that you follow any and all rules set by the 
convention hotels.

1.	 The person whose name the room is rented is solely 
responsible for the conduct of all individuals in the 
room and the condition of the room. Excessive trash, 
any act of vandalism, deliberate or excessive damage 
to hotel room and its contents, or any negative 
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interference with hotel staff that may present a 
hazard to said hotel staff will result in the hotel 
taking control of the situation.

2.	 Individuals, regardless of whose name the room is 
rented in, will be billed for said damages by the hotel. In 
addition, individuals may be evicted from the hotel and/
or the convention and may also face criminal charges.

Smoking
The City of San Antonio does not allow smoking in any 
public buildings, including hotels, restaurants, or the 
convention center.

Pets
Only service animals are allowed in hotel and convention 
function spaces.

Weapons
1.	 Regardless of any government permits, no actual 

weapon or item that can be mistaken for a weapon 
may be carried (openly or concealed) on properties 
being used for LoneStarCon 3 at any time, unless it 
has been peace bonded by Convention Operations. 
If a member wishes to carry such a weapon, it must 
be presented to Convention Operations upon entry 
to LoneStarCon 3. The Convention Operations staff 
is the final arbiter of what weapons require peace 
bonding, or if a particular weapon is prohibited. 

If anyone is unsure what is realistic, Convention 
Operations will be happy to check it.

2.	 Any actual weapon or item that can be mistaken for 
a weapon that is purchased in the dealer room must 
be wrapped and immediately transported to a hotel 
room or vehicle. If the purchaser wishes to use the item 
during the convention, refer to the previous section.

3.	 If an actual weapon or item that can be mistaken 
for a weapon is part of a Masquerade costume, it 
must be transported to and from the Masquerade 
wrapped securely unless it is peace bonded. The 
Masquerade Director must approve of any weapons 
used in the masquerade.

4.	 Live steel is prohibited. Convention Operations is the 
final arbiter of what is considered live steel.

5.	 Any weapon (actual, realistic or toy) that is utilized 
in a threating or harmful manner is a violation of the 
code of conduct.

Privacy, Photography, And  
Electronic Recording

1.	 LoneStarCon 3 members should be aware that 
photographs, video and audio recordings occur during 
the convention, and that their likenesses may appear 
in these recordings. Attendees and members agree 
to assign without compensation the use of their 
likenesses for the use of promotion material.
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2.	 LoneStarCon 3 welcomes members of the press to all 
events. All journalists, media photographers and any 
other members of the press are required to display an 
official LoneStarCon 3 Press Badge or be accompanied 
by a LoneStarCon 3 staff member at all times.

3.	 Members should be polite and ask before taking 
photographs or recordings of members and attendees 
whenever possible. Photography and audio/video 
recordings for personal archival use is generally 
acceptable, unless an individual makes it clear that 
they do not wish to be photographed or recorded, in 
which case it becomes expressly forbidden.

4.	 The usage of photographic or recording devices 
is prohibited in certain area of the convention 
including the Film Room, Anime Room, Art Show, 
and Art Auction. Where allowed, please take 
photographs before or after a program event to 
avoid distracting panelists and audience members to 
the maximum extent possible.

Sales Of Merchandise
The offering for sale of any merchandise may only occur in 
designated areas with the permission of LoneStarCon 3.

LoneStarCon 3 reserves the right to amend the code of 
conduct at any time without prior or posted notice and 
reserves the sole right of interpretation. The rules stated 
above are not all inclusive and involve worst-case scenarios.

Any action or behavior that is illegal, unsafe, or causes 
significant interference with convention operations, 
excessive discomfort to members, or adversely affects 
LoneStarCon 3’s relationship with its guests, the venue, 
or the public is strictly forbidden.

Badges
LoneStarCon 3 is a membership event and membership 
badges must be worn at all time by all members and staff. 
A badge is only valid for the individual to whom it was 
issued. Badges may not be shared. LoneStarCon 3 requires 
that all individuals 12 and over have membership badges 
for the convention, and that they be clearly visible by being 
worn above the waist when at LoneStarCon 3.

Children
It is the responsibility of a parent (or guardian) to maintain 
common sense supervision of their child’s activities. Any 
violation of this policy may be considered a violation of 
the code of conduct. Kids-In-Tow must be with a parent 
(or guardian) at all times unless they are in Child Care. 
Please see later in this guide for information about our 
Rangernauts Children’s Programming. Note that this is 
active programming for children and not child care.

Volunteering… AKA free t-shirt
Worldcon only succeeds due to the efforts of many 
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volunteers. If you would like to heighten your Worldcon 
experience and see the inner workings of the con, 
please stop by Member Services in West Registration in 
the convention center. 15 hours gets you a free “staff” 
t-shirt, eligibility for prizes, and access to the staff den 
for refreshments and relaxation. Work 20 hours, and, 
presuming the convention makes a profit, your membership 
cost will be refunded. The quickest way to 20 hours is by 
helping before or after the convention during Move In and/
or Move Out since you earn double credit for your hours.

Member Services 

Information Desk, Accessibility and 
Volunteering
We are offering “One Stop Shopping” for most Member 
Services.  When you come to pick up your Registration 
Badge and materials in the West Registration Lobby, 
you can sign up for special seating or other needs with 
Accessibility Services, volunteer to help run the convention 
and get information about other things to see and do in 
San Antonio.  You can also pick up a few freebies and sign 
in on the Voodoo board. Located in the West Registration 
these desks are open 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. Thursday through 
Sunday and from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on Monday.

Childcare
Childcare is provided by KiddieCorp for children 12 and 
under. Children using childcare must be registered with 

LoneStarCon 3. Child memberships are available for $75 and 
include 6 hours of free childcare; additional hours cost $12/
hour. Kids-In-Tow must pay $12/hour to use childcare and 
register with LoneStarCon 3. Childcare will be provided on: 
Thursday, August 29, 1 p.m. - 6 p.m., Friday, August 30, 9:30 
a.m. - 6 p.m., Saturday, August 30, 9:30 a.m. - 6 p.m. & 6 p.m. 
- midnight, Sunday, September 1, 9:30 a.m. - 6 p.m. & 6 p.m. 
- midnight, and Monday, September 2, 9:30 a.m. - 6 p.m.

Con Suite
LoneStarCon 3’s Con Suite will be on the 3rd floor of the 
Marriott Rivercenter Hotel, right between the stairs 
and the elevators in Conference Rooms 17 and 18. 
Since it’ll be in the area of some night time convention 
programming space, it’s a great space to plan to meet a 
friend, have a snack, read the paper, or just hang out and 
relax. Open 8 a.m. to 2 a.m. beginning Thursday August 
29th. Please Note closing time on Monday September 
2nd is midnight (time to go home y’all).

Daily Newszine
The LoneStarCon 3 Daily Newszine La Estrella Solitaria 
(Lone Star) has its headquarters located in the Gallery 
space connected to the exhibit hall. Published multiple 
times a day, it is the source for all convention news: 
program updates, party lists, restaurant tips, etc. Drop by 
with entertaining and interesting news items.
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Voodoo & Party Boards
Voodoo message boards display the name of everyone 
registered as a full attending member. Leave a message for 
someone by sticking a pin next to their name on the board, 
and then writing a message on a card which is filed under 
their name in the index box. The Voodoo message boards 
and party boards are located in the West Registration area 
near where you registered and received your badge.

Hugo Awards Ceremony
This is the 60th Hugo Awards ceremony and will be 
presented at a formal ceremony that is always one of the 
highlights of Worldcon. The LoneStarCon 3 ceremony will 
take place on Sunday, September 1, 2013 and will be hosted 
by our Toastmaster, Paul Cornell. We also plan to continue 
the recent tradition of streaming the ceremony live via the 
Internet, enabling fans around the world to take part in this 
celebration of the best of the year’s science fiction. 

Masquerade
The LoneStarCon 3 Masquerade will take place on 
Saturday, August 31, 2013. The doors will open at 7:30 p.m, 
and the big show itself will start at 8 p.m. This is a very 
popular show, but there will be plenty of seating in the 
Grand Ballroom of the Marriott San Antonio Rivercenter, 
so bring all your friends! You will need to check in at the 
Masquerade Registration Desk in the Convention Center 
to schedule your required rehearsal.

We will be using the International Costumers’ Guild (ICG) 
Fairness Guidelines Division System for entries. This 
ensures that:

•	 Young fen (those under 13 at the beginning of the 
convention) compete with each other 

•	 Novices (those competing for the first time or having 
not won any ribbons for any costumes on stage) 
compete against each other 

•	 Journeymen (those competing with one to three 
world class wins for any costumes on stage) compete 
against each other; and 

•	 Masters or Craftsmen (those who are in the 
costuming and/or clothing business, or have three 
or more world class wins as a journeyman or any 
world class wins as a master or craftsman) compete 
against each other.

However, anyone may compete at a more difficult level if 
they choose, and anyone may win “Best in Show” should 
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the judges decide to present one (and there have been 
novices who have won “Best in Show”). There will be 
detailed Workmanship judging in all divisions.

We also have a theme this year— “Deep in the Heart of 
Texas.” You’re not obliged to follow the theme, but you 
might have a lot of fun if you do!

Answer some 
London and Doctor Who trivia and learn more about 
some literature and characters that helped with 
the inspiration of Doctor Who. Have you heard of 
Professor Quatermass? Meet the professor and 
learn more about British SF (including our very own 
Toastmaster Paul Cornell) in a docent tour. We have 
one final special event as we get ready to close 
LoneStarCon 3 and set our sights on London. We hope

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Darrell K. Sweet Memorial
It is with LoneStarCon’s utmost sorrow that for 
LoneStarCon 3 that Darrell K. Sweet, an amazing and 
wonderful choice for artist Guest of Honor, passed away 
on December 5, 2011, and cannot be here to watch 
everyone attending the convention admire his art work. 
His talking about his work would have been a high point 
for the convention. Make sure you look for the special 
Sweet exhibit in the art show. And ask yourself when 
you first saw his work on a book cover. Was it The Wheel 
of Time? Xanth? Or perhaps the original covers of The 
Chronicles of Thomas Covenant? His son stated, “He lived 
his life as an artist — seeing the beauty that surrounds.” 
You can see that in the works we’re exhibiting.

TSR/Dungeons & Dragons Art
Back in the 1980s, when TSR ruled the world of role-
playing games, Diesel LaForce was employed as an 
illustrator working on Dungeons & Dragons and its 
related settings. The company wasn’t sure what to do 
with the original artwork they gathered in the process 
of publishing games and supplements, and eventually 
took to just throwing things away. LaForce rescued a 
great number of these pieces from the dumpster, and 
has retained them to the present day. Now, he’s opening 
his collection to show these pieces to fandom once more 
before breaking up the collection – he’s agreed to a 
deal to sell a portion, and this is the final year the whole 
collection will be together.

Doctor Who 50th Anniversary
In celebration of 50 years of Doctor Who, we have put 
together a collection of items to celebrate the show’s run. 
We will have a fan-made TARDIS police box, the TARDIS 
control panel from the movie, a K-9 unit, and (of course) a 
number of Daleks, some of them mobile.

Genome of Jay Lake
In the course of his cancer treatment, Jay Lake has 
undergone genomic sequencing, funded through a

crowdsourcing effort that led many of his friends to 
promise artistic acts of whimsy if the goals were met. We 
are showcasing both the art and science of Jay’s genome. 
He writes:

“Today was a big day for me. The Nebula nomination of 
my novella, “The Stars Do Not Lie” was announced, and 
the primary data for my genomic sequencing arrived at 
my hospital. We claimed it there, and transshipped the 
hard drives (yes, plural) to the bioinformatics group that 
is doing the analytics. That would be several hundred GB 
of data on my healthy genome, and the same amount of 
sequencing on my tumor genome.”

“I am one of the first few dozen people in the world to 
do this clinically, as opposed to experimentally. For the 
follow-up testing we’re now arranging, I am one of the 
very first to do it clinically. Sequencing human and tumor 
genomes is Big Science, which as recently as a year ago 
took million dollar machines and supercomputing clusters, 
and weeks of effort. It’s now in the realm of $100,000 
machines and server arrays, and days of effort. The work 
on my genome, and that of my tumor, will help advance 
this lab-proven technology to be clinically approved, and in 
a few years, part of the standard of care. This will help lay 
the groundwork for saving millions of lives in the decades 
to come. I’m really looking forward to seeing how this is all 
presented at LoneStarCon 3 this summer. There’s so much 
more I have to learn, and so much more you will, too. In 
addition to the science of gene sequencing, some of my 
friends are exploring the art of the genome. We hope to 

include some previously unexplored combinations of art 
and science with this exhibit.”

Six Guns, Sorcery, and Serpents: the Many 
Worlds of Robert E. Howard
Robert E. Howard (1906-1936) was a pioneer of 
both heroic fantasy and the weird western. His brief 
but influential career produced an array of colorful 
characters: Conan the Cimmerian, Solomon Kane, Bran 
Mak Morn, Kull of Atlantis, El Borak, and many others, all 
from his home in rural Cross Plains, Texas. This exhibit 
features several special artifacts drawn from the Robert 
E. Howard House and Museum, as well as from the Cross 
Plains Library. These special holdings are being exhibited 
for the first time ever outside of the Museum, especially 
for LoneStarCon 3.

Contributors to this unique and one-of-a-kind exhibit 
include Dark Horse Comics (publishers of several Howard 
comics lines), Paradox Entertainment (the rights holders 
of the Robert E. Howard literary estate) and several 
private collectors. Much of this material has never been 
seen before, and will be on display only for the duration 
of LoneStarCon 3.

Science Fiction Music
LoneStarCon 3 will be trying something new in the 
exhibit hall this year – a presentation of science fictional 
music. We will feature approximately 100 songs, many 
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of them from popular music, but also focusing on those 
created by or about our community and stories, and 
songs taken from larger dramatic works of science fiction 
such as films, television shows, musical plays, opera, and 
rock opera. Each song will be accompanied by a visual 
related to it such as an album cover or music video, as 
well as textual information relating to it in the style of 
liner notes written by folks around fandom.

With five days of discussions we hope to engage you and, 
better still, lure you into thinking – at least for a brief 
moment! – thoughts that are new, or different, and better 
yet, that will keep you pondering long after the con is over.

Art Night
Art Night will run on Thursday night beginning at 6 p.m. 
It’s a festival of the visual arts in science fiction and 
fantasy. Workshops, demos, games, talks and panels, 
films and other visual arts will fill the convention center. 
Artists will be on hand in the Art Show and at Art Night 
events to meet fans and fellow artists. The activities end 
with the Chesley Awards Ceremony, beginning at 9 p.m.

Art Programming 
Art Programming will run the entirety of the conventions. 
We offer a gamut of choices, from portfolio reviews to 
participatory workshops (including En Plein Aire session 
and Life class) to documentaries and panels on the life 
of creating art. We will offer a limited amount of art 
supplies for our workshops; however you are encouraged 
to bring your own.

This year we offer both Comic Art Portfolio Reviews and 
Art Portfolio Reviews by working professionals in their 
respective fields. These items will require advance sign-
up. Please check at the Information Desk. Space is limited 
so we encourage you to sign up early.

Art Show Docent Tours
At a science fiction convention, the Art Show is a hybrid 
of museum and sales gallery. Some items are for sale 
and some are display only. Convention members are 
encouraged to come look, buy, and discuss and most of 
all, enjoy the art.

Guided tours of the Art Show are referred to as “docent” 
tours, borrowing terminology from the museum world. 
Our docents come from all walks of life but they have one 
thing in common. They all love art. Join them and share 
the beauty. 

Tours start at the Art Show registration desk. If you are 
late, you can find the docent by the balloon bobbing 
through the Art Show.

Autographing
Guidelines to help autographing at LoneStarCon 3  
run smoothly:

•	 You are limited to asking an author to sign no 
more than three books per pass through the line. 
In certain cases, the Autographing staff might have 
to lower the number of books per pass.

•	 Once you’ve had three items signed, you may be able 
to go to the end of the line if the author has the time to 
handle repeat requests from the same person.

•	 Authors have a maximum of 50 minutes for their 
signings and must leave promptly at the end of their 
session to make way for the next set of authors.

•	 If you have a complex dedication, use the Post-It 
notes provided to write the dedication and present 
to the author with your item. 

•	 Please be courteous if there is a line—give other fans 
a chance to get their items autographed.

•	 In order to avoid having people wait in line when the 
line reaches too many people for the author to sign 
for everyone, the staff may need to close the line 
before the session is over.

Kaffeeklatsches and Literary Beers
Kaffeeklatsches and Literary Beers are small group 
discussions with authors, artists, and other interesting 
personalities (“hosts”).

Kaffeeklatsches will take place in the Riverview Room 
in the Mariott Riverwalk. Literary Beers will be held in a 
specifically designated area in the Exhibit Hall.

Individual host sessions are strictly limited to the host 
and nine attendees. Many hosts will be quite popular, 
so you must sign up in advance. Sign-up sheets will be 
available at the Information Desk in the Registration 
Hall in half-day increments. So, for example, you can sign 
up for a Thursday afternoon kaffeeklatsch on Thursday 
morning, or for a Friday morning kaffeeklatsch on 
Thursday afternoon. 

Each person in line may sign up for only one kaffeeklatsch 
per session, and only one person per kaffeeklatsch 
(although you may sign up for someone else rather than 

yourself). Provide the badge name and number. Three 
reserve places will be available in case an attendee 
cancels a booking or does not turn up. 

Attendees who have not turned up by the start of 
the session will have their place assigned to a reserve. 
In order to be fair to those on reserve lists, private 
substitutions are not allowed—the person on the list 
must be the person who attends and you cannot trade 
your place. You may join a session as it starts if there are 
free slots available and no reserves, but for more popular 
hosts, this scenario is very unlikely.

Note that these sessions are 50 minutes long. Please help 
the next session start on time and do not delay the hosts 
at the end of the item. Kaffeeklatsch and Literary Beer 
sessions are listed in the program. Any alterations will be 
announced in the newsletter.

Note: Please bring your own beverage with you. Only the 
host will be provided with a beverage.

Music @ LoneStarCon 3
Music has always been a tradition in fandom and at 
Worldcons. LoneStarCon 3 aims to prove that.

Music Night at LoneStarCon 3 kicks off the convention 
Thursday evening in the Concert Hall of the Convention 
Center immediately following opening ceremonies 
and runs until 10:00 p.m. It then moves over to the 
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hotel space and continues on into the wee hours of the 
morning. Strolling and busking musicians entertain with 
pop-up performances.

If any musician can be said to symbolize music within 
fandom, it would be Music Guest of Honor Leslie Fish. 
We’ve let her have her run, with two concerts and a room 
dedicated to her for the entire convention.

But Leslie is not alone. More than a dozen groups will 
be performing concerts in the Concert Hall during the 
course of the convention.

Night filking will be in the Marriott Rivercenter (the party 
hotel). With four solid-walled rooms near to one another, 
there will be theme filks beginning at 9 p.m., with open 
filks following. The same rooms will also be used for 
panels, workshops, and rehearsal space.

Publishers Presentations
Major publishers in our field give you a taste of the writers 
and fiction they will release in the upcoming months.

Rangernauts: Children’s Programming
Rangernauts is for children aged 6 to 12. Younger children 
are welcome with their parent’s supervision. Teenagers 
who have a sense of humor are also welcome.

With the help of kids and parents, we will create a space 
where science and engineering meet fiction and the 

fantastic, where kids will enjoy themselves and have fun, 
and where parents can get involved!

Rangernauts is not a child-sitting service: it is Worldcon 
programming for kids. The children’s program will operate 
a sign-in facility for children who are LoneStarCon 3 
members. Children may be signed in for a maximum of 
four hours at a time (everyone needs a break!) and parents 
are expected to volunteer to help.

We will have a seating area so parents can have a 
moment of peace while watching the chaos.

Special Interest Groups
Special Interest Groups are items organized by groups 
and individuals other than the Program committee. 
Some of the larger SIGs are in Program rooms, and others 
will be held in the HBGCC, Room 003A. SIGs that were 
scheduled early enough are included in the general 
convention schedule.

Speed Forecasting Workshop
We are pleased to be able to offer Karl Schroeder’s very 
popular workshop. Space is limited to 20 people and sign 
ups are at the Information desk. There will be a brief 
meeting on Saturday morning to decide on the topic of 
the workshop.

The Millennium Seed Bank stores over 3 billion seeds to 
date from dwindling yet essential plant species. 

The reasons for storing seeds may be varied. In the case 
of food crops, many useful plants that were developed 
over centuries are now no longer used for commercial 
agricultural production and are becoming rare. Storing 
seeds also guards against catastrophic events like natural 
disasters, outbreaks of disease, or war.
