In a part of the hotel far away 
from all the sound and fury of 
the convention. All you need do 
Is bring your child there and 
leave him for as long as is de­
sired.

If you do not wish your 
child in such a dormitory type 
scheme, there will be sitters a- 
vailable who will make regular 
tours of their assigned rooms.
