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Progress Report 3

Introduction

This is Progress Report 3 for Contrivance, whichis the 1989 British National
Science Fiction Convention (Eastercon). Contrivance is being held over the
Easter weekend (24-27 March 1989)at the Hotel de France ontheisland of
Jersey. Our guests of honourare still M. John Harrison and Anne McCaf-
frey, and our fan guests are Avedon Carol and Rob Hansen. Weare planning
to have oneother guest, but negotiationsarestill under way and we can’t yet
reveal their name.

This PR includesa brief biography of Anne McCaffrey. We will be publish-
ing extracts from an interview with our other author guest, M. John Harri-
son, in Progress Report 4, due out in November 1988.

What’s been happening?

Weareglad to announcethat Christina Lake has agreed tojoin the main com-
mittee. Christina, Lilian Edwards and Peter-Fred Thompson are organising
the Fan Room for Contrivance, and she will represent these interests on the
main committee.

Christina has produced numerousfanzines, many in collaboration with her
co-organisers. She and Lilian are currently standing for TAFF, the Trans-At-
lantic Fan Fund.

Included with this PR is a questionnaire on the subject of travel. We will be
extremely grateful if you can retum this to us as soon as possible. We are
discussing transportation with travel agents, and we will need the informa-
tion to help our negotiations for cheap fares. Furthermore, the greater the
numberofpeople who return the questionnaire, the better our bargaining po-
sition is likely to be. Werealise that this is a year in advance, and your plans
may change in the meantime, but we need some idea of how many people
are arriving when and by what means. Obviously, we won’t hold you to your
answers to the questionnaire if you decide to ch nge your mind.Forartists
thereis also a section of the questionnaire which covers transport of artwork
as well as other areas.

If you want to know any more, wewill have representatives at most of the
major conventions over the next year (and many of the minor ones).

Hotel

The Hotel de France have now agreed the contract and have returned their
signed copy. Weare publishing ageneral version of this contract for the use
of other convention organisers. Ifyou want a copy, then send us an SAE and
we'll see that you get one whenit’s ready.

Wenowhavethe revised map of the hotel, showing the new extensionsto
the building. This has involved the building of a massive new restaurant, the
Atrium, which will hold over 500 people, as well as three new function rooms
of various sizes. We can also now offer an easily accessible indoor swimm-
ing pool (which will be available to all convention members). The extension
includes yet another bar, bringing the total up to ten (though we don’t guar-
antee to haveall of them openat once). The opening hours in the convention
bars will be from 10 a.m. continuously until at least 2 a.m. (and later if there
is anyonestill drinking).

The amountof space actually used and the exactallocation of the rooms may
changeata later date - depending onthefinal numberofattending members.

For those of you who haven’t read the earlier PRs, our room rate will be
£20.50 per person per night (in a double or twin room). The hotel has ap-
pronuuntely 650 beds, but we have an overflow hotel, The Rosebank,just a
ew feet away.

Anne McCaffrey

Anne McCaffrey was born on April the first, on Holy Thursdayin the year
of the Tiger, at the hour of the Sheep, underthe sign of the Ram,and hasal-
waystried to live up to that auspicious beginning. An early interest in writ-
ing manifested itself in a first movel, created during Latin class.
eenot being written in Latin,it failed to bring her instant fame,
or even an "A” grade.

Much chastened, she turned to other linguistic pursuits and graduated from
Radcliffe College BA cum laude in Slavonic Languagesand Literatures. She
then tumedto the stage and becamea characteractress, appearing in the first
successful summer music circus in Lambertsville, New Tersey. he studied
voice for nine years, and this interest is still much in evidence, both in her
writings, and in person. TheItalian restaurant to which we took Annefordin-
ner at Conspiracy had Puccini’s Turandot as background music. She asked
for the volume to be turned up, and sangalong, to the obviousdelight of the
restauranteur andhisstaff.

During her voice studies, she becameintensely interested in the stage direc-
tion of opera and operetta. She endedthat phase of her experience by sue
directing the American premiere of Carl Ortt's Christmas play Ludus De
Nato Infante Mirificus, in which she also played a witch.



She married in 1950. Her elder son, Alec Anthony, was born in 1952, and
herfirst short story, Freedom OfThe Race was published the following year.
Two more children followed, Todd in 1956, and Georgeannein 1959.

By the time the three children were comfortably in school for most of the
day, she had already achieved enough success with short stories to devote
herfull time to writing. Her first published novel, Restoree, was written as a
protest nee the absurd and unrealistic portrayals of womenin the SF
novels of the 50’s. This was followed by more than a score of other novels,
including The Ship Who Sang, ToRide Pegasus, and(of course) the Dragon-
riders OfPernseries.

According to Ms McCaffrey, the inspiration for Pern came "out ofmy head,
but stirred by a story about dragonflies, the idea that people would like to
have a constant companion, and a respect for Cecilia Holland’s novel The
Firedrake. Heroriginal intention with Per wasto write a short story to im-
prove be press on dragons. Now, 1,000,000 wordslater, she is not allowed
to stop!

In additionto her science fiction novels and short stories, Ms McCaffrey has
written six romantic adventure novels which, like Restoree, feature compe-
tent and independent-minded heroines.

Amongherearly literary influences, she acknowledges Rudyard ee, A.
Merritt, Austin Tappan. Wright, Edgar Rice Burroughs, Caroline Dale
Snedeker, Anthony Pryce and Richard Weekes, Edmund Hamilton, Andre
Norton, James Blish and most of the members of the SFWA.Otherinfluen-
ces include horses, cats and the odd dog or two. She considers the most im-
par single influence on her to be the novel Islandia by Austin Tappan

right.

Annetravels widely, in the United States, Britain, the rest of Europe, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand. Shehasvisitedall the states of the Union, with the
exception of the Dakotas, and hopesto get there yet. During hertravels, she
has giventalks in both primary and secondary schools as well as manyofthe
major universities, from Alaska to Harvard and Oxford to Cambridge.

She hasalso attended numerous Science Fiction conventions, frequently as
a Guest of Honour. She has additionally filled this office at an American Li-
brary Association’s convention and the 1985 Children’s Literature Conven-
tion at Calgary.

Whennottravelling, she lives in a ranch-style bungalow in thehills ofCounty
Wicklow,Ireland. She runs a private livery stable, and her three-day event
horses have been successful in international competitions. In this role, she
makes a cameo appearance in R.A. MacAvoy’s rhe Book Of Kells. Anne
doesnot ride in competitions herself, she hastens to add, but enjoys the suc-
cess of horse and ae and the occasional canter on her favourite mount, a
piebald mare named Pi.



Apart from horseback riding, Anne’s hobbies include knitting arran swea-
ters, patchwork sewing, swimming (when the water isn’t freezing) and cook-
re he has edited a cookbook, comprising favourite recipes contributed by
fellow SF authors.

Anne McCaffrey’s biography lists the following particular achievements:
raduation from college with honours, raising three children; winning the
jugo, Nebula, Doc Smith, Gandalf, Ditmar, Eurocon, Balrog and Science
Fiction Book Club Awards; being the first science fiction writer to hit the
New York Times BestSellerlist; and going around the world as an SF writer.

Of herself, Ms. McCaffrey warns: "My eyesare green, myhairis silver and
1 freckle; the rest is still subject to change withoutnotice."

Programme

Ourplans are well advanced, and we have now almost completed the basic
programmelayout. Obviously, there will be a certain amountof fall-out as
people find that they can’t run itemsafter all, so we are building a reserve of
itemsto be usedto fill any gaps.

Wehope to end up with a mix of about two thirds serious items to one third
lighter material. Of course, though, there is bound to be a certain amount of
overlap. Wealso intend,as far as possible, to integrate various things which
havetendedto run in isolation at recent large conventions.

For instance, there will not be a separate film programme during the day.
Instead, we will run a selection ofinteresting andlunusualfilms as part of the
main programme. There will also be panels, discussions, and other pro-
grammeitemsrelated to the films that we show.

Filk will not be relegated to an overcrowded and under-ventilated cupboard.
Instead, weintendto holda filk concert in one of the main programme areas.
Start polishing up your favourite party pieces, please!

Mike Molloy and Elda Wheeler have plans to run the Art Show on a rather
different basis from the normal.Instead of the standard 10 a.m. to 6.00 p.m.
open , the show will be opened for one or two hourperiodsat various times
of the day, usually following an art related programme item. By scheduling
these openingsaspart of the programme, we hope to avoidthe “It’s always
open,I'll visit it sometime. Oh!toolate it’s closed’ syndrome, whilestill giv-
ing the seriousart buyers plenty oftime to consider their purchases. We also
intend to open the show at some time during Friday and/or Saturday evening
to give day-time workers, such as dealers, a chanceto visit the show at their
ligne For more information, see the section on the Art Show elsewhere in
this ,



Our themetitles are still fluctuating to some degree, partly because some of
ourbest ideas don’t fit our current themes. However, ’Music of the Spheres’
is still with us, as is ‘Islands in the Sky’, while ‘Baroque SF’ has transmo-
grified itself into ‘Images ofthe City’. The ‘Music’ and ‘City’ themesare in-
tended to be of particular relevance to the works of our Guests of Honour,
Anne McCaffrey and M. John Harrison, respectively.

Wehave also gained a ‘Womenin SF’ themecourtesy of our Fan Room or-
ganisers and the Woman’s APAwhoproducedsuch an interesting set ofideas
that we couldn’t refuse them.

Art Show

Therewill be three main Art Show prizes. Twoofthese are forillustrations
related to either of the programme themes, ‘Images of the City’, or ‘Music
of the Spheres’. A prize for ‘Best in Show’will be offered for a work on any
theme, including the above two.

If enoughinterest is shown by potential exhibitors, we will try to arrange a
massshipping of artwork from London.Items sent this way will be insured
for their nominalvalue,as will all items in the show while they are on dis-
play. If you think you might take advantage of this service, please indicate
onthe enclosed travel questionnaire. This will not commit you to exhibiting.

In orderto add to the interest of the show,artists will be asked if they would
be willing to supply somebrief notes on their exhibits. This will give vie-
wers and prospective purchasers someidea of the backgroundto a work that
appeals to them.

Wewill, of course, be running anart auction, and are considering the best
way to makeit an efficient, unhurried event, where the artwork for sale can
receive the attention it merits. As usual, items which haveattracted bids while
on exhibition will be given priority in the auction, and the convention will
take a commission of fo percent on all workssold.

Gophers

This is the point where weinsert the traditional call for people to help run
the convention. There is no way that the committee can do everything. We
rely on volunteer helpers (gophers) to keep the con going. If you haven’t
done this before, we alate need people to help and the more volunteersthe
less arduous the work involved. If you want to help in a specific area, se-
curity or technical operationsfor instance, then nowis the timeto start saying

"May I say, and you may quote me,that should we ever get into outer space
and find extra-terrestrial creatures, I do hope that we treat them with some
reverence, and not in the rapist way that weare treating all the extraordina
formsoflife that are trying to share this planet with us" - Gerald Durrell,

As you may be aware, we have announced that our chosen charity for the
convention will be the Jersey Wildlife Preservation Trust, which seeks to
breed and preserve animals on the brink of extinction. We feelthat this is a
very praiseworthy organisation, and one that will meet with the approval of
SFfans. After all, our favourite literature has wamed us for decades that we
should becarefulof the effects ofadvancing technology on the environment.
One of the Trust’s methods of fundraising involves the sponsoring of ani-
mals. We hope to raise sufficient funds to enable us to adopt oneoftheir ani-
mals - possibly a reptile, given Anne McCaffrey’s association with dragons.
Wewill be collecting money, by meansofa raffle at Follycon, and in vari-
ous other ways.

Masquerade

The Masqueradeis being organised by Gytha North, who hasthe following
to say on the subject:

"We will be holding the traditional Fancy Dress competition, as usual. |
would appreciate hearing from anyone whoisgoing to enter. I hope to be or-
ganising some workshopsfor those of you who do not want to use up the
whole of your baggage allowance on costume. There will be a special prize
for the best costume producedon site. The weaponspolicy will be relaxed
to some extent but only for those contestants who contact the committee or
myself at least 1 month before the convention."

Travel

For Contrivance, this is a rather more complex subject than for the average
convention, and most of you are probably wondering how youare going to
get there and whatit will cost.

Weare currently involved in detailed negotiations with Travel Agentsto get
the best and most comprehensive deals we can to meet the varied and some-
times eccentric needs of our members.

Unfortunately, the airlines and ferry companies havestill to set their prices
for 1989, also weare not able to quote firm pricesas yet. In the meantime,
however,the following list gives some examplesofthe sorts of prices we ex-
pect to see:

Children are 50% discount on ferries and mostairlines (33% ona few). We-
shall also be offering deals on ferry cabins, car rates and car hire on Jersey
(often cheaper than taking your own). The possibility of reducedrate rail and
ferry/air travel are underinvestigation, but many offer no real advantage over
flying direct.

Again, the above prices are estimates based on our best information to date.
Firm prices should be available in June, and weshall send out the booking
formsfor travel and hotel shortly after.

In the meantime,to assist us in our negotiations, would you please complete
and retum the enclosed travel questionnaire it does not commit you in any
way, but will enable us to present a morerealistic picture of the pattern of
travel to be expected.

Future Eastercons

This is just to remind you that, following the votes at Yorcon 3 and Albacon
3 to institute a two-year bidding cycle for Eastercons, the venuefor the 1991
Eastercon will be selected at Contrivance. As such, now is the time for all
you aspiring convention organisers to start preparing your bids.

You should be warned by our experience, however. Westarted organisin
in May 1986 for a bidding session in April 1987, and had to spend so muc
time looking for a site that there were a numberof aspects of the bid that
weren’t as fully prepared as we would have liked. Our search, in fact, took
us until December 1986 and led us through some two dozenserioussites,
and overfifty that were impracticable for our purposes.
