World SF
by Harry Harrison

I have been an Esperantistfor almost
50 years. I believe in one world with
one world language. I have been a
science fiction reader and writer foran
even greater amountof time, sol take
great pleasure in the recognition that
science fiction is a world literature.|
take even greater pleasure in having
helped this fact to be recognised by
being there when World SF was born.

It all began with the SF Writers
Conference in Dublin.

For many years I had enjoyed
correspondence with SF writers in
many countries. I had met some of
them - but none from the Eastern Bloc.
Since Ireland is a neutral country and
nota member ofNATO,I thought that
a meeting there might get writers
from these countries who had never
travelled to the West before. With the
official backing of the Irish Arts
Council, ] organised a Conference and
the invitations wentout.

The meeting was held in September
1976 and was most successful. Not
only writers, but editors, translators

and artists - all associated
professionally with Science Fiction -
showed up. There were no Russians
at this first conference, but writers
from other Communist countries did
attend. When I held a second
conference a few years later,
representatives from even more
countries attended, including the
chairmanof the Soviet Writers Union
along with the Secretary of the Science
Fiction Branch of the Union.

At this meeting it was decided to form
an organisation to take over what had
been, up until then, a one-man

operation. The name "World SF" was
chosen and I waselected President.
National chairmen were elected from
representatives then present.
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The next meeting was organised by
Sam J. Lundwall in Sweden - also a
neutral country. Even more
nationalities were represented this
time. Since then, meetings have been
held in Italy, England, Russia,
Yugoslavia, Hungary and Canada.
World SF had been appropriately
named.

Because of the widespread
membership along with currency and
travel restrictions, the central officers
of World SF have been hard-pressed
to keep the organisation going. They
abganise the international meetings,
publish a bulletin and a membership
directory, and some members have
even edited anthologies to keep
World SF financially afloat. The
thanks of the entire membership go
outto these officers including Sam J.
Lundwall, Frederik Pohl, Brian W.
Aldiss, Gianfranco Viviani and
Malcolm Edwards.

World SF began asa straight-forward
writers’ conference, and has since
grown into an organisation that
stretches right around the globe. The
1991 meeting in China showed both
the size and importance of World SF.

If there is asingleidea that exemplifies
World SF, it is the fact that we can
communicate freely acrossbarriers of
country and language. Wedo nottalk
about freedom - we exercise it. Not
only do writers from every country
cometo our international meetings-
but wealso go to them. Our presence
in these countries, as representatives
from many lands, is witness to the
universality of science fiction.

This is not empty political rhetoric but
a simple description of fact. If you are
professionally involved in any way
with SF, come along to our meetings
at Helicon and see for yourself.
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MovingPictures

Oneof the items run at WINCON II
wasan illustrated panel ‘Visual Tricks
- Literary Styles’. The original
purposeof this item was to compare
the critical approachto film prevalent
in fandom withthat appliedto books.
The contention wasthatfilms tended
to suffer from a lack of appreciation of
the techniques employed and was
therefore regarded as an inherently
inferior medium. What was going to
be done was to identify Teecy
devices and then show thefilm
equivalent- linking, for example, the
use of the sound track to purple prose.
Before too long, however, it became
clear that this was somewhat
premature and that there was no
point playing games with film
techniques if the audience did not
know whatwasbeing talked about.
The nature of the item wastherefore
changed from a subtle dig at the
literary establishment to an
introduction to cinematic "tricks of the
trade".

The panel comprised Peter Wright, a
former_professional photographer,
Steve Green, film critic for various
magazines, Andy Morris, one of
fandom’s chief projectionists and
Andy Croft, WINCON’s technical
chief who has worked behind the
scenes with just about every theatre
group in Portsmouth.

The item was well received but in a
fifty minute slot there wasreally no
waythat the subject could be explored
properly. Helicon intends to rectif
this situation by allowing Andy Croft
and Peter Wright to return to their
subject in a series of in-depth items.
These will cover lighting, model
work, computer animation,travellin
matte (everyone’s favourite uncle
and that most underrated tool of the
movie maker’s trade, the actor.
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Over the past few months Peter and
Andy have been contacting
production companies for clips to
illustrate particular techniques and
recruiting expat witnesses, includin
the man who actually built the
Thunderbirds. Their work has

 

sometimes been difficult - for
example, Peter’s attempts to get
Paramountto actually read his letter
requesting permission to use film
clips, and stop sending him form
letters thanking him forhis interest in
Star Trek. However, they have
persevered and are still coming up
with ideas. Their plan to make afilm
with the South Hants Science Fiction
Group and use that to show the
various stages of production caused
corsHevace consternation amongst
the less photogenic members of that
body. (Unplotigentc? Shurely not!)

Wehopethatthis stream will attract
ean with even apassing interest
in film and other visual media. The
films shownat Helicon will be chosen
to illuminate the topics raised by these
discussions and in line with our
themes:- Borders and Barriers, and
Recreationin the Future.



Your First Con...

If your thoughts are anything like
mine at my first con, they’re going
somethinglike this: "I’ve goneto alot
of trouble and a lot of expense and
taken a lot of ribbing from my family
over being here - by the gods, I’m
oing to get as much asI can outofit!"
ou're grimly determined not to miss

a thing, to haveall the fun that’s going.

So you turnup at the hotel, wide-eyed
and eagerbuttrying not to show it. By
now, you'll have noticed a fair few
weird people about - you may have
started spotting them already at the
station or airport. If they look like the
sort of people among whom youthink
you'll feel at home, then this con is
prepay goingto be thefirst of many.
ut if you’re starting to entertain

doubts, just giveita little longer.

You've checked in, dumped your gear
in your room: right, where’s the
party? Go back downstairs and follow
the crowdsorsigns (or busy people
carrying cardboard boxes if you’re
early) to Registration. If you’re
seriously early, find a weird person,
hereafter called a fan, who looks like
they know what's going on, tell ‘em
it’s yourfirst con andaskifyou can help,
This is one of the marksofa true fan:
hotels, used to surly business people
expecting everything ona platter, are
amazedat howhelpfulfans are. Once
you're carting cagdbeard boxes about,
you'll get drawn in and be writing
articles like this before you knowit
(only maybe moreinteresting).

By now you're either helping run the
registration desk or you've just
registered, been givena pile ofbumph
inabag, and a badge. Putonthe ba pe
and look for a comfyplace to read the
bumph.Lots of other fans around you
will be doing exactly the samething.
Thebaris a pretty good bet.
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You now have a drink, fliers from
publishers, local bookshopsorfuture
conventions, a programme book and
a short guide referred to as the
"Read-Me". This should be pocket
sized, with a copy of the programme,
more up-to-date than the onein the
programme book which wentto the
rinters’ earlier. It has lots of useful

information that you need to get the
most from the con: a mapof the hotel,
indications of when, where and at
what price food will be available,
opening and closing times for
fascinating places like the dealers’
room, the art show andat Helicon,the
pool and the chocolate shop.

You may nowdecideto headstraight
for the chocolate shop. Fine, look at
the rest of your stuff while you're
standingin line withall the other true
fans. Serious interest in chocolateis
another indication of a real fan. I
recommendthe champagnetruffles.

Opinions vary, but I feel that the
programmeis a very important part
of a con. I started out as a new fan
carefully going over my programme
and planning in detail what I wanted
to see, ending up with a schedulelike
a science student's lecture timetable.
I'd stride from one item to the next
and get upset if two things I wanted
to go to were on at the sametime. I’m
more relaxed about it these days.
Some fans never go to any
pieee items, but come to cons
or socializing or the bookroom or
something. Between these extremes,
most people seem to get to several
programmeitems each day.

Whatelse do they do all day? Hang
out, basically. If you don’t know
anyoneat the con, hanging out won’t
be quite as much fun and you'll
probably want to go to more items
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anyway. Talk to other people with
yourinterests - they’re easy enoughto
ick; they keep turning up at the same

items as you. A nice thing about cons
and fans in generalis that a lot of the
normal social rules are suspended.
This doesn’t mean that anything goes,
but you canskip all the tedious small
talk that people useto size each other
up out in the real world. I mean,these
guys are at a con - you know they’re
going to have a lot of the same
interests as you, they'll have read the
same books, loved the samefilms,
played the same games. They'll even
get your jokes. Maybe.

Eventually, you'll note that some
people run instead of stroll. They
won't have bags of loot from the
dealers’ room like everyoneelse,
they'll be carting equipment, piles of
fliers and the ever-present cardboard
boxes. Vests with lots of pockets, an  

array of badges and walkie-talkies,
knownas wallyphones, are also
identifying characteristics. You'll see
them deteine participants in items,
arranging microphones, that sort of
thing. They stand meaningfully near
doorways, watching, or staff the
desks promoting other conventions.

Some people go to cons and never
become aware of these people.
They’re the conrunners, in all their
assorted forms, from the mighty
SMOFsto the humble gophers. If you
enjoy the con and you wantto get
more involved, or even if you’re
thinking, my god,this lot couldn’trun
apiss-up ina brewery, thenseek them
out. Look for references to the
gopher-hole. If you can find it, and
divine its meaning, then you have
passed yourfirst test and are an
initiate in the art of conrunning. We
can alwaysuse fresh blood.

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The Programme

As part our aim to covertheliterary
interest within science fiction, we are
currently intendingto offera series of
discussions and talks on Unjustly
Neglected Authors. Each item
(probably one a day) will cover a
single author or a group of authors
that some Helicon membersfeel have
been neglected by the publishers orby
fandom, and examines the reasons
why this has occurred and whether
we can, or should, do anything about
this. We hope these items will
provoke discussion and, maybe, even
controversy.

Still in the literary sphere, we intend
to run a series of items that explore
our favourite books andstories of
each ofthe last four decades. Werethe
forties and fifties the Golden Age of
Science Fiction? Was the space
programme responsible for the
increasing awareness of science
fiction and its ultimate respectability?
Did the Mainstream and New Wave
merge in the seventies? Was
Cyberpunk a reaction to the
domination of the early eighties by
fantasy trilogies? Participants will be
encouraged to discuss these and other
topics with referenceto their favourite
literature.

Obviously, we intend to presentitems
that are of particular interest to our
uests. To this end an item on SF
oetry will be included. This will take

the form of a workshop or a
competition. Also censorship seems
to be a commoninterest of both John
Brunner and George RR Martin andit
has affected many areas of Europe
(both East and West), and in many
casesstill does. Therefore, it has been
incorporated into our theme of
Borders and Barriers and several
items have been planned to explore
this topic.
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As the 1993 Eurocon, and within our
Barriers theme, we intend to run a
numberof items on language. This
will include items on whether English
is the language of science fiction, how
language affects your perceptions,
gender specific language, and
whetherartificial languages (such as
Esperanto and Loglan) havea future.
Although English will be theofficial
languageat Helicon, we intend to run
a numberofitems on varying subjects
in other European languages.

European fandom will be explored,
and weare inviting fannish groups
across Europeto run itemsat Helicon.
The things we wouldlike to see are the
types of item that would typically run
at a convention in your own country,
that you feel show your national
fandom atits best. All enquiries and
suggestions from any European
groups will be welcomed at the
convention address, so please get
thinking about any events you would
like to see.

A major and popular part of most
Eastercons are the science items.
Helicon will be presenting an item by
Jack Cohen in his own uniquestyle.
Wewill be investigating where we go
from here and whatis happening in
some of the major areas of science.
Environmental scientist Jonathan
Cowie has agreed to present an item
for us. In the field of robotics and
computers we will be having
discussions that look at the effect of
computers on writers, both as subject
matter and as an aid (or otherwise) to
writing. Virtual reality is becoming
more common in business and
entertainment, so we hope that an
item entitled "With Virtual Reality,
Who Needs Drugs?"will prove to be
popular.

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Eurocon Awards

Since Helicon is the Eurocon, we will
be presenting the European Science
Fiction Awards. For those who are
unfamiliar with the procedures for
these awards, the following is taken
verbatim from the Statutes of the
European Science Fiction Society
(ESFS).

Rules of the European
Science Fiction Awards.

The EuropeanScienceFiction Society
hands, at the European Conventions,
awards in the the following
categories.

I.Hall of Fame

1. Best Author
2. Best Publisher
3. Best Artist
4. Best Promoter of Science Fiction
5. Best Magazine

These Awards are granted just once
by the European Committee bysecret
ballot from the nominations
submitted by the National Delegates.
The nominations mustarrive to the
Chairmanat least two monthsbefore
the opening of the Eurocon. The
Awards are plaquesor other symbolic
objects and are handed by the
Chairman or another Committee
Officer appointed by the Chairman.

II.Spirit of Dedication

1. An artist, author of one or more
works

2. An authorof a performance
(film, play, ballet, etc.)

3. A fanzine

These Awardsare granted by vote of
all European Participants in the
European Conventions, through the
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assessmentof the works exhibited or
presented in some other way(slide
shows, documentaries) of the
performances and of the fanzines
exhibited. The works, the
pees and the fanzines must
ave been presented or produced

between the current and previous
Eurocon. The Awardsare plaques or
other symbolic objects and are
handed by the Chairman or another
Committee Officer appointed by the
Chairman.

III.Encouragement Awards

These Awards are granted according
to the suggestions from the National
Delegates to a young writer orartist
from each European Country. The
suggestions must arrive to the
Chairmanat least two months before
the Eurocon. Appropriate diplomas
are handed by the Chairman or
another Committee Officer appointed
by the Chairman.

IV.Honorary Awards

These Awards are granted by the
Organising Committee of the
European Conventions and
Conferences to the persons who have
contributed to the success of the
events. Their nature and the manner
of their awarding are chosen at the
discretion of the Committee.
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Travel Information

The travel and hotel booking forms
for Helicon will be coming outaround
about November. However, in an
effort to assure you that being on the
Travel Sub-Committee isn’t all a
matter of being wined and dined in
suchexotic settings as St. Helier and
Kilburn High Road, we thoughtthat
we would take this opportunity to
inform you in advance of the sort of
thing that we can offer in the way of
assistance to the wayfaring fan.

Ourofficial travel agents are the same
group used for Contrivance, except
that the name has been changed for
complex legal reasons that escape just
about everybody. Where once these
people were known as the Modern
Group, they now refer to themselves
as Expotel and arein fact a division of
another organisation with a different
name. Whateverthey call themselves,
these are the people who have been
busy putting together the various
travel options we shall be offering,
and frankly, we think that they’ve
been doing a pretty goodjob.

The travel forms will give the details
of flights out to Jersey operated by a
number of carriers from several
British and Continental airports.
Fares are offered in three price bands,
with the general rule being that the
more expensive the ticket, the more
flexible the travel arrangements. All
airfares sold through Expotel include
transport to and from Jersey Airport.
This enables travel agents to offer a
"package deal", and so prices can be
reduced to below that which they
could otherwise offer.

For those who prefer to make the
crossing at sea level, we have details
of ferries from Poole and St. Malo
(especially for those wishing to bring
over their own transport) and the
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Condor Catamaran from Weymouth
or St. Malo. All of these dock in St.
Helier. We are also looking into a foot
Rosana service operating from
arteret in Normandy to Gorey on the

East coastof Jersey.

Once on the Island we have arranged
convention rates in four hotels; the
Hotel de France where the convention
will be taking place, the Rosebank
right next door (owned by the same
company), the Mayfair, and the
Meeps (both owned by Expotel).

For those of you whofancy something
cheaper wehave convinced the only
camping site legally allowed to be
open overEaster to gird up their loins
for the convention period.

Other deals being offered by Expotel
include travel insurance (available to
UK residents only), cheap car hire
rates, and sightseeing trips round the
island. More information will be
supplied with the travel forms andat
the convention.

During the convention Expotel will be
operating an information deskat the

otel de France where they will be
available to sort out anyproblems you
might have.
