The Programme

As you know from yourattentive reading of PR1,
Illumination will be having a programme. And what
a programmeit will be! As the numberof rooms
available to us oscillates between 8 and 15, so the pro-
gramme remains stubbornly in shape,as fascinating
and innovativeas ever,just like we promised. So
muchfor the theory; what aboutthe practice?

In practice, the programmeremainsin the general
shape and form described in PR1, which,for the
benefit of those with incontinentcats, can be summa-
rised like this: lots of programming with lots of ideas
and lots of opportunities to join in. We will be
running more streamsthanis usual even at an Easter-
con, mostof them being workshopsor at least work-
shop sized. Therewill still be the usual main and al-
ternative programmes, though wehopethat people
wont just sit in them all day, and we'll be tying them
to items in the workshopstreams. (For example, we
might run a talk on the engineering of steam locomo-
tives. Those interested could then go to oneof the
smaller suites for the “Build Your Own Steam Loco-
motive” workshop. Weshould stress that this
particular item is dependent on British Rail laying
down a wide-gaugetrack through the Norbreck’s
reception area.) The ideais to get people involved—
we've found that conventions are much more fun
when you’re actually doing something, and we wait
to make the doing-thingsside of fandom accessible.

Obviously some people do cometo conventions to
relax, watch programmeitems and generally not
overexert themselves, and we don’t wantto force

people into the limelight. But a programmethatis
designed to be watchable doesn’t haveto consist of a
monotonousstream oftalks, talking-head panels.and
talking-head games. There are new formatsjust
waiting to be experimented with, many of which will
not only lend novelty and stimulate the imagination,
but also makeit easier for those who wanttoto take
part. For example, the idea of the “floating panel”,
where people can come upoutof the audienceto join
the panel, is marvellously simple andeffective. Yetas
far as I’m aware no-one until Uniconze had thought
of it. Some panels, but notall, would benefit from
this approach.So lo and behold, we’re going to adopt
it for some of our items. Let no-one say we don’t
give credit whereit’s due, or suggest weare too
proud tosteal...

There are other changesthat can be madeto the
traditional panel format. The samegoes for talks. A
formatthatis tried and tested isn’t necessarily
perfect—it maybe the best compromise, but when
you wantto do something bit oddor provocative,
you need to twist it or come up with something
entirely new. We wantto beat least a bit odd. (You'll
have to excuse mycaginess onthe groundsthat not
many of the weirder-looking items are muchpastthe
Wouldn'‘tIt Be A Fun IdeaTostage yet. But some of
them do look weird, and mostly they look surpris-
ingly feasible. ] expected mylist of ideas to get '
choppedin two whenthe ButIs It Possible axe was
applied. Instead it almost doubled in length.)

Wherea panelortalk is the best formatfor an item—
and they're excellent formatsfor being informative—
it's sometimesrelevant to ask whetherit’s going to be
able to do everythingthat needs to be done. Some-
times a follow-up workshop might be useful for
people whosecreativity has been stimulated by the
talk, or it would be valuablefor a panel to adjourn for
a discussioncircle. (I know that’s whatbars are for,
butit’s easierif there is something on the programme
that interested parties can congregate around.)
Prepanel discussions can also be useful to stimulate
ideas for a panel session.

It would also be nice to make the workshopscreative.
Fun thoughit indubitably is to sit in a circle for two
hours and arguethe merits of Asimov versus Hein-
lein, there is a certain satisfaction in actually produc-
ing somethingat the end ofall this. The instant
fanzine workshops of yore knewthis, and if we have
the traditional Ou Sont Les Fanzines d’Antan panel
then I certainly intend to follow it up with a Ils Sont
Up OnLeFifth Floor workshop. Costume workshops
do the samething: you couldtalk about costume
design for hours, but it isn’t a patch on getting stuck
in with an old blanket and a few tins of fabric paint.
If that doesn’t appeal then see above, and hope that
the Steam Engine Workshopseesthelight of day.
Maybethis sort of “production workshop”is a
specialised interest. That’s okay. Plenty of space for
all. If main programmeitems encourage people to
follow them up in the workshopstreams, thenit's
nice to be ableto point to a positive result afterwards.

Postmodern thoughit may be, we decided that a
programmecould notlive by formats alone, and so
we would have to have somecontent. As you will
undoubtedly recall from thethrilling article in PR1,
the Illumination programmeis going to be focussing
on the fringes ofsf: the odd corners of the genre that
you don’t hear about as much as maybe you ought
to. This isn’t a constrictive theme: it’s a device for
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generating and ordering ideas rather than killing
them. We're not going to throw out a good item just
becauseit doesn’t fit the theme; but when weneed to
think of a new programmeidea, the fringes are the
place we'll lookforit.

This covers a wide variety of sins, any one of which
could provide material for a vast amountof program-
ming. Neveronesto pass over easy pickings, each
one will be madeto provide material for a substan-
tial amount of programming. We weren't sure how
to refer to these subprogrammes. ‘Modules’ sounded
too forbidding, ‘clusters’ wasrejected as inaccurate,
‘themes’ was a word we'd already used about428
times, so in the end Jason suggestedcalling them
‘fluffy bunnyrabbits’, a frightening idea but one
which has met with wide acceptance.So therewill be
a fluffy bunny rabbit on 1992 And All That, another
one on horror, a magic realist bunny rabbit on sf
crossovers with the mainstream, andso forth. Each
fluffy bunnyrabbit will probably contain several
alternative and workshop programmeitems, and a
focal item in the main programme, which couldstart,
finish orjust present a bit of the rabbit in question.It
hardly needsstressingthatif that shape doesn’t suit a
particular rabbit then we'll change the shaperather
than squeezethe poorthinginto it . Notall itemswill
fit into fluffy bunnyrabbits, and notall fluffy bunny
rabbits will be hopping around the verdantfringes of
sf. Structures, not strictures.

Makingtheinevitable unconvincinglink... we have,

for example, major programmeevents lined up for
each eveningof the convention—you know, masquer-
ade, awards ceremony...—and we don’t feel com-
pelled to fiddle all that much with “traditional” and
well-loved items. (Unless wethink of somebrilliant
and inspired new wayof doing them, in whichcase,
whynot?)

And,asis, er, expected nowadays,Illuminationwill
have the usual quota of unexpected events. So that
you know whatto, er, expect, we intendto use

Blackpool Beach—forinstance for a zero-g cricket
game. (This will be preceded by a normal beach
cricket gameto get everyone warmedup, and will
gradually be moved into zero-g as the tide comesin.)
We're considering farming outbits of the programme
to special interest groups, so that they can present
their coruscating ideas to fandom-at-large. And just
think of the possibilities of tram tracks:if we can’t get
the steam engine throughthe lobby then we could
run it up and down the sea front. Or we couldstage
futile tram races! Wow! Our main weaponis sponta-
neity! Spontaneity and participation are our two
main weapons... er, enoughofthis.

Ladies and Gentlemen, welcometo the Twiglet
Zone... The old futuristic idea of instant worldwide
communicationsis here, andits called electronic
mail. Whatdifferentiates this from the phoneis that

different) will comeofit.
