The Doe Weir Award 2011

The Doc Weir Award is presented at Eastercon, and is voted on by the
attending membership.It’s not usual to campaign for the award, and the

winner generally has no idea that he or she is up for consideration.

The Doc Weir Award wasset up in 1963 in memory of fan Arthur Rose (Doc)
Weir, who had died two years previously. Weir was a relative newcomerto
fandom, he discoveredit late in life - but in the short time of his involvement
he wasactive in a numberof fannish areas. In recognition of this, the Award is
sometimes seen as the “Good Guy” Award; something for “The Unsung

Heroes”.



Fandom needs volunteers. Conventions, groups, fanzines, websites - theyall
require an extensive workforce, people who do "stuff" for no financial reward.

Some people have a high-profile role but there are many who don't, whose

involvement goes almost unnoticed and may even be taken for granted. In

some respects, the ideal Doc Weir Award candidate is the sort of person who

doesn’t immediately spring to mind but makes perfect sense if somebody
else suggests them - and would be absolutely stunned to be deemed worthy
of any reward. The list of past winners below should give you an idea.

Vote for somebody who you believe has made someform of contribution to
fandom that deservesa little public recognition. The winner receives a silver

cup, which they get to keep for a year. They get their name engraved onit

(although, with typical fannish efficiency, the winner has to pay to get this
done).

Write the name of the person that you wish to nominate for the Award on the

form provided, along with your name and convention membership number.

Please return it to the ballot box on Registration or in Ops before 18:00 on

Sunday. The Award will be announced at the Closing Ceremony on Monday.

TAF 2011: The Racg To Reno

Amongsciencefiction fandom’s oldest
institutions, the TransAtlantic Fan Fund
was inspired by the 1952 campaign to
send Irish berfan Walt Willis to Chicon II.
Conceived as a one-off, it proved such a
hit that TAFF was formally set up the
following year and. despite the veryfirst
winner being unable to make the voyage,
westbound and eastbound trips between
Europe and North America were
successfully organised in 1955 and 1956
respectively. Further exchanges have been
held virtually every year since.

At TAFF’s heart is the building of bridges between the many and diverse
fannish communities, and this year’s trip will not only fly a European
fan to Nevada for Renovation, the 69th World Science Fiction

Convention, but underwrite visits to other fan groups across North
America.

We have four great candidates for the Race To Reno: Graham Charnock,
John Coxon, Liam Proven and Paul Treadaway. You can read their
platforms on the TAFF ballots which Illustrious has generously printed
for us; the forms and the ballot box are available at Cold Tonnage’s

table in the dealers’ room (look out for Claire Brialey or Mark Plummer,
whoare kindly looking after TAFF votes this weekend).
