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What’s a... Progress Report?

Often called a PR, Progress Reports are

publications about the convention.

They are usually issued to members

only. PR1 for an Eastercon also goes to

members of the Eastercon which has
just happened, so you may have re-

ceived this issue if you are not a mem-

ber of Paragon2 but went to Seacon 03.

PRs for Easterconsare traditionally is-
sued 4 times: November 2 years before
the con (this issue), the Easter before

the con, the next November, and in
January / February before the con.

They contain information about the

guests, the people running the con, and

the venue.

A list of members shows you who else
is coming. Articles about events and

programme give you advance informa-

tion about how you can contribute, by
making and bringing costumes and

other items, or volunteeringto take part.

Forms are often included with the PRs,

for you to book yourhotel room,for ex-

ample. This one includes a volunteer

form, and a membership form in case
you have not already joined.

Other conventions, organisations, deal-
ers etc. can advertise in PRs. Our rates

are shown above. Swaps can be made

for adverts in your own publications,
and we can also arrange to mail out your

leaflets along with our PRs.

- find out whatit is on page 11.) There’s
more info about the technicalities of
joining on page 10.

You'll also find a flier for Paragon2.
Please think about somewhere you
could display this - a work noticeboard,
a local bookstore or library, anywhere
where there might be people who would
be interested.

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More What's A... ?

What's a ... Science Fiction Conven-

tion?
A group of peopleofall ages get together

to have fun, discuss science or specu-
lative fiction and fantasy, take part in

or watch a variety ofprogrammeditems,
meet old and newfriends and hang out

in the bar.

There is often an opportunity to buy or

sell items such as books,art, jewellery

etc., dress in costume, meet authors or

artists, listen to or play music, or vol-

unteer to get involved.

Guests of Honour (GoHs) are chosen by

the committee and play a vital role in

the programmeandin the sociallife of

the convention.

There are few or no actor guests, auto-
graph sessions are limited to short

book-signing sessions with authors.

Membership money is used to run the
convention, and should accidental prof-
its be made they are passed on to other
conventions or ploughed back into the

community in some way.

Conventionsare run by volunteers, who

take on roles from long-term planning

to appearing on a programmeitem or
helping for an houror so on the day.All

membersare given an opportunity and
encouraged to volunteer in some way.

Conventions range in size from under a

hundred membersto nearly 5,000.

Ifyou are interested in attending a con-
vention, there are manylistings on the
web, or check out the adverts in this

PR.

What's an ... Eastercon?
Since 1948 (or 1937, depending), there
has been a large convention in the

spring which has comebe called Eas-
tercon, or the British National Science
Fiction Convention.It is now tradition-
ally held over the Easter Bank Holiday
weekend, and ranges in size from 500

to 1,000 members.

It is custom and practice that commit-

tees of Eastercons are democratically

appointed. Members of any given Eas-
tercon vote, by a show of hands, to

choose the committee to run the one 2

years later. So at Paragon2 in 2005 you
will get the opportunity to vote for who

runs Eastercon 2007.

Eastercons traditionally have a large

programme, with several things going
on at the same time, a dealers’ room,

an art show and auction, evening ac-

tivities, and an active bar area. If you
are interested in the history and back-

con for 2004 is Concourse, in Black-

pool, more info on page 13.

Tell me more about dealers and the

art show ...
If you would like to book a table in the

dealers’ room, or exhibit in the art show,

please tick the relevant boxes on your

membership form or just let us know.

Dealers’ tables are cheap and you can

have a small one or string several to-

gether. Traditional dealers range from
large booksellers through games, toys,

the graphic novel?

Ooh,lots of things.A lot of the program-
ming at Paragon2 will be about Heroes,
Heroines, Villains and Sidekicks. So we

wanted to jostle your brains a bit be-
fore we get started.

And you can join in the funin all sorts
of ways.

Only we know who anyone’s alter ego
is. How secret the “secret identity” side
of it is up to you. If you want to shout

your alter ego from the rooftops, why

not write a bit for the next PR or the
website about who you are and whyyou
wanted to be?

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HanoverInternational Hotel, Hinckley

 
Once again the Eastercon is being held

at the Hinckley Hanover International
Hotel. We are going back because we
like it and feedback from prior conven-

tions has been good. The hotel is situ-
ated midway between Leicester and
Coventryjust south ofjunction 1 on the

M69. Access to the hotel by car is ex-

cellent and Hinckley has a frequentrail

service. The station is just over a mile
from the hotel. Birmingham and East

Midlands airports are only 30 minutes
away by car. Outside the hotel is open
countryside.

Accommodation
The hotel has 350 bedroomsall dou-

bles, twins or suites. Many of the rooms
have a bed settee which allowstriple or

quadruple occupancy. Some rooms
have internet access (hotel phonerates

would make this expensive). All bed-

rooms are accessible with some on the
ground floor modified to make them

more suitable for people with disabili-
ties.

Room Rates
The hotel have agreed room rates for
2005 only £1 more than the 2002 rates
thatis:

Single £41 per person per night

Double/Twin £31 per person per night
Family / Triple £73 per room per night

Disabled Access
Although there is ample function space
we have not decided on the layout we

will use. As with manyhotels there are

problems with disabled access. All the

primary programme space, dealers’

room, art show, and video stream will

be on the groundfloor or accessible by
lift. There are some single steps which

limit access but there is always an al-

ternative route. The Lakeside suite on
the ground floor is only wheelchair ac-
cessible by going outside.

There. are a numberof function rooms
that we will have to use which are at

the tops of stairs withoutlifts. We are
in discussion with the hotel about ways

to make these accessible. It is our in-
tention to use these mainly for conven-

tion offices. However, ifwe do use these

for programme it will be as minimal as
possible.

Lounging Space
The Snooty Fox pub is a permanent pub
style bar. We are also looking at how to
have a non-smoking bar using part of
the function space.
