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Hello and Welcome to Progress Report 4 _

This is the “how to get there” PR from Speculation.
It also contains exciting items like hotel booking
forms and the latest news on the programme. Our
Guest of Honour Rob Holdstock turned up at a
recent committee meeting and pronounced himself
“raring to go” on the programme items we have
lined up for him. Our approach to the programme
has been explained in previous PRs but it is worth
repeating that the programmeis splitinto anumber
of themed modules. Different types of item are
being staged in differing programme rooms, the
idea being, in all cases, to try to involve the audi-
ence in the programme. An item put on in one of
our large halls will be able to overrun if necessary
because the following item will take place in the
other large hall. Thus we expect the programme to
run smoothly and to time. (Famous last words.)

Memberships are coming in at an increasing rate.
Some people have expressed their surprise at the
relatively low membership numbers but we al-
ways budgeted on around 700 and that looks emi-
nently achievable. Speculation has been designed
from the very start to be all about getting the right
atmosphere; any less than 600 would make it feel
empty and over 1000 a little too crowded. We
wanted a convention where everyone could be
housed in one hotel. (This makes for fewer prob-
lems when the bar closes to non-residents. After
lam a committee member with a keycard will be
available in the bar should any member have prob-

lems getting served. Strangely enough, there hasn’t
been any shortage of volunteers for this onerous

duty....).

As the British National Science Fiction convention
weare the proud upholders of many fannish tradi-
tions. Some of these go back a long way (like hold-
ing the con at Easter) and others are of more recent
vintage (the Eastercon Awards). We thinkit’s great
that there is still one convention each year where
fans can be given some perspective on their place in
the history of SF fandom. Local cons and special
interest cons tend to ignore the fact that people
have been getting together at conventions for over
50 years now and that, basically, little has changed.
From the first con in Leeds in 1937 attended by,
amongst others, a very young Arthur C Clarke, to
the massive worldcon in 1987, science fiction fans
have continued to meet and enjoy each other’s
company and a programme of events centred on
SF. Speculation is firmly fixed in this great tradi-
tion. We hope that you will enjoy being part of it
too.

As this is the last PR the committee would like to
thank the guest editors we had doing each of the
previousissues of The Speculator: PR1 Chris Atkin-
son, PR2 Abi Frost and PR3 Simon Polley. Each
produced a PR like no other, which was the only
brief they were given. Thanks to them all.

Hotel Bookings - Important Information e

There should be a hotel booking form enclosed
with this PR: see below for details of how to fill itin.
If you have already booked a room and have not
had a confirmation from the hotel, do not WOrry.
The Hospitality Inn is not sending out confirma-
tions. At present only about half the rooms are
booked so there will be no problem about getting
the correct accommodation. This does not, how-
ever, apply to the overflow hotel which is now full.
Those of you who booked singles at McLays Guest
House have either received confirmations from
McLays or have been informed by the Hospitality
Inn that your second choice has been allocated.
People not making a second choice have been in-
formed that they are not booked in anywhere. If
you do not wish to stay at the Hospitality Inn then
the Glasgow Tourist Bureau (041 227 4880) will
probably be able to find somewhere to suit you.

Booking a Room

If you want to book a twin, double, triple, or quad
room in the Hospitality Inn then simply fill in the
form and send it, along with a £20.00 deposit (per

room), to the hotel. Please note that all bedrooms
are the same size and have two double beds in each
room. The hotel's phone number is 041 332 3311.

Special Needs

Some people have obvious special needs - the dis-
abled, the elderly. Others, single women for ex-
ample, often feel unhappy about leaving a hotel
after midnight in a strange city to walk back to the
overflow. If you do not have someone to share a
room with and require a single room in the main
hotel then you fillin the hotel formand send it to the
Speculation address instead of the hotel. On it you
should state briefly why you require a single room
and we will book it for you. You will be charged
only the twin room rate of £26.50 per night. To
accomplish this, the convention will have to pay the
difference to make up to the single room rate. It
would be helpful if you put your phone number on
the form so that we can contact you to confirm that
your booking has been made. Bookings will be
made ona first come first served basis, so return the
form (and deposit) quickly!




The creche will be available for parents to deposit
their kids from 10.30 to 1.00 and 2 to 7 (24 on
Monday). Vicky Evans who is organising the creche
has suggested that parents bring along a favourite
toy, clearly labelled with the child’s name, as this
helps with settling in. In the case of babies, a few
extra disposable nappies will help greatly. Vicky is
not really superhuman, she just seems it, so it
would be great if parents could take a turn looking
after the creche for a few minutes to give her a
chance to have a break. There will be a nominal
charge for the creche to help pay for consumables.

Awards

There will be two sets of awards given at the
convention: The BSFA Awards and the Eastercon
Awards. Some people dislike awards, describing
them as unrepresentative of true merit or popular-
ity, especially when the winner is not the one they
would have voted for. The best way to make the
awards mean something is to vote. There will be
boxes to collect votes for the Eastercon Awards at
the convention(BSFA members will already have
voted). Please vote, then go to the Awards Cere-
mony on Sunday night to see if you voted for the
winner. After the awards are announced there will
be a party hosted by a number of publishers to
which all convention members are invited.

The Ken MacIntyre Award

The Ken MacIntyre Award goes to the person who
does the best artwork to appear in a fanzine or
convention publication in the preceding year. To be
eligible the original artwork and the publication it
appeared in must be handed into the Artshow
organiser by noon on the Saturday of the conven-
tion. The winner is judged by a committee consist-
ing of a Knight of St. Fanthony, the award admin-
istrator and the artshow organiser. In recent years
there have been few entries for the award, usually
because someone forgets to bring along either the
original artwork or the published version - so, pack
them in your suitcase NOW. The actual award is a
bowl engraved with names of former winners.

The Doc Weir Award

This is a “big heart” award which goes to a person
who has done good deeds in fandom for a consid-
erable amount of time. Anyone can be nominated
and anyone can vote. The winner receives a cup on
which are engraved the names of past winners
which they hold for a year. The Doc Weir award is
named after a famous fan in the fifties who, sadly,
died all too soon. Since it’s inception the award has
been fandom’s way of saying “good on yer” to
people who have helped make fandom a better
place to dwell. Ballot boxes will be scattered
throughout the convention.

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How To Get There

If you travel by rail you will arrive at either
Central Station or Queen St Station (if
coming via Edinburgh).

From Central Station
You should walk out of the station at the
main exit facing you as you leave the plat-
form. Out there you will find a taxi rank (a
taxi to the Hospitality Inn costs £1.20).
Turn left then right into Hope St and walk
up thehill. You will walk past the Suchiehall
St pedestrian precinct then turn left at the
next junction into Renfrew St. You will see
an enclosed pedestrian walkway over the
road. The hotel is beyond that on the right
at the corner of Renfrew St and Cambridge
St. It will take you about 15 minutes with

luggage.

From Queen St. Station
Take the exit on your right as youleave the
platform. Once outside turnright up some
steps and continue up to the corner where
you turn left into Cathedral St/Bath St. At
the corner where BHS is sited turn right
into Renfield St, cross over the Sauchiehall
St pedestrian precinct and at the next cor-
ner turn left into Renfrew St. You will see
an enclosed pedestrain walkway over the
road. The hotel is beyond this on the right
at the corner of Renfrew St and Cambridge
St. It will take you about 8 minutes with

luggage.

Long distance coach services arrive at
Buchanan St. Bus Station. Leave by the
main exit and you will find yourself on
Parliamentary Rd/Renfrew Stopposite the
new concerthall. Turnrightand walk along
Renfrew St towards an enclosed pedes-
trian walkway over the road. The hotel is
beyond this on the right at the corner of
Renfrew St and Cambridge St. It will take
you about 5 minutes with luggage.

The Airport bus will take you to Ander-
ston Bus Station but stay on to Buchanan St
busstation then follow thedirectionsabove.
Alternatively, the Hospitality Inn has a
courtesy bus which may be able to meet
you. Contact the hotel to arrange this. (041
332 3311).

By Car - :
Coming from the south on the A74/M74
you should follow signs for GLASGOW
M8 (also signposted for the SECC) until
you are on the MS, thereafter head for
CITY CENTRE & GREENOCK. As you ap-
proach the city centre lanes disappear and
emerge both from the left and, astonish-
ingly, from the right. BE CAREFUL! The
best policy is to stay in the middle lane.
You want to exit at Junction 17 DUMBAR-
TON & KELVINSIDE A82 (the inside lane
becomes this exit lane). At the traffic lights
on the exit go left (CITY CENTRE). At the
next set of lights go straight ahead (ie curv-
ingright) and turn RIGHT at thenextlights
into Cambridge St. The Hospitality Inn is
on the left. To get to its carpark, go past the
main hotel entrance and turn left at the
lights on the corner and first left down an
alley at the side of the hotel where you will
find the entrance to Kings Carpark. There
are 2 levels and space for over 200 cars.
Keep your ticket, get the reception desk to
stamp it, and there will be no charge on
exit.

Please note that on the map provided you
will approach from the right hand side of
the map on the M8 travelling west. If you
are staying at McLays Guest House you
should beware the complex one way sys-
tem around it. From Cambridge St drive
along Buccleuch St until it narrows and
curves round 180 degrees into Renfrew St.

What's In Store When You Get There?

The Speculation programme is shaping up
to be quite a diverse, interesting event. In
keeping to our philosophy of an integrated
programme appealing to all manner of S.F.
enthusiasts, our moduleapproach is work-
ing well. For items that will appear in the
Programme Halls, we will have a semi-"in
theround” layout, with theaudienceseated
in a semi circle around the panel who
themselves will be seated in lounge chairs
around a coffee table, thus promoting a
relaxed, intimate atmosphere conducive
to a free flow of discussion and close par-
ticipation of the audience. Even more par-
ticipation will be encouraged in The Fo-
rum room where items generated in the
Main hall will continue with a finer atten-
tion to detail and points of debate. The
syndicate room will be given over to spe-
cialist items as you will see.

Our prime module “State of the Art
S.F.”will start on the Friday with a discus-
sion of the subject featuring panelists such
as Jane Johnson, editor, Rog Peyton, book-
seller and Gwyneth Jones, author and critic.
The subject will be carried along in the
Forum with a view to our historical per-
spectives led by Peter Weston, long stand-
ing S.F. fan and respected for his ability to
push thebuttons and get peopleranting on
the subject. By Sunday we will go from
looking back to looking forward with a
panel to include Pete Weston, our chair-
man John Fairey, noted fan of S.F. in all its
forms Anne Page, serious scientific person
Bob Shaw and Dutch fan Roelof Goudriaan.

The comics module being organised by
Igor Goldkind of Fleetway will begin with
an overall look at British comics in a panel
chaired by Lilian Edwards, comics fan and

reviewer, and including a professional
writer and an artist along with Jim Barker,
a comics fan now working as a graphic
artist. There will be two follow up items in
the Syndicate Room: one on writing for
comics and the other on comic art.

Jack Cohen will kick off our environment
module with a diatribe in the Forum that

- will centre on the idea that environmental

problems can be solved with bigger and
better technology. This will carry over into
the Main hall with a panel discussion titled
“The Future Will Be Green” involving Jack
Cohen, Rob Meades and Shona Douglas.
Finally, Jem Taylor will chair a specialist
environment item in the Syndicate room.
Related to this moduleis our “Biospheres”
module which begins with “We Can Solve
It All With Technology” - a talk by Anna
Chen in the Forum. Anna then joins Chris
Boyce, Nick Larter and Irving Rappaport,
the director of the recent TV film on arcolo-
gies, to discuss “Artificial Environments”.

Centring on the interests of our Guest of
Honour Rob Holdstock will be the Mythol-
ogy module. A forum item about the “Mis-
treatment of Myths” in genre writing will
be presented by Kari Maund. The subject
will be continued in the Main hall as Rob
Holdstock is interviewed by his editor on
aspects of his writing. Rob will also hold a
specialist item in the Syndicate room to
discuss myths and archetypes.

Our films have been selected to comple-
ment our First Contact module, and Chris
O’Kane will be explaining the choice of
films and relating them to a talk on our
approaches to the existence of alien intelli-
gences. As well as thefilms featured in this




module we will have a wide selection in
our video programme, chosen by Dave
Lally.

The Reviewing/Criticism module will
include Colin Greenland's workshop ses-
sions as well as a rant by editor Jane
Johnson on how “Critics Kill Creativity”.
There will also be a panel item wherein ex-
perienced reviewers like Paul Kincaid,
Colin Greenland, Malcolm Edwards and
Lisa Tuttle discuss their craft.

The modules present a fulfilling pro-
gramme in themselves but we will be of-
fering a lot more besides. One item will
take a look at “The Changing Face of Eu-

rope” and how thisisreflected intheworlds

of S.F. and Fandom. There will be a science
special on Nanotechnology to tie in with a
panel on Bio/nanotechnology in fiction
featuring Eva Hauser, Paul McAuley and
John Gribbin. Another science item sees
Astrophysics discussed by Marcus Chown
and Richard Evans. And nobody could
talk about science better than Bob Shaw in
his Serious Scientific Talk. Science and the
future will be examined in great detail
when John Fairey presents the results of
his analysis of the Delphic Poll conducted
by Speculation. Fandom will be put on
trial in an item hosted by Ian Sorensen and
Jim Barker called “A Very Cross Section of
Fandom”.

Writers, editors and reviewers will talk
about selling out in an item called “Thirty
Pieces of Silver”. There will be “A Damn
Fine Programme Item” examining how TV
shows and films achieve cult status. We
willalsoentertain the thought “Who Wants
to Run a Worldcon?” whilst John Brunner,
Caroline Mullan, Linda Morgan and Jane
Carnall discuss “The End of Civilised Sex
as We Know It”. With the onslaught of
AIDS affecting our morals and attitudes in
writing and real life Linda Morgan has
offered to run a series of Safe Sex work-
shops to further enlighten attendees on the
changing state of sexual responsibility.

A series of readings are being scheduled to

~ entertain: on Saturday there will be a

Midnight Horror Reading featuring Ram-
sey Campbell, JohnJarrold, Lisa Tuttleand
Rob Holdstock while on Sunday we will
have a Midnight Laugh-In with comic
pieces being read by Terry Pratchett, Mike
Cule, Bill Morris and Iain Banks. There will
be other author readings and fan readings
in the Forum throughout the weekend.

The traditional has not been forgotten..
There will be book auctions, an art auction,
and quizzes on Films and SF. The tradi-
tional masquerade will be given a new
twist with a continuous narrative being
improvised to link the entries as they
appear. We will be presenting both the
BSFA and Eastercon Awards and after-
wards there will be a party sponsored by
major publishers where the winners and
losers will mingle with the rest of the con-
vention. Continuity with next year’s Eas-
tercon will be provided by the Illumina-
tion Committee presenting a Progress
Report live on stage.

If you can’t find a thing that you want to
see out of all that programming you can sit
in the 24hr video room or stay in the bar.
One way or another you are bound to be
entertained, stimulated or amused by our
programme.

Gaming

There will not be any organised gaming
tournaments at Speculation, but we will
have one of the syndicate rooms available
through the day for gamers to hide out in.
There will be programme items relating to
gaming but they have not yet been con-
firmed.

Filking

Filkers will be most welcome at Specula-
tion with the Forum being made available
for Filking after its daily programme ends.
Earlier filking can be done in one of the
syndicate rooms by arrangement with the
operations manager.
