THE YORCON PROGRAMME

Fan Guests of Honour

PAT & GRAHAM CHARNOCK

Pat and Graham Charnock have long been known for their many and
varied contributions to SF fandom. Graham was first off the mark with
his fanzine PHILE, which reflected much of the character of the "™ New
Wave " — that ill-defined but convenient term for the changes which
aninated the SF world in the latter part of the sixties. He was later
an assistant editor with NEW WORLDS ( in its large-paper Arts Council
incarnation ) and also sold stories not only to NEW WORLDS but to
ORBIT, NEW NRITINGS IN SF, TITBITS, FLIRT and DANGEROUS VISIONS., Mean—
while Pat was gaining experience of fandom, and joined Graham on the
committee of the 1975 Bastercon, remembered as a notably successful
convention., Frovoked by old codgers ( G.Pickersgill, L.R.A Kettle, etc )
rambling on about the great days of PHILE, the female Charnock struck
a blow for indepenance by creating WRINKLED SHREW, widely acknowledged
as one of the most lively and entertaining fanzines of the seventies,
Graham replied with the slimmer VIBRATOR, where his own talent for
effective and economical writing showed %o good advantage. During this
period he was also active as a musician, appearing with The Burlingtons
at the 1975 and 1977 Bastercons. On recordings he was featured with
Michael Moorcock and The Deep Fix or NEJ WORLDS FAIR in 1975, and with
Pat, R.G.K. "Macho" Rachman and C.Carr Haghonk { two former members of
the Teutonic Nites, a punk C & W group well known in the Ladbroke Bier
Keller ) on THE ASTRAL LEAUGE'S GOLDEN GREATS in 1977. A change of ad-
dress and labours on behalf of Britain's 1979 Worldcon ( Graham has
been a committee member since the bid's inception and Pat recently took
on the duties of Secretary ) have restricted Charnockian fanzine acti-
vity over the last year, but a successor te the 70 page Tth issue of WS
is pronised soon. Since anything dore by a Charrock or Charnox ( the
usual collective noun ) is worth celebrating, *this should form an
appropriate accompaniment to their appearance as Joint Pan Guests of
Honour,
