ANYTIME TASKS - These are activities you can do at any time during the convention. Send in your 
entry by email to SLvA@funcon.lol by MIDDAY on Sunday.  Videos should be a MAXIMUM of 1 minute!

We may show some of these at the closing ceremony, please state on your email if you do not wish us to
do this. We may also ask for permission to share on socials, but will not do so without explicit consent.

• St Ann's Well - take a group photo, including 3 or more people, at the Buxton Water Font
• Monty Python Re-enactment - re-enact a Monty Python sketch and send us a video of it 
• Extra-ordinary Photo - take an extraordinary photo of an ordinary thing
• Group Photo - take a group photo with as many of your team-mates as possible
• Leopar-dillo - draw / make a cross between a Space Leopard and an Armadillo and send us a photo
• Sing Song - sing one well-known song to the tune of another and send us a video 
• Filk Song - write and sing a filk song about Space Leopards / Armadillos and send us a video 
• Traffic Cone - take a photo of one of your team wearing a traffic cone on their head
• Limerick - write a limerick featuring any of the words Buxton, Funcon, Leopard or Armadillo.
• Find your Doppleganger – take a photo of you with someone who looks like you
• Roving Reporter - film a news report about the convention and send us the video
• Devonshire Dome - take a photo of one of your team in the largest unsupported dome in the UK 
• Microfiction - write an SF Microfiction (100 words max – see talk at 1:00pm Saturday in Cavendish)
• Bonus Task! - make a short film (1min max) called “Goats on a Boat” and send it to us.
