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Buxton through the Ages '

Buxton’s history goes back into the early centuries of the Christian era when
the Romans occupied Britain. Fortified camps, caverns and earthworks abound
in the vicinity. Roman coins, bricks and tiles, and a Roman milestone, have
been unearthed, and the remains of the ancient baths, now unfortunately des-
troyed.

The earliest reference to Buxton occurs in the Chorography of Ravennas A.D.
430-5 and speaks of Buxton (Aquis) as one of the Roman Posts from Lindum
- Colonia (Lincoin) to Mantio (Manchester).

A.fter the Romans departed, the district became a Royal Forest, the King's deer
congregating for shelter in winter in the Buxton Basin. These animals are to
this day represented in the name and coat-of-arms of Buxton.

Apart from this, for several hundreds of years after the Roman evacuation there
is a gap in the history of Buxton.

in the time of Henry the Third (1216-72) it was known as Bawkestanes, and when
Archbishop Peckham paid a visit in 1280, there was a Christian Chapel known as
a Wells Chapel or Well Shrine, situated near the springs (St. Annes Well), and
by the time of Henry the Eighth this Chapel was hung with the crutches of hun-
dreds of Pilgrims from far afield, who left them in gratitude for the relief obtained
from tasing the waters.

In 1536, Henry the Eighth instituted a national enquiry into the value of benifices,
and in the succeeding years the destiny of Buxton was affected by this enquiry,
for Thomas, Baron Cromwell, gave orders to Sir William Bassett of Langley to
close the Wells Chapel. This was done most effectively, for Sir William Bassett,
in his report to Baron Cromwell, states that he not only defaced the Chapel, but
took away all crutches and offerings.

For some years up to 1871, the Duke of Devonshire provided at his own expense
a band of musicians to supply music for the entertainment of the town’'s visitors,

~. 12 acres of land, provided that it should be enclosed and laid out with gardens,
~and a building erected to house the musicians. A ciarge for admission was
* . made, and it proved to be such a success that in 1876 the'Gardens were extended

t0 24 actes. The Buxton Gardens Company was the issue of the Buxion Improve-
ment Company, and many additions were tfien made, notgbly the Opera House
built in 1907." In 1927 the Gardens were purchased by the Corporatioh and have
since been managed by the Borough Council, i

Buxton became a Local Board District in 1878, and a Municipal Borough in 1917
incorporating Fairfield.
