GARRY KILWORTH

THE IDEAS MAN

If it's true that the origins of a writer's ideas, and the nature of

the creative process, are a source of interest to readers, then you could do no

better than to follow Garry Kilworth around, monitoring his every blink and

every glance. Garry comes up with ideas all the time. He is a walking,

breathing, living ideas factory. As Chris Evans described in his piece for one

of the progress reports, once you know the man you can tell the precise moment

at which "the beggar's getting an idea... look at him!" The moment of creativity

is transparent. Whether talking or walking, he suddenly goes vague; his eyes

narrow and his focus becomes distant. He leans back, or looks away, and slowly

raises a cigarette to his lips, inhaling thoughtfully. (Now that he's given up

smoking he just raises two fingers and makes odd little puffing sounds). I've

seen this happen a daunting number of times (daunting because I speak as a

writer who has had nine short stories ideas in as many years, whereas Garry gets

that many while changing his socks). The most vivid and infuriating example of

this was when he wandered away from the lunch table at my house. I found him in

the kitchen staring through the window at the mature vine which sprawls over the

garden wall there. I crept up behind him and tried to follow his gaze, to see

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what was, so to speak, ‘stimlating his creative juices'. It seemed to be a

bunch of grapes.

“Getting an idea, are we?", I asked sourly.

“Yep,” he replied distractedly.

When, after several moments, he had said no more, I became a little

annoyed. "They’re my grapes, so I demand a share of the notion."

He laughed in a highly amused fashion; he said nothing.

The story became "On the Vatchtower at Plataea", in which a group of

time-travellers find themselves trapped in a Greek City State during the Spartan

Wars. He had the temerity to offer it to me for Other Edens 2. I bought it at

once and scoured it for grapes. There were no grapes. And I still don't know how

the creative process in Garry works, (But I've stared through that window for

hours,. now, getting ideas for my novel Vine On the Wall).

An idea, of course, is nothing unless it is enriched by the

experience of the author, and here too Garry holds a hand of trump cards. He is

the most travelled man I know, and his novels and short stories are, more often

than not, set against the exotic backgrounds of the countries in which he

worked, first with the RAF and then with Cable and Wireless. His first novel, In

Solitary, is an alien occupation novel set in the Philippines; the examination

of the island society, with its fragile boats and complex ritual, completely

transforms what could so easily be a very traditional piece of science fiction.

In The Night of Kadar, although the setting is an alien world, the human

characters are Arabic. Split Second - a marvellously evocative piece of fiction

- is set on Cyprus: a modern boy's mind becomes trapped in the mind of a boy

living in Cyprus in prehistoric tines. More recently, Spiral Winds draws upon

Garry's experiences in Aden and the Yemen during the crisis years of the mid-

sixties. The novel is set in the Yemen, and particularly in those desert-lands

where T E Lawrence lived and became legendary. The haunting feel of the desert,

the sense of place and people is exhilaratingly drawn; and the menace too.

Because here is personal experience informing the plot of a novel otf the

supernatural: as a child, Garry was lost in that desert for several days. Heat

radiates off the page. The images shimmer like mirages. It is a favourite novel

of mine.

Perhaps the landscape that features most dramatically and most

powerfully in Garry's work, however, is that of Essex and Suffolk, where his

family have lived for generations. It is in many places a bleak and flat land,

endlessly windy, a place of marshes, stark copses, grey rivers and mddy dikes.

It is a place, too, full of a sense of magic. Witchcraft still flourishes. The

churches are grey and silent: one, at Canewden, looking out across the scene of

the battle where Canute defeated Edmund Ironside. Garry lives across the bleak
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marsh, where a second church marks Ashingdon. Two

old strongholds, now surmounted by cald and eerie

churches. I love the place, but not with the same

passion as Garry. When you walk with him across

this landscape he radiates belonging, and deep-

rootedness, and memory, Essex marshes flow in him.

His sense of the place and its people, many of whom

are long gone but who remain present in the dialect

and in the faces and in the genes, is powerful

indeed.

This sense of people and place, this reeling of

belonging, of the intimate connection between folk

and earth, resonates in all of Garry's work that is

 

set on Planet Earth <perhaps less so in his alien

environment stories where different joys of

description and feeling abound), but that resonance

is perhaps most effective in Witchwater Country and

in the first section of Gemini God. Witchwater Country is simply a delight. It

is set in 1952, in and around the saltmarehes of Essex, where a boy and his

frfends set out in search of legendary creatures called 'waterwitches’. 1952 was

ihe year, you may remember, of elemental forces in that part of the country:

fire, wind and then flooding, when the sea wall burst. Hundreds died, thousands

were made homeless. Garry's family lived through it and though to read

Witchwater Country is to read a thoroughly ‘ripping yarn’, it is also to read a

great deal about the author himself, and he freely acknowledges this.

Garry's two most overtly science fiction novels are interesting

inversions of each other, In 4A Theatre of Timesmiths he explares a society

living hemmed-in at the bottom of a funnel in an immense landscape of ice. The

prevailing phobia is claustrophobia. Conversely, his newly published nove]

Cloudrock (out in paperback in time for this convention, hopefully) is a

staggering piece of agoraphobic imagination: here, the society lives on the top

of a pinnacle of coral, thousands of feet figh and flat at the top. The sea

through which this coral mountain grew has long since drained away. The dimly

glimpsed and misty land below is a place of unknown terrors. Imperfectly-barn

children and felons are simply lobbed over the edge. Shadow, the main character,

is born a mutant but allowed to survive - provided his existence is never

acknowledged; eventually his death is required and he is forced to make the

dizzying descent of Cloudrock to avoid murder. It is not a book for those with a

fear of heights.
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Garry is, of course, a prolific short story writer. He has produced

over one hundred (the first of which was called “Revolt of the Donkeys"... I

think he should be asked about this), published nearly fifty, and been published

in just about every magazine you can think of. (Watch out for a bizarre and

wonderful story in Omni, called "The Filming of the Filming of the Making of

Fitzcaraldo"). He has collected a handful of his pieces in Songbirds of Fain, a

collection that has at its heart an obsession with the lengths of pain and

denial that must be gone through in order to achieve creative vision. (One might

be forgiven for thinking, after reading these stories, that Garry Kilworth's

body should be a mass of self-inflicted scars and diseases - the creative

process carved through screams and tears. In fact, he just watches grapes...).

One of my favourite Kilworth stories is "Hogfoot Right and Bird-

hands". This piece lay untouched, unloved and unacquired until it was discovered

and published recently (and is now nominated for the World Fantasy Award). It

concerns an old woman's pets, which are made from the surgically engineered

extremities of her own body. It is a murder story, too. Its psychological

implications, if you think about it, are enormous. It is a superb notion. I am

delighted that "The Amorous Adventures of Hogfoot Right" are soon to be thrust

upon us. The mind it does boggle.

I've known Garry since 1975. I still cheer every time he tells me

that his first published story ("Let's Go to Golgotha") has been reprinted or

translated into yet another language. On last count I think it's up to twenty

Cplus a play version) and the story is taught in schools! I[t still took me until

the eighties to realise that he is a poet, too. with a small press publication

free Messiah to his name. He is not yet

acknowledged as a poet; he is talked about for his

short stories; his novels are certain to be

reappraised after the publication, this coming

Spring, of the breathtaking Hunter's Moon. It is

not easy to make a quick mark in this naive and

competitive genre. But Garry persists, in the

manner of the hound from his poem "Thorns":

The hawthorns knit across my path
and rake my legs, and yet my hound
runs through their nets without a scratch -
this is the way with bold and cautious movers.

Pickersgill, our one foreigner on the committee, can restore your
faith.

My story is so typical it's too boring to go into; started reading SF

as a kid blah gosh wow blah nose always in a book blah blah.

I have just realised one of my Great Ambitions -

designing and publishing a book. Drunken Dragon Press was launched in September.

The NOVA Awards

The WOVA is an award for fanzines produced by science fiction fandom

in the British Isles. Created in 1973 by the late Gillon Field and presented

annually at the Birmingham Science Fiction Group's NOVACON, The NOVA was, until

1981 given to the editor of the fanzine voted 'Best of the Year’. From 1973 to

1976 the NOVA winner was decided by a select panel of judges chosen for their

knowledge of fandom.

But in 1977, whilst the NOVACON committee persuaded the ultra select

NOVA committee that a more democratic system would be more appropriate, an

inebriated Stan Eling persuaded an even more inebriated Dave Langford to draw up

a set of rules to govern the new democratic system. The result of all this was,

in Kev Smith's words, “the three volume presentation set of NOVA Award rules

with the seven appendices”. These rules provide for an Administrator

<responsible for printing and distributing the ballot forms) and a Committee

(who are responsible for assessing the eligibility of votes cast and counting

them).

The next major change to the NOVA came in 1981, again at the request
of the NOVACON committee, when it was decided to extend the NOVA to include two

additional categories - 'Best Fanwriter' and ‘Best Fanartist'.

The most recent change to the NOVA Award rules came shortly after
Novacon 16, when, after much discussion between the current NOVA Administrator,

NOVA committee and numerous interested fans, it was decided to amend the rules

so that for the first time ‘one-off’ fanzines became eligible for the award. As
the rules now stand, for a fanzine to qualify, ome or more isues must have

appeared between the ist of October 1987 and the 30th of September 1988. For
fanwriter and fanartists to qualify, a piece of writing or artwork by the person
concerned must have been published for the first time between the ist of October
1987 and the 30th of September 1988, in a fanzine. For the purpose of this award
a fanzine shall be defined as an amateur publication which is concerned with
science fiction, fantasy, science fiction and fantasy fans and/or related

subjects, and copies of which may be obtained in exchange for other amateur

publications or in response to letters of comment.

The fundamental idea of the NOVA, as run since 1977, is that it

should be awarded by informed vote. Informed votes come from informed voters,

defined as NOVACON members, attending or supporting, who have been active in
fanzines sometime in the year preceding the relevant NOVACON. ‘Active in
fanzines' is a bit harder to define, but for the sake of clarity the NOVA

committee decided, after NOVACON 16, to alter the NOVA Award Rules. For the

purpose of these awards, ‘to be active in fanzines' now means to have received

six or more fanzines during the course of the relevant year. ‘Fanzines', in this
instance, means DIFFERENT PUBLICATIONS and NOT different issues of the same

fanzine. The various official organs of a group or society shall not be treated
as different fanzines for the purpose of this rule.

These criteria were not designed to be prohibitive, and in these days
of alleged falling fanzine productivity, they allow a large proportion of
NOVACON members to vote. So if you consider yourself to be a fanzine fan, please
USE YOUR VOTE! By doing so, you will help to make the awards truly
representative of fanzine fandon.
