Eating and drinking in Cambridge

New Hall is a little out of the centre of Cambridge but is near to several

restaurants, most notably a number of curry houses. Leaving New Hall and

going downthe hill towards townthe first is the Castle Tandoori (312569):

located where the legendary Waffles restaurant was. Next is the Curry

Centre (63666) and then the Maharajah (358399). Little distinguishes the

three: all offer good, though not remarkable curries at fair prices (the

Maharajah is the most expensive). Further into town on Bridge Street is the

Bombay (358571) which is nice, and comparable in price to the Maharajah
but not too large (you might be advised to book).

Other notable Indians are the Raj Belash (354679) and the Moghul

Tandoori both of which deliver (but charge for delivery). Menus should be

available on the reception desk.
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The nearest Chinese restaurants are both a fair walk. At the bottom of the

hill you can either go. left along Chesterton Lane to the Hotpot (66552) ,

which can be jolly nice (though can getrather busy) and has some interesting

specialities; or straight on into town to the Tai Cheun (358287), opposite St

John’s College, which is rather more classy. The food is usually excellent

but the cost is higher than the Hotpot: in this case you get what youpayfor.

Tai Cheun also does take-out which is cheaper.

For cheap food, go further down St John’s Road to Gardenias: a Greek

take-away, famed for greasy burgers and kebabs. It also has a small restau-
rant but we have only ever used the take-away. Cambridgeis rather short of

other take-aways and chip shops: there is one on Histon Road (turn a sharp

left at the Texacotraffic lights) but that has funny opening hours. Another is

Mr Chips on King Street, but that is quite a walk.

Further away from New Hall, but well worth a visit, there are several restau-

rants. Footlights (323434), in the Grafton Centre, is an old favourite of

Cambridge SF fans: it serves Tex-Mex food (including plenty of veggie
choice) in generous portions with scrummy deserts, a cocktails list and a

happy hour (6-7 pm). It is large but prefers large groups to warn them in

advance.

Sala Thong (323178) on Newnham Road is a Thai restaurant with an excel-

lent reputation, but has odd opening hours so ring in advance. The Eraina

Taverna is another student favourite as it serves large portions of Greekand

other International food from an extensive menuat a cheap price. It is locat-

ed just off Bene’t Street itself off King’s Parade. King’s Parade is also the

location of King’s Pantry the only vegetarian restaurant in Cambridge: the

food os OK andthe prices not so bad. ,

Cambridge is also not well serviced by Italian food: the best is probably Don

Pasquale (50106) on the Market Square: the food is of a good standard but

not too cheap and the management frown on (though don’t usually bar)

scruffy people or roudy behaviour. AnotherItalian is one on Bridge Street

which has a limited menu but is otherwise not bad. For pizza we recommend

one of the two Pizza Express restaurants in Cambridge — Jesus Lane

(324033) and St Andrew’s Street (61320}— but if you must, there are two
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Pizza Huts and a Pizza Land. Other junk food vendors include
Macdonalds on Rose Crescent and Burger King on St Andrew’s Street.
Don Pasquale’s also deliver pizza: we have menus on the reception desk,
the phone number is 67063. There are other delivery pizza companies:
leaflets should be at the reception desk or in the office.

The nearest grocers is the Nasreen Dar which is open long hours on Histon
Road (sharp left at the Texaco) and the Texaco garage itself is open late,
selling sweets and cigarettes etc. There is another newsagentjust down the
hill on the left.

For anyonetiring of the real ale bar or the wonders of New Hall bar there are
lots and lots of pubs in Cambridge,including many within walking distance:
the Castle (just down the hill) isn’t bad andis getting better; the Pickerel on
Bridge Street is dark and atmospheric and not too bad in the Summerwith
the students gone; the Mitre further up Bridge Street is a Real Ale pub and
also usually serves some very nice cider, but bewareit is usually crowded in
the evening.

If anyone needs further help or directions please ask at the reception desk or

the office.

The Unicon Charter

Insofar as it has been deemed necessary to perpetuate the Unicon series of science

fiction conventions the following regulations are presented to distinguish these con-
ventions from similar events:

1. They shall bear the name Unicon and have a consecutive numbering or year suffix
as all or part oftheirtitle.

2. They shall be held in residential establishments of ete education, and shall use
the accommodation and facilities there provided.

3. The site of the convention shall be decided at the previous Unicon in a properly
conducted business session or,failing this, by the Unicon steering committee.

a) Bidding session.

i) All potential bidding committees who have made their presence known shall be
invited to present their bid for a period not exceeding one half hour, except where
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only one bid exists in which case. the time limit shall be set by the current Unicon.

ii) Voting will be cartied out by. any reasonable means determined by the current
Unicon committee.

b) Steering committee.

i) This shall be responsible for the maintenance and amendmentofthis charter, the
administration of excess funds should no convention win the bidding ceremony, gad

shall act as arbitrator should disputes concerning Unicon arise. ‘

ii) Each past and present Unicon committee shall nominate one memberofthe steer-

ing committee.

iii) The acting chairperson of the steering committee shall be the member nominated
by the current Unicon and his functions will include: notifying steering committee
members of transferring of excess funds from his convention, notifying all potential

convention bids of these regulations, and providing for each memberofthe steering

committee and for both the treasurer and chairperson of the next Unicon and accurate
statement of accounts for his convention.

iv) The voting membership of the steering committee shall be the nominees of the
last seven Unicons. A quorum shall consist of four voting members, and decisions

shall be taken by a majority of voting members, whether or not presentat the voting

meeting. Members of the steering committee shall be notified at least one month in

advance to all members ofthe steering committee, whether or not they are voting
members. A meeting shall be held at Unicon, and a written undertaking required by
clause (7) shall be the notice of this meeting.

4, The surplus funds from a Unicon shall be disposed of as follows:

a) Where the sum does not exceed £200 the surplus shall be passed within a reason-
able time to the convention that wins the bidding ceremony.

b) Where the sum exceeds £200, 50% or £200 (whicheveris greater) shall be passed
on as in 4(a) and the remaindershall be disposed of as the convention committee sees

fit in a manner to benefit fandom, subject to the approval of the steering committee.

c) Where no convention bid has been successfully made for the coming year the sur-
plus fundsshall be passed to the steering committee within a reasonable time.

5. The convention shall be insured:

a) Against loss of, or damageto, its property and that for which it is legally responsi-
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ble, including building, machinery, plant, fixtures and fitting provided to it by the
property owners or managementof the venue for the purpose of the convention.

b) Against loss resulting from cancellation, curtailment, postponement or abandon-
ment in whole orin part of the convention, the non appearanceofa principal speaker
or failure of the convention to vacate the premises at the endofits tenancy.

c) So as to be indemnified forall sums which the committee shall be legally liable for
arising from bodily injury and property damage to employees and general public aris-
ing out of an occurrencein connection with the convention.

6. The convention committee shall undertake:

a) To be liable for any deficit arising from their own convention.

b) To cover any debts occurring in connection with any past Unicon which no longer
holds funds, providing such debts do not exceed the value of the funds passed to them
by the previous Unicon or bythesteering committee.

7. The convention committee shall agree to abide by the regulations presented in this
document, and shall send a written letter undertaking to this effect (signed at mini-
mum by the chairperson, secretary and treasurer, or the equivalent posts) to each
memberof the steering committee. Ambiguities and disputes arising from these regu-
lations shall be settled by the steering committee in light of common sense and with a
view to the continuity of the Unicon series.
