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Introduction

This is the first PR for Connote8, the eighth Unicon, to be held in Cambridge in the
summer of 1987. After a hard fought battle against the sternest of opposition at
Consept, we have been working long into the night (the hour is so small | can hardly
see it) to bring the convention to life. Already we have been discussing the need for
providing direct signposted routes to Cambridge from every majorcity in the northern
hemisphere and the exchangerate for everything from poundstotriclinic flooglebeads
has been negotiated.

When and Where

 

Connote8 will take place from the 3rd to 5th of July 1987 in New Hall, Cambridge.

This was the site of Camcon (Unicon6) so has some experience in handling
university conventions. We hopeto capitalise on this experience and use what was
learned from Camconas a basis of further negotiation with the college. New Hall is a
modern college that was built in the 1960s and won several awards for architecture
whenit wasfirst built. It is rumoured that the design was originally intended for the
Shah of Persia's prestiege university, that was to be built in what is now Iran at the
same time. However, it was built in Cambridge, which bears only a passing
resemblanceto Iran, particularly when it comes downto temperature. One of the major
criticisms of Camcon was howcold it was in New Hall in September. Certainly the
college design doesn't make things any better but we feel that a July conventionis less
likely to suffer with problems from the cold. We have also ascertained that there are
electric heaters cunningly hidden in every room just in case. So we hope that the cold
won't be a problem. We are also negotiating with the college about room rates, bar
times etc. More details in the next PR.
