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THE DEATH OF BLACKBE

Edmund Teach, a pirata whose escapadas crealad the legend of Black
beard, was tha best known plrate In history. Blg, strong and wild, Black
beard drank llke a tish and his temper was logend, He was married 14
ttmes, often to more than one woman at a time. Blackboard was Intense
ty compatitive, determinad to win at any cost,

Blackbeard bagan hls career on a privateer employed by the British In
the Wast Indles. Around 1713, he met a crusty old pirate namead Ben
Horlgold. The young buccanesr jolned him and provad to be a natural
loader. He took command of hls own ship, which he named the Queen
Anne's revenge, mounted an additional 40 guns on her and salled ouf
of Nassau and Into folklore,

This terror of the Ametican coast used his Image to strike fear Into
honest maen's heart. During battles, he wore a bandolser filled with pls
tols, daggers and a cutiass. His long, black, bushy beard, the center of
his mystique, was formed Iinto dreadlocks and decorated with colorful
ribbons. Wicks made out of hemp dipped In limawater and saltpter
were hung from his hal and jJust before battle the slow burning wicks
would be {Iit. The result was frighting, at close quarters, sallors would
look on the deck of the hostile pirate ship to see a wild-ayed shagqy
brtllla with malted halr In a cloud of smokel He looked like a demon from
holl.

In the summer of 1718, Blackbesard commanded a 4 ship fleat of more
than 400 men. Blackbeard was In the shallow waters of the Carolina
sounds when the Governor of Virginia put a price on his head. The
florce pirate awoke one morning, hung over, under attack by two British
frigates. Ho raised his black flag with s death Insignia and Iit his wicks.
Qulckly swinging hig ship around, he fired a broadside that Killed the
captain, destroyed the rigging and paralyzed his first challenger,

One on one, the other frigate approached cautiously. Another massive
broadslde smashad the deck and whunded two thirds of the crew. As
soon as the two ships came together, the pirates boarded, Blackbeard
lod the plrates and when he mat the Britlsh commander face to face
they both flred at point-blank range. The hung over pirate missed but
the commander's bullet hit its mark. Acting as though he didn’t aven feel
i, Blackbeard advanced with cutlass swinging. A crewman sliced Black:
beard across the throat, but stlll he advanced, screaming and spitting
blood. The dying legend was shot agaln and agaln, he reached for a
pletol and cooked It; frozen In that postion, Blackbaard fell to the deck
and his pirates surrendored,
