L. Sprague de Camp is a self-employed writer who 
lives tn a suburb of Philadelphia. Born in New York 
City in 1907 and educated there, in the South, and rn 
California, he received the degree of B.S. in Aeronaut­
ical Engineering from California Institute of Technolo­
gy in 1930 and that of M.S. in Engineering and Economics 
from Stevens Institute of Technology in 1933. Although 
he has worked as an educator, lecturer, engineer,patent 
expert, publicity writer, and officer in the U.S. Naval 
Reserve (in the Second World War), for most of the last 
35 years he has pursued the career of a free-lance writer.

De Camp is the author or co-author of approximately 
80 books,including popularizations of science and tech­
nology (THE ANCIENT ENG I NEERS;THE DAY OF THE DINOSAUR), 
history (GREAT CITIES OF THE ANCIENT WORLD), biography 
(LOVECRAFT), textbooks (INVENTIONS, PATENTS, AND THEIR 
MANAGEMENT;SCIENCE-FICT10N HANDBOOK), historical novels 
(THE DRAGON OF THE ISHTAR GATE;THE GOLDEN WlND),science 
fiction (LEST DARKNESS FALL; ROGUE QUEEN), fantasy (THE 
INCOMPLETE ENCHANTER;THE CLOCKS OF IRAZ), juvenile non­
fiction (THE STORY OF SCIENCE IN AMERICA;DARWIN AND HIS 
GREAT DISCOVERY), and verse (DEMONS AND DINOSAURS). He 
has edited several anthologies (WARLOCKS AND WARRIORS; 
THREE THOUSAND YEARS OF SCIENCE FICTION AND FANTASY)and 
symposia (THE CONAN SWORDBOOK). His THE GREAT MONKEY 
TRIAL is considered the definitive history of the Scopes 
evolution trial in Dayton, Tennessee, in 1925- Several 
of his books have been written in collaboration with his 
wife, Catherine Crook de Camp.Other collaborations have 
included the late Fletcher Pratt, the late Willy Ley, 
and Lin Carter.

De Camp is also the author of over 350 articles and 
stories published in magazines,newspapers, symposia,and 
encyclopedias; about 75 radio scripts; and many poems, 
book reviews, and other fugitive pieces. His stories 
and articles have appeared in more than 70 periodicals 
and in 30-odd anthologies and symposia. His works have



been translated into 10 or more foreign languages, and 
he has translated stories from the French and the Itali­
an.

De Camp belongs to many scholarly, professional, 
literary, and social organizations, speaks several lan­
guages, and has traveled widely to get material for his 
books in North,Central, and South America, Europe,Asia, 
Africa, and the Pacific. He has been chased by a hip­
popotamus in Uganda and by sea Hons in the Galapagos 
Islands, seen tiger and rhinoceros from elephant back 
in India, and been bitten by a lizard in the jungles of 

,) northern Guatemala.
De Camp lives with his wife, their two sons being 

grown and independent. He works sixty to seventy hours 
a week, reading one to three hundred source books for a 
typical non-fiction book of his own. When not traveling 
or writing, he devotes himself to reading, gardening, 
riding, archery, and model ship making.

In 1970, at a small Southern convention, the Guest 
of Honor was a well-known artist who, although he lived 
in the South, had never before been seen at a Southern 
convention. His name was Frank Kelly Freas and he had 
already been creating masterworks of SF and fantasy art 
for 2C years; but that weekend something happened: fiani 
discovered him. Lucky fans!

Born in upstate New York and raised in Canade,Freas 
studied engineering, mathematics, and medicine before 
turning his talents to art. In the course of a long and 
varied career, he has done photography, advertising,in­
dustrial illustration, religious paintings for the Fran­
ciscans, Alfred E. Neuman for Mad, slot machine decora­
tions,and,of course, the science fiction and fantasy art 
which has brought him such acclaim among SF enthusiasts.

In J950,he sold his first cover to Weird Tales and 
soon thereafter his work was appearing on the books and 
in the magazines of practically every publisher in the 
field. Readers of Analog/Astound i ng wi 11 always associ­
ate his name with that of John W. Campbel 1,Jr., in Ana­
log’s "golden era";but wherever you find the best in SF 
i11 ustrat ion you 111 f i nd Ke 1ly1s work.As exclusive cover 
artist for LASER books,one would think he would cut down 
on his other workjbut Freas remains a regular contributor 
to Ana Iog and his work is to be seen in every SF milieu. 
The patch he des igned for NASA's Skyiab I mission has seen 
Earth from space on the shoulders of Skylab astronauts, 
and his posters in support of the space program not only 
helped revive flagging pub!ic interest in spaceflight but 
brought him the di stinet ion of beang the first posterist 
to have his works hung in the Smithsonian.

Kelly Freas now lives in Virginia Beach,Va., with 
his wife (and business manager), Polly. In between his 
prodigious artistic labors,he manages to attend quite a 
few convent ions.Sitting talking with him, it's easy for 
a fan to forget the years of achievement which stand behind 
himandsee only the warm, talented man(or is it gremlin?)
