I was touring through the 1977 PhantasmaCon Art Show at
L.A.’s Bonaventure Hotel whenI noticed this lovely creature.
She was of a beauty so rare that I felt I had to possess her. I
offered her what I could, but she left me for another (higher
bidder).
Well some of us do take our art collecting a little too

personally, but Lela’s art work is my personal favorite. In fact,

there are several Phoenix fans who have long collected her
works and they’re happy, at long last, to get a chance to meet
her.

Manyattending LepreCon will remember her work from
PhringeConI in 1980, where we used her workfor everything
from promotional fliers to T-shirts and the Program Book
cover. She’s also provided the coverfor this Program Book and
someoftheinteriorillos.

I compareherstyle to Alicia Austin’s in her use of lines and
ink (though Alicia doesn’t create the detail that Lela does)
with somenoticeable similarities to George Barr in her use of
color. With such good techniques, it’s not surprising that a
cooperative workfeaturing herself, Ken Macklin (herfiance),

George Barr, and anotherartist won a top awardat the 1984
WorldConin L.A.  
 



Lela strikes me (in fact, she might just do that before I’m
done) as a quiet person who's in the process of becoming
more outgoing. She’s a youngartist (born 1956) andis one of
a very few who can supportherself (though on a low-caviar
diet) with her art. And she’s very much a fan of science
fiction/fantasy as are many other good SF&Fartists. But best of
all she still finds time to help support fan activities - The
BayCon Program Book (an annualSan Francisco area con)last
year, for example, featured her and Ken’sart.

She began preparing to be an artist in grade school with
drawing animals, which almost naturally evolved to fantasy
illustrations. In college she took a more formal education in
art and her techniquehas continued to evolve. Since 1979 she

has hadat least five portfolios published (Unicorns I & II,
DragonsI & II, Carroll’s Cat) and has done bookillustrations
( Children oftheAtom byShiras). Reliable sourceshaveit that
she’s even progressed to beyond using black ink and has used
brown ink! Quite radical, Lela!

please don’t bid against meat the art auction.
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Harry and Barbara Stine have
been goodfriends of mine since

sometime ago, back when Harry

was an engineer, testing captured
GermanV-2 rockets at White

Sands. We met whenhe asked
Blanche and me,along with Bob

and Ginny Heinlein, down to

watchthelast test shot.
An exciting occasion. The

rocket went up with thunderthat

was awesomethen.It veered off
course in the general direction of

fireball.

Harry’s subsequentflights have
been better sustained than the
rocket’s. The V-2, of course, was

thefirst real spacecraft, the essen-

tial first step towardall the late
Apollos and vikings and Voyagers

and shuttles, and Harry has

becomea top spokesmanfor the
Space Revolution.

G. Harry Stine graduated from
Colorado College in Colorado
Springs, Colorado (his home
town) with a B.A. in physicsin
1952. Before deciding on a degree
in physics because of counseling
from Robert A. Heinlein, who

coached him in writing, he

studied psychology andpre-

medicineat the University of

Colorado. He spent the early
1950's at White Sands missile

range in New Mexico working

with high altitude rockets and
rocket motortesting. He founded
the international hobby/sport of
model rocketry in 1957. During

the 1960's he was the manager of
an industrial research laboratory

in New England. In 1968 he was
awardeda silver medal as one of

50 U.S. space pioneers by the
Association ofthe U.S. Army.

He was oneofthefirst people to
recognize the benefits ofspace

utilization and gave one ofthefirst
papers on the subject in 1972. He
was a consultant on the NASA

study on spaceindustrialization in

1977-1978, on financial and
managementscenariosfor solar
powersatellite systems (1979) and
on the military implications of an
SPS system (1980). He has

testified before Congress three

times concerning the need for and
direction offuture space

programs. He wrotethefirst book
on the principles and potentials of

space warfare ( Confrontation In
Space, Prentice-Hall, 1981) andis

a lecturer on the subject at the U.S.
Army War College. He is a member
ofthe “Club of 1000”futurist
group at U.S.C., a lecturerin the

“Visionsofthe Future” project, 
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G. Harry Stine
and a memberofthe “Datafor the
Future” group.Heis also a charter

memberofthe Citizens’ Advisory
Council on National Space Policy.

Hehas written widely about
science, technology, business, and
the future andis the author ofmore

than 30 books, numerousscientific
and technical papers, and hun-

dreds of magazinearticles since
1951. His latest work, Handbook
for Space Colonists, will be

published by Holt, Rinehart, and
Winston on April 12, 1985. He
writes a regular columncalled The
Alternate View in ANALOG

magazine.Heis the principal

writer and consultant for the PBS
television featurette, SpaceReport.

Hedoesall his writing on a

computer word processor.

Heis an Associate Fellow ofthe
AmericanInstitute ofAeronautics

and Astronautics, a Fellow ofthe

Explorers Club and the British
Interplanetary Society, and a
memberofthe NewYork

AcademyofSciences. Heis Vice
Presidentofthe ArizonaPilots
Association.

Heis an instrument-rated

private pilot who’s beenflying
since 1943. He ownshis own

airplane, a Piper Cherokee, which
he’s flown across the United States

and back manytimes. He lives in
Phoenix,Arizona withhis wife,

two goldenretrievers and two
cats. His children have chosen
widely-varying professions as a
ballerina, a professional

equestrienne, and a bank officer.
He’s listed in Who’s Who in

America, Who’s WhoIn The West,
andJane’s Who’s Who In
Aerospace.

Lee Correy
There are few sciencefiction

authors who have done as much
writing for as long a time and are

yet so little knownas Lee Correy.
Mosts-f authors becomewell
known tofans after one or two

novels, especially if both have

beenserialized in ANALOG; they
are thereafter listed in every s-f
biography, history, literary analysis

of the genre, and academic

bibliography. Not Lee Correy. In

fact, few s-f fans can evenspell his
nameproperly.

Correy has been writing and
selling sciencefiction sinceJohn

W. Campbell boughthis novelette,

AndA Star To SteerHer By, which

appearedin the June 1953 issue of
Astounding Science Fiction with a

striking color photographic cover
ofthe story’s spaceship.Hisfirst s-f
novel, Starship Through Space,

was published in 1954 and could
have servedas a basisfor a Star

Trek episode. Correy has had
twenty short stories and

novelettes published, appeared in
many anthologies, and has written
nine sciencefiction novels.

StarDriver (Del Rey, 1980)
gave explicit instructions on how

to build a space drive; nobody paid
any attention, but a former
President of the NewYork
AcademyofSciences remarked   

 



 

 

that “it will certainly muddle the
patentsituation eventually.”

Shuttle Down, from the same
publisher in 1981, caused an

enormousflap at NASA and forced

the space agency to completely
revise its space shuttle emergency

landing procedures; although the
novelcriticized NASAas being
procedures happy, the novel

becamea de facto NASA
procedures manual!

SpaceDoctor(DelRey, 1981)
has become a handbookfor space
medicine at the University of

Houston Medical School and
NASAJohnson SpaceCenter;

Correy’s explicit descriptions of
zero-g medical equipment and

surgical procedures are muddying
the patentsituationthere,too.

His Star Trek novel, TheAbode of
Life, is the bestseller ofthe Pocket
Books’series and drew raves from

Gene Roddenberry as the one
novel that most closely follows the

original theme, “To explore strange
new worlds...” etc.

Manna, (DAW Books, 1983)
lookedat the future ofwar, peace,
freedom,and love... and sent s-f

fans rushing to the World Atlas to

locate the United Mitanni
Commonwealth.

Last month (March,1985),
Correy finished his ninth s-f novel,
A Matter ofMetalaw, to be

published by DAW Books in 1985.

Whenqueried abouthislatest
effort, Correy remarkedthatit’s an
off-the-wall story about an
interstellar insurance adjusterfull

of sex and violence “which are
mandatory in s-f today.” (This is
probably like describing Moby

Dick as a story about a psychopath
outto kill the surviving member of
an endangeredspecies. )

Ul

Little is known aboutthelife

and timesofLee Correy. In spite of
more than a third of a century of
his sciencefiction writing, his

books are hard to find and, when
found,are collector’s items. He

has never been nominated for

either a Nebula or a Hugo. This is
thefirst time Lee Correy has
been G.O.H. atany Con!Ina

rare interview, he admitted to

writing his first s-f in 1950 under

the guidance ofAnson McDonald
with additional encouragement

from Don A.Stuart, Lyle Monroe,
Caleb Saunders, and Will Stewart.
“Somebody must be spending
their good moneyto buy and read
mysciencefiction,” he remarked

in the interview,“because editors
keep buying new stufffrom me.

Eitherit’s selling or editors

occasionally get tired ofswords-
and-sorcery. I am carrying ona
crusade to maintain the charade
that sciencefiction has something

to do with science. So I write hard
s-f. After all, as Simon York

reportedly remarked,‘It’s not any
good unlessit’s hard.’ ”

His hobbyis helping aspiring

younglady authors do research for
true confessions stories and
romancenovels.

Heisn’t listed in any known
biographical sources.

InAppreciation
ofRoy Tackett

Fandomis Filled with Acronyms. GAFIA, SFWA, HORT, FGoH.

Whenonehas been in fandom long enough,certain obliga-
tions fall upon one. One such is being asked to write an
appreciation of a fan you’ve known for a long time who has
been invited as Fan Guest of Honor (that’s what a FGOHis,

folks) to a convention.

Well, what is a Fan Guest ofHonorhonoredfor?
Longevity helps, of course. How long? Five years? Ten?

Twenty? How about more than forty? (That’s not too long...)
But longevity by itself isn’t sufficient. I could namelots of

old time fans whostill hover around the edges offandom after
years andyears... if I could just remember what their names

are.
A Fan Guest of Honor should be an active fan. Publishing

fanzines (eighty-plus issues of DYNATRON,and othertitles;
that’s a lot), writing letters of comment to other fanzines,

going to conventions and helping run them (oneofthe found-
ing fathers ofAlbuquerque’s annual BuboniCon), contributing
time and effort, and thoughtto other people.

Opinions. Boy, does Roy Tackett have opinions! Boy, does
he express them! Science Fiction, the Space Program, World-
Cons, the economy, you nameit he probably has a standonit.

Roy Tackett likes to shake people up. He likes to pop
people’s balloons. Helikes to play Devil’s Advocate. He likes to
challenge ‘obvious’ truths, frequently by stating the opposing
and contradicting ‘obvious’ truth.

Andhe does this with a broad grin on his face and a drink
(usually) in his hand.
Even when disagreeing completely with someone, I’ve never

seen Roy Tackett appear angry. Disgruntled occasionally, es-
pecially when someoneinsists on taking theirself too seriously

in his presence. But neverreally angry.
This is not always the case in the other direction (which

Roy usually finds amusing), and helps explain why HORT has
entered the fannish vocabulary.

GAFIAis getting away fromit all. SFWA is the Scince Fiction
Writers ofAmerica.
HORTis an acronym for Horrible Oid Roy Tackett.

How horrible is Roy Tackett?
Roy Tackett is one of the most infuriating and friendliest

CG- The FirstFive Years
by Bruce D. Arthurs andM.R. Hildebrand

The first LepreCon was held over the Saint Patrick’s Day

weekend of 1975, thus following the hoary, hallowed, hor-

rible tradition of incorporating a revolting pun into the name

of a convention. The annual convention was eventually moved

later in the year... but we’re getting ahead of ourstory.
Fandom in Phoenix had been growing slowly for some years

prior to 1975.It had its start in a group organized by Terry

Ballard that met in the Phoenix Public Library in the late 60's.

A core of‘active’ fans developed, for whom fandom became

their primary interest. More and more Phoenix fans began to

attend conventions in other cities. And éventually the idea

struck: “Why not have a convention in Phoenix?’
Theinitial group that organized that first LepreCon included

such people as Tim Kyger, Curt Stubbs, Bill Patterson, and

Greg and Hilde Brown. (Hilde became the M.R. Hildebrand

who married Bruce D. Arthurs so that years later they would

be able to collaborate on a history of LepreCon’s first five

years.) Enthusiasm helped make up for inexperience.

Thefirst LepreCon was held at the Quality Inn at Thomas

and the freeway. Sunny Phoenix was having oneofits infre-

quent cold drizzles. One of the rooms supposed to be set

aside for the convention’s use had a wedding party going on in

it. Scramble, scramble, rearrange plans! David Gerrold, who

had accepted the invitation to be Toastmaster at the banquet,

never showed up. Scramble, scramble, get Bruce Pelz to be a

substitute. But Larry Niven, the Guest of Honor, did show up.

Gosh wow. The parties were fun, and lasted into the early

hours of the morning. The supermembership dinners were

succesful. (The supermembership dinners were an idea to

earn the convention some extra money: attendance-limited,

homemade dinners with the Guest of Honor in attendance.

They were dropped after several years due to the logistics

problemsthey presented. ) The convention broke even,plus a

little.
So it was decidedto doit again the nextyear. This time, the

location was the RamadaInn onEast Van Buren. Roger Zelazny,

Guest of Honor & F.M. Busby, Toastmaster. The committee

was much the same people.A pile of Tus-Conflyers put down

in the party suite turned into a frenzied and hilarious paper  
 



airplane fight. The supermembership dinner was catered by
the hotel (badly).

1977. It was getting harderto find a hotel with satisfactory
function space for a reasonable sum in the Phoenix area. So
hold LepreConat... the Grand Canyon?

Well it seemed like a good idea at the time. And in many
ways, the convention was the most enjoyable ofall the Lepre-
Cons. Everyone there was from out-of-town,andall their time

and energy went into enjoying the snow-dappled scenery
and/or the convention. Robert Silverberg (walking though the
snow in sandals) was GoH, and Marion Zimmer Bradley was

Toastmistress.
But the distance involved kept the attendance downto only

about a hundred people. (Andthe date conflicted with an SCA
Coronet Tourney, which kept some people away who would
otherwise have come.) And LepreConIII was thefirst to lose
money, about two hundred dollars worth.

So LepreConIV hadto start from scratch. And there almost

wasn’t a LepreConIV. With the 1978 WorldCon approaching,
the people involved in that didn’t want to spend the extra
time and energy that a local convention would require; these
were mostly the same people who had been doing work on
LepereCons.
-M.R. Hildebrand (one and the same) eventually volunteered

to put on the fourth LepreCon. Poul Anderson was Guest of
Honor, and Fred Haskell of Minneapolis was LepreCon’sfirst
Fan Guest of Honor; the program bookfeatured appreciations

done in comicstrip style by Gordon Dickson and Ken Fletcher.
Marion ZimmerBradleywas Toastmistress again.
There was a great deal of difficulty in finding a hotel at all

that year, and wefinally settled for the Los Olivos Resort
Hotel. The hotel was a disaster. The hotel complained inces-
sently aboutnoise, parties, and all the weird people wandering
around. Their threats to shut down parties eventually reached
the point where the Saturday night party was moved to the
homeof Saul Scudder, a local fan who had a ground floor
apartment several blocks away that faced onto a large yard.It
turned outto be oneof the best parties people had ever been
to, and the police wereonly called once. (Some of the people
who remembertheir hangovers the next morning may dis-
agree, and Curt Stubbs’ hat never recovered.)
The convention ended upin the black, and LepreCon was

flush again. LepreCon IV was thelast to have a supermem-

ebership dinner, a medieval banquet.

The fifth LepreCon, in 1979, featured an almost entirely

new lineupfor its committee, headed by KenSt. Andre, an old
time fan who had been mostly involved with the wargaming
fans in town. The 1978 WorldCon had beena success from
the point of view of most of its attendees, but behind the
scenesit had resulted in the destruction of a lot of long-time
friendships, and a numberofthe people involvedin it hadleft
town shortly afterwards. This left a vacuum into which KenSt.
Andreandotherfans, such as Barry Bard, movedinto. This was

probably a goodthing. Since then, there’s beena fairly steady

turnover among the people working on LepreConseachyear,
andit’s never (quite) redeveloped the rigid power group that
seemed to be developingthefirst few years.

It was also thefirst LepreConto be heldlater in the year, in
May, back at the Quality Inn where LepreCon I had been.

Ian Ballantine was Pro Guest of Honorthat year, and did a

slide presentation of Giants, oneofthe first ‘coffee-table’ books
of fantasy art. Skip Olsen, a local fan artist, was Fan Guest of
Honor.

Twenty-three people fit into the hotel jacuzzi one night.
Those werethefirst five LepreCons. Bigger successes, and

bigger disasters lay ahead.  
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LepreCon in Retrospective
e- The LastFive Years

LepreCon VI (the convention that didn’t happen) was can-

celled about three weeks before the convention was due to
open because of problems with the hotel details. Guest for
LepreCon VI would have been Gordon Dickson and Milt
Stevens.

AlterCon,a hastily organized relaxicon, was held over the
LepreCon weekend at the Caravan Inn. Sharon Maples and
Evangeline Walton were the fan and pro Guests of Honor.
About one hundred people attended the convention. Saturday
evening the hotel was infested with high schoolers attending
their prom. Weall survived.

After the cancellation of LepreConVI, and the ensuing hard
feelings, there was a great deal of speculation that LepreCon
would die. The group that had been running LepreCon VI was
not interested in LepreConVII and the group that ran AlterCon
felt it was time that others took charge.
At the New Year’s party Barry Bard contacted several fans

and formed the LepreCon VII committee. Alicia Austin was
chosen Guest of Honor, Bruce Miller was the Fan Guest. The
convention was held at the Caravan Inn with 160 in attendance.
During the planning of LepreCon VII, a trip to EquiCon in

Los Angeles was taken by Barry, Zetta Dillie, and Terry Gish.
This proved to be a turning point for LepreCons.A late night
conversation set-up the currentart-oriented LepreCons. The
three discussed where LepreCon was going. Since AlterCon
had sold over $1700.worth of art to 100 people, Phoenix
fans had demonstrated an appreciationforfine S/F art. Hence
the currentstructure.
The highlights of LepreCon 7 were the almost $4000in art

showsales, the “Chairmouse” program book cover (Barry still
won't sign it), and Barry’s graduation from NAU.

LepreConwas held for thelast time at the Caravan Inn with
LepreCon 8 where George Barr was Guest of Honor, jan
howard finder was fan guest, and Bill Rotsler was Toastmaster.

Rotsler’s Rules
1. There should be a weightlimit for the purchasesofleotards.
2. Every contestant shouldfirst see herselffrom the rear.
3. Learn to manageyourprops, accessories, and music.
4.Select costumes and characters suited to your personality

and bodytype.

5. No nametags on costumes.

6. Thy shoesshall match thy costume.

7. Parts ofyour costume should notbe edible, or smell. Parts of

your costume should not fall off accidentally, brush off
against other contestants, or be left lying around on the
stage. “Kathleen Sky’s corollary’ - Multiply any discomfort
you have wearing the costume by the numberof hours you
are goingto beinit.

8. Consider carefully before going nude or semi-nude. What
looks good in the bedroom or bath may not be spectacular
on stage.

9. Numbers alone do not make a coherent group. “Bjo Trimble’s
corollary” - A groupis only as goodas its weakest costume.

10.Nofire, explosives, loud noises, or dangerous weapons
without full and proper clearance from the masquerade

committee.“Marjii Ellers’ corollary” - Effect is everything.
11.Carry a repair kit with appropriate tools and materials.

12.Whetherprince or pauper,act like it. Stay in character.
13.Speak distinctly, but not at length... or notat all. Learn to use

a microphone... or don’t useit.

  



14.Don’tlecture to your audience. This is show biz. You are not
there to make long statements aboutyourparticular passions,
but to entertain yourself and others, to show off, and to
exhibit a character and a costume,not to convert, harangue,
or bore.

15.Whenin doubt, keep your mouthshut.
16.Remember, some people can grow a beard and somecannot.
17.Handin a legible entry card, even to the point of writing out

phonetically any difficult or unusual words. Do not assume
either the narrator, the judges, or. the audience know all
these words.

18.Ifyou have the slightest doubt that your costume- based on
a cover, a story description, or media origin - might be
unfamiliar to the judges, do nothesitate to supply them with
visual materials or a copy ofthe passagein thetext.

19.Give the judges sufficient time to examine your costume
from all angles, giving special time ‘to any particularly inter-
esting aspect or design or construction.

20.Ifyou have something forthe narratorto read, keepit brief,
eliminate as much as possible all unpronouncible, incom-
prehensible made-up namesand terms.

21.Ifyou are thinking of doing what you intend to be amusing,
first try it out on honestfriends. “Craig Miller’s corollary”-
Short is better than long; funny is better than non-funny;

short and funnyis best.

22.Ifyou are going to try a costumecliche, you musteither doit
better than ever before, or have a good variation, preferably
comic.

23.Presentation can make a mediocre costume and break a
good one.

24.Do not committhe one unforgivable sin. Do notbe boring.
25.Rehearse! Rehearse! Rebearse! “Len Wein’s Law” - Those

whothink these rules do not apply to them are wrong!!!
