Real orrealistic
firearms are notallowed at this convention,nor are weaponsthatfire
a projectial such as water, rubber bullets, disks, et al. Bladed
weapons maybe carried so long as they are enclosed in a hard
protective sheeth. The only exception for bladed weaponsis for the
masquerade, and that mustbe cleared before hand with Pati Cook
for the masquerade and Jim Webbert for convention security.

Also you need to knowthat the city of Phoenix has passed an anti-
smoking ordinance which meansthat there cannot be any smoking
in convention function area. As the hotel is private property,
smokingis allowed in the lobby and other open areas only. Also the
ConSuite will be set up with both a smoking and a non-smoking
area for your convience.
