He wasa dejectedfigure in his homespun

tunic andtrousers, his mood as grey as the material he wore. His room,
which wasusually neat and orderly, was a messof scrolls and books,

reflecting the disorder in his mind.

JAPANIMATION
Tom Perry

What’s the big deal about Japanimation and why are we showing
so muchofit at LepreCon? Thesimple reasonis that we enjoy it and
hope that you will too. After all, that’s what we’re here for. If that
answeris too simple for you, then read on.

The big deal is that Japanimation is cartoonsfor all ages. As
children, we enjoyed animated cartoons at movie theaters and on
television. Unfortunately, as we grew older, American animation
seemed to grow less mature until it is now aimedat an audience of4-
10 year olds.

This wasnottrue in Japan where the majorstudiosrefused to limit
their marketto little kids, but began making serious works for older
audiences. The difference is so profound that many Americanfans
prefer to use the Japanese word “anime”to describe the Japanese
animation.

Manyof their movies have excellent characterization with real
people who dothings for intelligent reasons. The storytelling is
frequently superb, having complexplotlines leading to unexpected
endings. It is not uncommonto havethe hero (and everyoneelse) die
during the course of the movie.

Theartistic style is distinctive and readily recognized. It is char-
acterized by uncommonlylarge eyes, brightly colored hair (green and
blue hair is common), andthe useof bright, highly saturated colors.
Notonly are the characters bigger than life, they are often brighter
than life as well.

Andfinally there is the sheer diversity ofJapanimation. Anytopic
is suitable, including horror, sciencefiction, baseball, soccer, detec-
tive drama, sword and sorcery, motorcycle racing, pornography,
fantasy, mythology, samurai/ninja adventures, comedy, religion,
mutants/psionics, boxing, romance, etc. There is material to please
anyone. :

Now,why do we showso muchofit at LepreCon— a convention
oriented towards science fiction/fantasy and art? A lot of Japanima-
tion is based on sciencefiction/fantasy themes(andit’s notall giant
robots, either). “Lensman”is based on E. E. “Doc” Smith’s “Lens-



man”series. “Time Stranger”is a serious look at time travel and an

attempt to change the past. “The Humanoid”deals with a robot who

falls in love with a man. Japanimationis one of the few places where

one can find seriousscience fiction in animated form.In addition,the

artistic styles present in Japanimation are influencing an increasing

number of American and Europeanartists. As you go throughtheart
show,you arelikely to find a numberofartists whose works show

Japanimationart influences.
Butthe first answeris still the best: we show it becausewelikeit.
