Now, I may
not alwayslisten what he says. Whenit comes to web comics,
though, I usuallypayattention, He knows.
So when, a numberofyears back, he told me aboutthis comic
called Scilock Mercenary, | madethe decision tocheckit out.
Who wouldntlove a comic aboutintergalactic mercenaries?
Especially whenthetitle character is a walkingpile of sh... ah,
a “carbosilicate amorph.” With a plasma cannonthat makes an
ominoushum.

 

wentto the website — www.schlockmercenary.com may be
hard to spell,but itis also hard to forget—andread a few of
the most recent comics. Then I went back through the archives
andstarted from the beginning. I've been reading it since, After
that first time, I've followed the adventures of “Tagon’s Toughs”
throughthick and thin, war and peace, life and death, humor
and drama,
Humor and drama? Let me explain

Howard Tayler—he writes and draws
Schlock Mercenary, you see—has a
certain talent: he can make something.
funny, and yet, still deadly serious. t's
arare skill. The only person besides
Howard who I've really seenpall it off
‘on a regular basis is TerryPratchett. It’s
a fineline towalk, balanced across a
chasmbetween two extremes. Soeasy,
to fall to one side,into farce, or to the
other, into melodrama. Howard walks
that line each week. He’ been doingit
for years. Which bringsme to another
point.
‘When Howard first started Schlock
‘Mercenary, he was working a full-time
job for Novell, litle technology firm
you may have heard of before. He was
doingthis full-time job, makinginter-
national tripsfor the company, spend-

ing time with his wife and children, and churning out a new
‘comic each and every day, while maintainingthe funny.

 

‘Well, the funnyand the “blam? “Blam”is key.
In a business—and don'tbe fooled, web comicsare a business,
albeit one approached, by most,in a haphazard manner —when
manycreators seem to struggle to post a new strip three days a
week, Howard didit every day. He's still doingit everyday. For
more than seven years. Sure, he eventuallydecided the time was
cometo quit his job at Novell to work on Schlockfull-time.To

 me, though, that just
makesit all the more
amazing. He is making
aliving entertaining
people.

 
Speaking of which,
that is something else
[appreciate about
Howard andhis work:
on his website, he
notes thatif youstart
from the beginning of
the archives, you can
watch his art go from “bad”to “marginally less bad.” Whichis
amusing, but not totally accurate. Howard has spenthis time on
the comic working to improvehis art and writing. Not content
to churn out the same thing dayafter day, he has actively worked
to improve the productthat he provides to us—to me, to you,
to fansall overthe world — forfree everyday. Thatis notjust
talent;itisskill, dedication, and a loyalty to his work and his
readers that is hard to find.

  

So, there you haveit: Howard Tayler is a family man, a musician,
a writer, an artist,a computer geek,a role player, a wargamer,
anda businessman. He is plotting to take over the world, and he
has his own army.
‘The Toughs’ mottois“travel the galaxy, meet interesting races,
andkill them.”Howard’, it seems,is “make people happy, and
work todoit better everyday.”
And thatis somethingto appreciate

The thing about Emily andErnest Hoganis they bothlook so
normal
With her wide eyes and peaches-and-creamcomplexion, Emily
looks like a Sunday schoolteacher, Even Ernie looks normalin
lanky, bushy-haired, Latinosort of way. Actually they're both
about six sigmawest of strange andsurfing downthefar end of
the bell curve. Don't get me wrong, they're really nice people,
andlotsof fun to talk to. But they're, ah, wel,they're just not
‘what they seem,
Take Emily, for example, She’ so, well, everyday-looking. Then
youread her books. (And please do, They're wonderful) Read~
ing one of Emily's booksis like havingfireworks goingoff in
your head or goingtoeatin an obscure ethnic restaurantfeatur
ing a cuisine you've never heard of, Itall delicious andyou even
recognize someof the ingredients, butthey're put togetherin
such odd combinations. (One of my favorites involves a serial
killer, ballroomdancing anda race of aliens wholive in speeded
uptime.)

AndErnie. Well, Ernie
has the heart of a small
child.

He keepsit on his key
chainand hell show it to
youifyou ask him nicely.
(Of which, morelater.)
Ernie’ work is perhaps
best illustrated (not
described. Youcan't
describe Ernie's work)
by the titles of a couple
of stories he’ especially
proud of “The Franken-
stein Penis"and “The
Dracula Vagina.” My

favorite Ernest Hogan shortstory is probably “The Rise and Fall
of Paco Cohen andthe Mariachis of Mars”

  
 

People keep tryingto describe his work, though. My favorite
descriptionis of Ernie as “perhapsthe leading current practi-
tioner of Mexican-American magicalrealism in
science fiction,” I mean, it’ true, butit doesn't
really describe whatit’ like toread one of his

If,as Dostoevsky said,everyunhappyfamily
is unhappyin its own way, really, truly, deeply
weird people tendtobe weirdin their own, very
different ways
‘That’certainly true of Emily and Ernie, They're
both weird, but they're each weird ontheir own,
quite different, ways.

Ohyeah, about that heart. Ernie andf collaborated on an Aztec
Dinosaur Detective Story Noir titled “Obsidian Harvest” a few
years ago, We must have done apretty goodjobbecause the
story ran in ANALOGandwaslater picked up by Gardner
Dozois for The Year’ Best Science Fiction 18, Naturally the story
involved cutting people’ hearts out. (Dontall Aztec Dinosaur
Detective Stories Noir involve cutting people's hearts out?)
Anyway, shortlyafterthe story appeared, I hadto go in for
emergency open heart surgery. [ emerged with five patches on
myheart and made a decent recovery. But a while later I noticed
Ernie had a new, somewhat fancier, heart on his key chain,
I'mstill trying to convince myself that’s just a coincidence.

We first met David Ayres some years back when my husband
and I werehelpingafriendlookfor someone whocould help
assist with his make-upfor a TNGKlingoncostume. We were
guided to Dave by a costumeshopproprietorin Mesa whohad
his card and told us this was someone wesimply had to talk to.
‘When we contacted himandtoldhimwhatwe were looking for
Dave invitedus to cometo his then home/workshop. Stepping
throughthe door was like walkingintoa carnival fun-house,
with monsters,aliens, zombies, andall manner of wonderful
creations greeting us at everyturn, I foundit all so cozy that
while the boys talked about make-up andprosthetics, I curled
upandslept in an available papasan chair. We foundin each
other kindredspirits with our sharedinterestinthe fantastic and
‘macabre,andhavebeenfriends ever since
Dave's fascination with make-upeffects began when he was a
small child, through schoolproductions and watching those
‘magical Saturday morninghorror films that easily drew many of
us awayfrom merecartoons. It wasn't long before he was ereat-
ing his own make-upeffects tothrill the neighborhoodchildren,
bring characters to life in local theater productions, and add
his ownmagic to long-awaitedHalloweennights. His passion
