Kris Rusch istalented. Immensely
talented. That probably means some-
thing to her, but it meansa lot more to
the rest of us.

As a fantasy writer, she is the au-
thorofthe fabulous booksof The Fey,
as well as Traitors and The White Mists
of Power. in sciencefiction, her nov-
els include Alien Influences and Star
Wars: The New Rebellion. in horror,
she's the authorof The Devil's Charm,
Sins of the Blood, and Facade. She's
edited anthologies for Pulphouse and
The Magazine of Fantasy and Science
Fiction, Always expanding her hori-
zons, she recently sold a pair of ro-
mance novels. She hasa brilliant mys-
tery-cum-mainstream novel out en-
titled Hitler's Angel.

Kris Rusch has unlimited hori-
zons. She won a Campbell Award as
Best New SF Writer. She won a Hugo
Award as Best Editor. She has been
nominated time and again for Hugos
and Nebulas. She wonthe Ellery
Queen Poil for Best Mystery Story.

Most meaningfulof all, she bought
almost every story | ever sent her
when she wasediting Pulphouse and
The MagazineofFantasyand Science
Fiction. Now,that’s talent. In fact, itis
my considered opinion that Kris Rusch
has only one weakness.

He has collaborated with Kris on a
number of books, mostrecently

In 1978, at the WisconIl Art Show,
I first saw Steve hanging his work. As
| enjoyed the view, a friend told me
his name and that she had seenhis
work at SunCon.

Overthe next two years, | caught
only glimpses of him but saw a lotof
his amazing planetscapes.His strong
design and sense of place attracted
bidders too. Some of those art auc-
tions were among. the most exciting
and competitive I've ever seen(no of-
fense, Bob...).

Steve brings an eclectic assort-
ment of experience andinterests to
his work. Although born in California
in 1952, he spent his childhood and
early adolescence growing up over-
seas. Living in Japan, Formosa,
Guam, and E1 Salvador gave him an
experience of being alien. This “boy
alien" explored his world of land-
scapes,insects (ants in particular),

coral reefs, sailboats, architecture,
culture, and inhaledit all.

His interestin Science Fiction was
fostered at an early age by his mother.
She tucked him in with stories of “Little
RobertAllen,” a spacefaring child who
packed his lunch (peanut butter and
jelly sandwiches) and took off in his
backyard spaceship to have adven-
tures, and be home again in time for
supper.

“Can| get you a soda? SomeJell-
0? A cookie?" These are someof the
first words that you may hear from
Chaz Boston Baden. He's never hap-
pier than when he is making some-
one else happy. You can spot him by
his bearears.

Chaz’first convention was L.A.
con Il, the 1984 Worldcon. Since he
lived nearby, he went home early each
night. It wasn’t until he read the con
reviewsin Locus andFile 770 that he
found out that the convention doesn't
end when the dealer room closes.

At Westercon in 1989, he met
Lynn Boston wherethey had both vol-
unteered to deliverice. The following
Loscon, Chaz helped Lynn to run
Children’s Programming. Lynn’s
daughter, Maria, was in good hands
with them in charge. Chaz Baden and
Lynn Victoria Boston were married in

1996.
Chaz always volunteered here

and there, but his main interest was
in the on-site newsletters. Not satis-
fied with what he saw, Chaz published
The Westchester Zeppelin from his
room at Loscon ‘92. Althoughit was a
hoaxzinewith no real news,it had the
best party list available. He has since
volunteered for or run newsletters at
Loscons, Westercons, and Worldcons.

Chazintroduced Margarita Jell-O
to fandom at Con Francisco, the 1993
Worldcon. He broughtthefixings with

 

him to San Francisco, and carried
around a big “spaghetti pot”full of Jell-

Chaz worked the fan tables for
L.A.con Ill (Worldcon '96) at many

in the group — butit would be several
years before he could reapply,so this
route to space wason holdfor a while.
It wastime to lookat other options.

Oneof these options was "Black
Horse”, a plan that Mitchell came up
with that would place a payload into
orbit using a modified fighter plane
fueled by jet fuel and hydrogen per-
oxide as a reusable launch vehicle.
Youfly the plane up to about 50,000
feet, then rendezvous with a tanker
plane to top off your tanks, and you
can get up high enoughto kick out a”
reasonably good-sized satellite with
attached rocket to boostit into low
Earth orbit. Effectively, the tankeris the
first stage, the fighter is the second
stage, and the orbital rocketis the third
stage. Better yet, you could dothis with
off-the-shelf technology that we'real-
ready pretty good at maintaining and
repairing. ,

It looked pretty promising and a
fair amount.of research wentinto the
project. Unfortunately, the Clinton ad-
ministration declared that only NASA
should be working on reusable launch
vehicles, a decision which putpaid to
the Air Force project.

Mitchell still thought it was a pretty
good idea. Good enoughthatheteft
the Air Forceto start his own company,
Pioneer Rocketplane,to try to get the
concept off the ground, so to speak.
Career-wise, this was a morerisky
movethan stayingin the Air Force, but
fortunately T.J., his wife, was also bit-
ten by the space bug (how manyfolks
do you know who've been to Space
Camp?) and has apparently decided
to keep him around anyway. (This is
good, becauseif he weren't around,
the children would be tremendously
confused.)

Sothat's how Mitchell cameto be
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our Science Guest of Honor. He's de-
termined to get into space and |, for
one, wouldn't. bet against him. | re-
membera conversation that we had
about ten years ago about this sub-
ject. He'djust told me abouthis efforts

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WHAT it Aly RC?

‘What's an ISFiC?’ may not be the most
popular party question at WindyCon, but it
does make for an excellenttrivia question.
Mostfans, even in Chicago, are only vaguely
awarethat ISFIC exists.

ISFIC is itfinois Science Fiction in Chi-
cago, and is best knowninits rale as the par-
ent body of WindyCon.

Butthere's more to ISFIC than that.
ISFIC was formedin the early 1970's-a .

period of great changein convention-running
in SF fandom. The numberof regional con-
ventions was exploding, and it seemed every
couple of months a new city would announce
that henceforth they would be hosting an an-
nual regional convention. In the course of
aboutfive years, the number of SF cons more
thantripled.

WindyCon was one of the conventions
that led this surge.In 1973, Chicago fansfelt
frustrated at being in the secondlargestcity
in the country, rightin the centerof the Heart-
land, and nothing resembling a regional con
existed nearer than Minneapolis. Since the
Chicon ttl WorldConin the early sixties, Chi-
cago fandom hadsplintered, and there wasn’t
really a strong local club to serve as a focal
pointfor a con committee, as was the casein
Boston, Los Angeles, and othercities.

The Chicago fans then hit upon an idea
- if a coalition of people from thevariousfac-
tions and clubs could work together on a lo-
cal con,then a singlelarge local club wouldn't
be needed. Thus was born WindyCon.ISFIC
was created as partof this process, to pro-
vide continuity in leadership and overall guid-
ance.

But the vision for ISFIC and Chicago
fandom wentfar beyond creating a regional
con, Thoughtheinitial thoughts were vague,
the idea wasthat ISFIC would actas a sort of
clearing house organizationfor fan activities
in Illinois, and do things to support fandom in
general,

« As with manyfannishactions, there was
also anulterior motive. ISFiC’s founders, no-
tably Larry Propp, Mark and Lynn Aronson,
and Ann Cass, very carefully crafted things
as a staging ground to prepare for a WorldCon
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bid. Their idea wasto have WindyConnotonly
publicize Chicago's name,butalso to act as
a training groundfor local fansin preparation
for a WorldConbid.The other ISFiC founders,
including Jon and Joni Stopa and Mike and
Carol Resnick supported the idea. Chicon IV,
the 1982 World Science Fiction Convention,
cameto fruition as a result of this (though

ChiconIV and Chicon V, the 1991 WorldCon,
as well as Chicon 2000, are separately incor-
porated and are not directly affiliated with
ISFiC). The early WindyCons grew rapidly
under such chairmen as Mark and Lynn
Aronson, Larry Propp, Doug Rice, and Midge
Reitan. Most of the WindyCon staff worked
on Chicon IV, and learned even more from
that.

After ChiconIV, there wasa lot of reas-
sessmentof both WindyCon and ISFIC. Hav-
ing attained the goalof building an ongoing
committee that could run WindyConfrom year
to year (at least, as much as anylocal group
can be said to do that), ISFiC thought about
what could be done to make WindyCon a
better convention. Onefactorin this wasthat
WindyCon's excessfunds werestarting to pile
up. As a 501 c(7) corporation, ISFIC is sup-
posed to use excess fundsfor the benefit of
fandom.Soratherthan let the moneypile up
or buy clubhouses, ISFIC decided to put the
money back into WindyConin creative ways.
One way wasin providing grants to WindyCon
to bring in special quests over and abovethe
normal guests of honor. In this manner,

WindyCon was able to compensate for the
fact that most SF authors and editors live on
the East and West coasts. Once we started
bringing in authors and editors, many liked
WindyCon so muchthat they have continued
coming back of their own accord. Another
successful ISFIC projectis the ISFIC Writers
Contest, which is to encourage new writers.
Itis unique in offering asfirst prize a coin of
gold,thanksto the brainstorm offormer ISFIC
board member Curt Clemmer. Once each
summer, iSFiC sponsors a picnic in a Chi-
cago parkas a gathering for Chicago fandom.

WindyConis not the only activity
ISFIC is involved in. Support has been pro-
vided to otherIllinois conventions that have
an SF, fantasy, or space travel theme.In some
cases, the WindyConart show hangings are
tented for a nominalfee (to cover maintenance

and upkeep costs).In other cases, grants are
provided to bring in special guests. ISFIC is
alwaysinterested in hearing from groups run-
ningillinois conventions who have a specific
projectthey wouldlike some assistance with.
The ISFIC board ofdirectors has nine mem-
bers, with three directors coming up for
Te-election each yearfor a three year term.
AnyIllinois fan is eligible to be elected; come
to the ISFIC board meeting atWindyCon(held
on Sundayafternoon) and nominate yourself.
Meetingsof the ISFIC board are normally held
atWindyCon and Capricon. The meetings are
opento the public.

Forest Ridge, IL—Tragedy struck theillinois
Tollway just after dawn when a gasoline tanker
struck Eastbound Toll Plaza number 57 and ex-
ploded on impact, killing the driver and severely
injuring oneof the tollbooth attendants, A second
Tollway employee is missing and presumed dead.

Westbound toll attendant Matthew Foresman,
27, said he heard the truck attempt to brake as it
approached the eastboundtoll booth. The truck
apparently skidded out ofcontrol and slid into the
plaza sideways, exploding on contact with one of
the uprights supporting the plaza roof. Foresman
wasthrown from his booth bythe force ofthe ex-
plosion. Heis in serious but stable condition at
Bethany Hospital in Hope Park.

The body of Frank Langdon, 46, of Wichita,
KS, was recovered and has been sent to the
coroner's office pending an autopsyfor the pos-
sible presence ofalcohol or drugs in his system.
Langdon was twice convicted on drunk driving
chargesin his homestate of Kansasthough his
record had been cleanfor the past three years.

The search still continues for the body of
Michael McCarron, 31, though police are doubtful
it will ever be recovered. It is assumed McCarron
wasinstantly killed byeitherthe impact ofthe truck
orthe force of the explosion. His body waslikely
immolaiedby the subsequentfire.

Tollway authorities and the Department of
Highway Safety have begun aninvestigation into
the matter.

or more awards at a major regional
convention.

For purpose of these divisions,
“Major regional convention"is defined
as a WindyCon, Minicon, Worldcon,
etc. Basically any conventionof about
2000 or more. Becauseofits special-
ized nature, Costume Conis also con-
sideredin this list.

Any contestant mayenterin a di-
vision higher than the one for which
they qualify. For group entries, the di-
vision will usually be determined by
the groups mostskilled member. if you
are unsure in which division to enter,
ask the Masquerade Director.
Pleasenote thatthere will be no sepa-
rate category for re-creation cos-
tumes. Re-creation costumes will
competein the same mannerasorigi-
nals, using the appropriate skill divi-
sions.

Presentations
Therewill be NO live microphone

for the use of contestants. Specialin-
troductions and/or voice overs may be
clearly printed on the masquerade
form for the emceeto read. Alternately,
it may be recorded on standard cas-
sette tape for playing during your pre-
sentation.| strongly discouragetrying
to speak from the stage. Please re-
memberthat this is a costume com-
petition,not a talent show.If you wish,
a tape may be used solely for back-
ground music (strongly encouraged).
If you are going to use a tape,bringit
with you andturnit in with your regis-
tration forms.
