Hereare a few rules you needto be aware of:

1 You must have your badge with youatall times in order to
enterorstay in any convention function,

2. Youmust present your badge to any memberofthestaff,
including our door guards, who requestit.

3. A lost badge maybe replacedat Registration for the cost ofan
at-the-door badge.

4. Norcal weaponor anythingthat can be mistakenfor one can
becarried on premises. Gostumeand prop weapons must be
approved by Operations and convention sccurity and,ifneces-
sary, be peace-bonded.

5. Energy weaponsare restricted to onlyvisible light lasers
(400-700 nm)ofup to 1 mW continuous wave.

6. Any weapons purchasedin the dealers’ room,real or not, must
be takenfrom the dealers room to your room,or to Operations
for approvalifyou wishto carry it.

7. Noprojectile instruments ofany kind. Notreal, not Nerf,
nothing.

8. Noopenlive steel, period. Live steel must be approved and
peace-bonded by Operations/Security, and remain sheathed
at all times.

g. Ifyou wish to use aweaponin the masquerade you must clear it
with the Masquerade Director, and transportit directly to the
event and then directly back to your room afterwards.

Anything used as a weaponorin any threatening manner,
whetherreal, real looking,prop,toy, or otherwise,will result
in its confiscation, and possible revocation ofyour member-

Smoking is prohibited within the conventionfacilities by
IMlinois law. There are designated areas with the appropri-
ate refuse bins for those who wishto indulge outside.Please
respectthose not wishingto indulge with you and keep the
specified distance away from the doors.
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To Write Love on Her Arms is a non-profit movementdedicated to
presenting hopeandfinding help for people struggling with depression, ad-
diction, self-injury, and suicide.

Q: Does TWLOHAprovide counseling or treatment?

A: Though we believe in the powerof counseling and treatment, we are not trained mental health
professionals and do not personally provide these services. TWLOHA‘s mission is to connect people
to and invest in mental health resources as we create a better and safer conversation about issues
like depression, addiction, self-injury, eating disorders, and suicide.If you would like more information
about counseling or treatment resources that are available, check out our Find Help page:

Q: Is WLOHAa “Christian” organization?

A: We are not a Christian organization. Although there are people on staff who are Christians and
even some Christian elements in the original story, this is an organization for all people. Because
webelieve issueslike addiction, depression, self-injury, and suicide affect everyone, we are an
organization for everyone,regardless of age, gender, sexual orientation, religion, race, ability,
nationality, or other differences. As an organization, we aim to beinclusive andinviting for everyone.

problem immediately.

2. Ifyou do notfeel comfortable talkingwith the person(s)

involved,oriftalking to them doesnotresolve theissue, please

reportthe situation immediately to any ISFiC/Windycon
event coordinator(i.c., Windycon Operations, Security, the

Windyconchair, Vice-chair, Members ofthe ISFiC Board,

or Con Ombudsman). It wouldbe extremelyhelpful ifyou
could provide a name, badge name/numbcr, and/orphysical
description ofthe person(s) involved.

the rest ofthe year. Your
membership in ISFiCallows
youto attendother ISFiC
events,

In 1962, Chicago fandom

brought the world together
for the twentieth World
Science Fiction Conven-
tion, known as ChiconII or

Chicon UE. Afterthat event,

which boasted a massive

membership of550 people,
Chicago fandom entered a
period ofdormancy.

ISFiC,IHinois Science

Fiction in Chicago, was
foundedin the early 1970s
by agroup of sciencefiction
fans whodecided thatit
would be a goodidea to get
con-running expericnce so
they could ran a Woridcon.

Theylater realizedthatthis wasa silly thing to do, but by that time,
they had founded Windycon,ageneralsciencefiction convention
heldforthefirst time October 25-27, 1973 at the Blackstone Hotel

in Chicago. Joe Haldeman and Lou Tabakow werethe guests of
honor and Bob Tucker servedas toastmaster.

 

 
Theoriginal boardofdirectors ofISFiC was madcup ofLarry
Propp, Mark and Lynn Aronson,Ann Cass,Jon andJoni Stopa, and

Mike and Carol Resnick. Undertheir guidance, Windycon became

an annual event, with the Aronsonschairing thefirst three events

before passing the reins on to Larry Propp, who would use his
knowledgeto co-chair Chicon IV in 1982.

Although ISI'iC was organizedin part to help run conventions to
give people experience for aWorldcon and bring Chicago fandom
together, ISFiChas neveractually run a Worldcon,leaving that
activity up to individually created organizations.

So, what does ISFiC do whenit isn’t running Windycon?

Alter Chicon IV, ISFiC had successfully attained the goal ofbuild-

ing an ongoing committeethat could run Windycon from year to
year...as muchas any local groupcan be said to. ISFiC thought
about whatcould be done to make Windyconabetter convention.
One factor was an accumulation ofexcess Windyconfunds.

As a501(c)3 corporation, [SFiC is supposcd to use the excess

fundsfor the benefit offandom.Ratherthan let the moncypile up
ISFiC decided to put the moncy back into Windyconincreative
ways. One wasin providing grants to Windyconto bringin special
guests ovcr and above the normal guests ofhonor. In this manner,
Windyconwas able to compensateforthe fact that most SF authors
andeditors live on the East and West Coasts,

ISFiC looked furtherafield and began providing monetary grants
and resourcesto other groupsin Iinois that wanted to help

increase the rangeoffandomas a key goal ofthe ISFiC charter.

Other conventions and groups, both m Chicagoland and downstate,

that have benefited include: Chambanacon, Capricon, Duckon,

MuseCon,andthe Speculative Literature Foundation. In addition

tofinancial assistance, the Windyconart show panelsoricc tables
may be available for rent for anominal maintenancefee. [SFiC is
alwaysinterested in hearing from groups runningIllinois conven-
tions that have specific projects theywouldlike assistance with.

In the mid-1980s manyofthe people who ran Windyconrealized

that their con-running duties kept them too busy to socialize.
‘There was no summerconin the Chicago areaat the time, so im

1986 ISFiC created Picnicon, an annual picnic and relaxacon which

has beenheld in avariety offorest preserves and parks, ISFiC
provides the hamburgers, hotdogs,andgrills and asks attendees to
drop a couple(literally) ofbucks in the hat and bring a side dish or
desert. Think ofPicniconas a massive outdoorconsuite.

Also in 1986, ISFiC electedto run an amateurwriters contest, open
to all membersofISFiC (Windycon),or peopleliving in Minois or
a borderingstate (including Michigan, *cause on a clear day you
can sec it across the lake). Thatfirst year, the contest was won by

Richard Chwedyk, who would go on to become a professionally
published authorand winner ofa Nebula Award. The ISFiC
Writers Contestis held most years in conjunction with Windycon.
The winner receives con membership,a.cashprizc, and publication
oftheir story in the Windycon Program Book.

In 2005, ISFiC created ISFiC Press. Eachyear, this arm ofISFiC

publishes a hardcover book whichis released at Windycon.

Generally, the bookis by the ‘Windycon Author Guest of Honor,

often with a cover by the Artist Guest ofHonor. ISFiC Press’sfirst

book, Aelanvity, by Robert J. Sawyer, received an Aurora Award,

the Canadian National Award presented byfans. In addition, ISFiC

Press has published unrelated sciencefiction novels and the Hugo
Award-nominated Worldcon Guest ofHonorSpeeches.

The ISFiC board ofdirectors has nine members,with three direc-
tors up for re-election cach year for a three-year term. Any Illinois
fan whois a memberofISFiC(see the first paragraph)is eligible

to be elected; come1o the ISFiC board mecting at Windycon on
Saturday afternoon and nominate yourself. Meetings ofthe ISFiC
boardarc normally held at Windycon and Capricon. The meetings

are open to the public.

Michael Longcor,by his calculation, has skills for19 ofthe 21 items
on Heinlein’s list and has donc alot ofthem. He’s a little evasive
on the remaining two,butinsiders speculate that,aside from dying
gallantly, it involves diapers.

He’s donca lotofother even moreoffbcatthings, including riding a
bicycle downa ski run, helping General Chuck Yeagerpark a

vintage P-51 Mustang, donning medieval armorto fight inthe bruis-
ing tournaments ofthe Society for Creative Anachronism, andplac-
ing third in a cricket-spitting contest. There was also that ramored

riot-quelling at a NewYork City Star Trek conventionwhile dressed
as a Klingonand wearing garish toc socks.

His musicis different, too. He writes and sings songs on subjects

ranging from spacetravel to Native Americans,old veterans,
vengeful secing-eye dogs, vampires, and pirates. His music has
aired onregional radioacross the U.S. and Europe andhis skewed
sense ofhumorhasresulted in spots onthe syndicatedradio show,
Doctor Demento (Michael has accompanied the Good Doctorinhis

live stage show). He’s also appcaredas a guest on National Public
Radio’s /olksongFestival, hosted by Oscar Brand.

Michael'srcleased overa dozen albums on CD,the most recent
being Walkingthe Wilderness. Songs from Norman & Saxon, a
collection ofRudyard Kipling’s poetry sct to Michael’s music, were
usedin a BBG radio program onKipling. He’s a six-time Pegasus
Award winner, including awardsfor Best Songand Best Performer.

Healso wrote and sings most ofthe songs on Owdflight, acom-

panion CDforthe fantasy novel by Mercedes Lackey. Asa fiction
writer, his short storics have appearedin three ofLackey’s
ValdemarandSERRAtedLidge/Bedlam Bards anthologies.

Aside from writing and performing, Michaelhasat various times

The name “Fyberdyne”is a com-
posite ofwhatthe groupdoesbest: complexfiberglass work (hence
the “Fyber”), while “Dyne”is a tip ofthe hat to James Cameron for
both “Hyperdyne”from Adensand “Cyberdyne”from the Zerm:-
natorseries.
