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ABOUT ROBERT SHECKLEY

Robert Sheckley is a quiet but secretly two-fisted hombre
of mixed Hungarian, Alsatian, and Sikkimese ancestry,
whohas been oneofthe foremost science-fiction writers
since the summerof 1932, when he and Hugo Gernsback
had adjoining cabanasat St. Tropez. His best known work
includes Dune, Ralph 124C41+, A Boy and His Dog, and,
under his own name, Untouched by Human Hands,
Options, Mindswap, and the Gormenghast Trilogy. Mr.
Sheckley is 36 years old, although he gives a superficial
appearanceof greater age because of severe wind expo-
sure while working abord an icebreaker off Murmansk in
the Finno-Ugric War.

(Actually, hardly any of the aboveis true at all, except
the part about Murmansk.| started the pieceoff that way
because I’m convinced that that’s what Sheckley would
do to me if the tables were turned. But actually, the last
time the tables were turned little harm was done to
anyone, except for Gordy Dickson, who suffered minor
ankle injuries.)

In truth Sheckleyis quiet, debonair, witty, and kind. He
is considered to be an honorable man in most respects.|
personally have observed him obeying several of the Ten
Commandments; never to my knowledge has he made a
graven image in my presence, nor has he spoken other
than warmly abouthis father and mother. Such lawsof the
state as I have seen him treat with contemptare the sort of
lawsthat no sensible person oughtto be paying attention
to anyway.So far as | know,he payshis taxes on time, and I
don’t believe he made a habit of beating any of his
numerous wives. (Nor did he marry any two of them
simultaneously,as | have just confirmed by a phonecall to
historian Sam Moskowitz.)

As for real biographicalstuff, tam authorized to tell you
that he was born in New York City during a Republican
administration, has a college degree, and has been a free-
lance writer for a large part of the twentieth century. He
came to the notice of science-fiction readers with a star-
ting number of glittering and exceedingly ingenious
short stories in 1952 and 1953, and intermittently ever
since has been emitting more of the same, along with a
few novels and occasional feuilletons and causeries.
Recently he has deviated into employment and currently



 

servesasfiction editor of OMNI. He haslived mainly in
England and Spain in recent decades, but gets his mail

currently in New York, His commandofthe languagesof
all of those places is excellent, but his Esperanto seems

weak and his knowledge of French appears to be on the
deficient side of moderate,

Mr, Sheckley’s representatives assure me that he is het-
erosexual, right-handed, andpious. Heis willing to accept
alcoholic beverages and other stimulants whensocialcir-
cumstances require him to do so. In general heis a good
guy and a superbchoicefor Guest ofHonor, though I'll be
greatly surprised if you get an elaborate speech out of
him. (When he won the 1924 Nobel Prize he said simply,
“Thanks, King,” took the medal, and wentoff to Norway
fora weekend of bear-hunting.) | think of him as a close
friend who has unfortunately spent mostofhislife living
thousands of miles too far away, and | hope you’ll send
him out west when you’re through honoring him.

Heis, | will add in all seriousness, one of aboutfive or
maybe seven science fiction writers whose worksI'll read
nowadays without being paid to do so. The grace and
elegance and charm of his stories have often been
imitated in our field, but the Sheckleyesque is an inade-
quate substitute for authentic Sheckley; and,as is often
true of supposedly light fiction, a world of shrewd and
hard-woninsightlies not far beneath the crystalline sur-
face of his material. During the convention weekend,

crowd around him if you must, finger his toga, breathe
your fumesin his face, give him the full GoH treatment;
but then go home and read his books. Theclarity of his
perceptions and the suppleness of his style will cut
through your dull, clotted sensibilities like keen scimitars

through ghee, and you will all be finer persons as a
consequence.

AN APPRECIATION OF GARDNER DOZOIS
1 read somewhere that Art Buchwaldis the last person you
wantto invite to a party in Washington high society. The
manso brilliantly funny on papersits in a corner chomp-
ing on his cigar and telling everyone the worldis going to
hell. Ernest Hemmingway, though, who never wrote a
cheerful line if he could help it, was a great man fora
party, a raconteur of the first water. The writer of that
article gave a couple of other examples and then general-
ized: funny writers are somber people; somber writers
are comedians in person.

With Gardner this is true in grand slam spades. His
fictional universe populated with psychopaths and sui-
cides. His world ruled by dark forces that never lose,
tapestries of helplessness and futility—this man is the
funniest person | have ever known.Period.

Noris this a personal quirk on my part. | once saw
Gardner reduce a dinner party of 15 people to absolute
gasping helplessness, simply by describing the safety
columnhe once wrote for an Army newspaper. (Don’tpiss
on the third rail; YOU WILL DIE.)

Foralt this, | don’t think I’ve evry:heard Gardnertell a
joke. Never lampshade nor impersonation nor schtick:
his humoris spontaneous and natural, and usually falls
into the “you had to be there”category.

You’re lucky to “be there” now, with Gardner as Fan
Guest of Honor, ask him aboutthefirst time he met Roger
Elwood.

 



 

GARDNER DOZOIS: FAN

Jack Williamson, venerable person, was showing some aca-
demicians and reporters through the SFWA suite at NorthAmeri-
con last year. He was trying to have us impress them with the
literary high-tone of the place.

And do you know whatall the name writers, all the movers and
doers in the field were up to?

They were crowded around a table watching Gardner Dezois
supervise a tag-team wrestling match between two potato chips
vs. a Tylenol and an Empirin. The chips had the Tylenol over in
their corner and were double-teamingit.

Moneywasflying around like rockets. Charlie Grant was dropping
quarters, halves, bills, betting on the outcome of the matches.
Gardnernot only took the bets and was referee, he was deciding
the outcome of the matches ahead of time.

It escalated from food and medicine to jacknives vs. can openers,
Texas death-matches fought under cups and so on.

Jack Williamson smiled, gave up, and joined in the cheering.

Gardner gave up too and called it off. “I’m no fool,” he said.
“Pretty soon somebody would have laid a damn revolver on the
table.’”’

Gardner Dozois (do-zwah) was born andlived for a while in Salem,
Mass., home of the gibbet and Judge Hathorne, to French-
Canuck working stiff parents. He sold his first story at the age of
17, put ina hitch in the US Army where he wrote a ‘‘do-not-pitch-
your-tent-over-the-exhaust-pipe-of-a-tank-on-a-cold-night-or-you-
will-die!’’ safety column, and lived in Zurndorff for a year in a real
garret after his discharge.

He returned to Philadelphia, where he won the ‘‘Queen For A
Day” starving writer contest at Philcon with stories of finding a
box of cornflakes and having to eat them in a bow! of water
because he had no milk.

Whathe wasdoing all this time was writing, and what came out
was stories, like ‘‘Horse of Air’’, ‘Special Kind of Morning’’,
“Chains of the Sea’ and ‘‘The Man Who Waved Hello’’. An-
thologies like A Day in the Life and Future Power and his noval
Strangers. His first collection, The Visible Man, was published in
1978 and is already outof print. Since 1976 he has edited the Best

Science Fiction Stories of the Year from Dutton. Gradner has been
a Hugo and Nebula finalist more than almost anyone, and he has a
brilliant story coming out in Penthouse next year.

But Gardner’s here as your fan guest of honor, and that’s what
you’ re going to see, Because Gardnerloves sf and people and rock
‘mn rall and conventions, and I’ve just been with him to one here in
Austin where more stuff happened than 1 care to enumerate.

Like Gardner singing all the words to ‘Last Kiss’ by J. Frank
Wilson, or Gardner asking a bunch of punk rockers, with a
straight face, from a panel: ‘‘Rock and Roll: Whatis it? Where is
it going? Should we beafraid of it?’’ Or Gardner auctioning off his
underwear, to an audience with absolutely no money, and working
the bid up to 75 cents by sheer force of personality alone.

And Gardner's easy to find. Just wait until people start projectile
vomiting after someone’s just told a joke.

Chances are it was Gardner Dozois.
