Confusion was one of the most popular and entertain-
ing fanzines of the early 1950’s and he’s still an active faned in 2011 with
Planetary Stories. His amusing columns and charming Puffin cartoons
have graced many fanzines over the years.

If Shelby Vick isn’t the nicest person in Fandom, I have yet to meet
the man or woman who out-does him in that regard. He is so unfailingly
modest, kind and generous that it almost unbelievable. Then, if you’re
fortunate enough to get to know him, you quickly discover that Shelby is
exactly the honorable, caring person he appears to be.
