 Corflu Glitter only gets credit for rooms booked trough the hotel’s reservations 
desk using the code. This is crucial or the convention, because our costs are directly 
affected by how many rooms our group takes. 
 Comparing the official convention room rates with those available on the discount 
site the fan used shows that a non-refundable room reservation is about $2 a day 
cheaper.  
 The rate for a room reserved through Sunset Station is much cheaper than a room 
reserved through the discount site. 
 The reason is that the hotel has waived the $15 per day amenities fee for Corflu  
that remains in force for rooms booked other ways.
