We anticipate

daytime meetings and overflow programmingto be located there.

Events

Regency Danceis planned for Thursday and Saturdaynights. It

will be held in one of the 2nd floor Omni programming rooms on Thursday

and onthethird (3rd)floor in the lobby of the Omnioutside of the Art Show

and Dealers’ Room ballroomson Saturday; don’t worry, they'll be closed by

that time.It’s a nice, large area and will work out well.

The Masquerade will be held on Friday evening at 7:30pm in

Phoenix SymphonyHall just 1% blocks east of the Omni Hotel.

Eventually, the increased costs get passed along to attendees.So, there are

groupsof vandals who are spending your moneyfor you, by making you pay

for their poor decisions and lack of control.

The only way we can help hold down costs is by all working together to pre-

vent the damagethat these people do.If you see someone doing somethingbla-

tantly wrong (like breaking into a room, shredding wallpaper, breaking up

furniture, etc.), REPORT IT. The person renting the roomis responsible for dam-

ages to the room.

All parties should be held on thefifth, sixth or seventh floors of the Omni

Adamsonly, with quiet floors above that. All parties must be registered with the

convention so that we can notify the hotel. They will shut down parties that

are notregistered if there are any complaints.

Persons not having convention badgeswill be evicted from the convention

areas. Convention Security needs you help! Register your room parties, and

report people whoare causingtrouble.Afterall, the dollar you save may be your

own.

DOWNTOWN PHOENIX
Downtown Phoenix can be little tricky — it’s full of

one-waystreets. The mapto theleft marks one-waystreets

with arrowheads/triangles. The P’s indicate parking areas

for each hotel.

Phoenix is laid out on an almost perfectly square grid.
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North-South roads are numbered— those east of Central

Avenueare designated “streets” (e.g. 1st Street, 7th Street,

etc.) and those west of Central Avenueare designated

“avenues” (e.g. 7th Avenue, 19th Avenue). East-West
streets are named — those in the downtown area are

named after US Presidents.

East-West addresses begin at Central Avenue, North-

South addresses begin at Washington, with address

numbers incrementing 800 per mile. Even-numbered

addresses are on the west or north sides of the road, odd-

numbered addresses are on the east or south sides. Thus,

the Omni's Address is 111 North Central, putting it 1/8 of

a mile north of Washington,on theeast side of the road.

At Westercon 44 in Vancouver, British Columbia, the

4 Westercon Business Meeting voted to create a committee

to revise the Bylaws of the West Coast Science Fantasy

Conference (Westercon) andto report the results back in

time for inclusion in a progress report of WesterColt .45.

Included in this progress report is the committee report.

8 The committee report consists of a Base Document, which

reorganizes andrestyles the existing Westercon Bylaws

without changingtheir effect, and Proposed Amend-

ments, which include additional changes which the

committee recommendsbe madeto the Bylaws. Also in

this progress report is a copy of the current Westercon

Bylaws. If the Base Documentis adopted,it will replace

the current Bylaws. Adoption of the Base Document and

any amendmentswill be considered at the Westercon

Business Meeting. (Consult the Program Bookfor time and

place during Westercon.)

CURRENT WESTERCON BYLAWS
Bylawsof the West Coast Science Fantasy

Conference (Westercon)

I. It is now traditional (but not obligatory) that the West

Coast Science Fantasy Conference (Westercon)shall take

place over the July 4th holiday weekend.

II. It is now traditional (but not obligatory) that

Westercon Guests of Honor and other notables be selected

from amongSFpersonalities residing within the Westercon

geographical area.

III. There shall be at least two classes of membership in

Westercon. A Supporting Membershall havethe right to

receive any Progress Reports, or any other generally mailed

publications, published after receipt of the membership fees;

to receive the Program book; and shall have any voting

rights permitted by any other part of these bylaws. A Full

Attending Membershall haveall the rights of a Supporting

Member, plusthe rights of attendance at the Westercon and

the Business Meeting held there, subjectto all restrictions

placed by other parts of these bylaws.

A. The Westercon Committee shall have the right to limit

activities of attendees, either individually or in groups,

insofar as such activities endanger, physically orlegally,

other personsortheir property. Such limitations may

include, butare not limited to, closing down parties,

ejecting persons from the conference, or turning

offenders over to other authorities. No refund of

membership moneyneed be given in such

circumstances.

IV. All committes shall issue name badges with those for

pre-registered members having the namesdisplayed in no

Uy less than 24 point bold type. Badges shall contain a unique

§ membership numberassigned by the current conference,

whichshall be used in Article VII.C.10.b.2. In case of transfer,
the old membership numbershall be noted, both on the

badge and onregistration information used forsite selection

voting administration.

V. No regular session of the Westercon Business Meeting

shall be scheduled to start at a time earlier than noon, nor

later than 2 p.m., nor on thelast day of the conference. A

special meeting, at whichsite selection business shall be the

sole business whichis in order, may be scheduled onthelast

day of the convention, starting no earlier than noon nor

later than 2:00 p.m.. Site selection businessis also in orderat

any regular session of the Business Meeting.Site selection

business shall consist of announcementof a winner,if one is

produced byballoting,or a site selection resolution, as

defined in VII.C.11 below. The quorum for a specialsite

selection meeting shall be those members whoattend the

meeting.

VI. For business other thansite selection voting, a quorum

of 25 members of the current conference shall be required.

All those voting at the Business Meeting must be members of

the current conference. Except as noted herein,all business

requires a simple majority to pass.

VII. Westercon Site Selection Procedures

A. Eligibility of Bids: Any site on the North American

Continent west of the 104th meridian or in Hawaii,

shall be eligible to be the location of a Westercon,

subject to the following restrictions.

1. Only those sites north of 37 N latitude areeligible in

odd- numbered years, and onlysites south of that

latitude are eligible in even-numbered years. If no

bids qualified under VII.A.2 from theeligible
subregionare filed by January 1 of the year ofvoting,

thanall sites in the region defined in the

introductory paragraph ofVII are eligible.

. If no site selection bids are qualified for the mail

ballot (see Section VII.C.3 ), the provisions of Section

VII. shall be suspended andall sites defined in

Section VII.’s introductory paragraphshall be

eligible.

. Eligibility of Voters

1. Site Selection votingis limited to those whoareFull

Attending or Supporting membersof the Westerconat

which voting is taking place, and who havepaid a

voting fee toward their membership in the Conference

being selected. One day members mayvoteat the

unanimous agreementof all bidding committees. 



2 All conferences shall be required to offer supporting

memberships until at least ninety (90) days before

Upon

receipt of these items, the current Westercon

committee shall complete the ballot by filling in the

information about the current bid committees, the

voting fee and the return address, and shall be

responsible for publication and distribution. The

provision shall be madeat the sametime the Bylaws

are provided to the current committee.

. The Ballot andfull rules for site selection, including

times, the deadline for voting and the location of

voting, shall be given to all Westercon attendees

upon registration at the Conference,or shall be

prominently posted atregistration at all times.

. The ballot shall includeall eligible bids which have

been filed in writing with the current committee by

the April 15th preceeding the vote. It shall also

include entries for “No Preference” and “Noneof the

Above”, and havea space for a write-in bid.

. “None of the Above”shall be treated as a bid, for

purposes of vote counting.
- The Ballot shall be a secret ballot, specifically marked

for preferential voting with an explanation of the

method oftallying.

. All on-site ballot sales and balloting shall be from

onecentral location, under the supervision of the

current committee.

Site selection shall be open for at least four (4) hours

between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and midnight on the

evening before the meeting at whichsite selection

business shall be scheduled.

e. All vote totalsoffinal results andofall

intermediate counts shall be madeavailableat or

before the closing ceremony.

. Should no bid gain the needed majority, or should

there be no qualified bidding committee, or should

“Noneof the Above” win, a 3/4 majority of the

Conference Business Meeting may award the

conference to any bid, and a simple majority may

decide that they are unable to decide. Should the

meeting not reach a decision,it shall be the

responsibility of the Los Angeles Science Fantasy

Society, Inc. Board of Directors to arrange for the

WesterconSite Selection. This selection shall be

madewithin six (6) weeks of the Standing Business
Meeting. A Westerconsite selected by this

procedure shall not be restricted by any ofthis
section, save the main bodyof section A above and

shall notaffect the selection of any subsequent

Westercon. However, if “None of the Above”is

voted by the membership, then noneofthe bids

which wereon theballot shall be chosen.

9. Each bid shall have 15 minutes of scheduled

conference program time, on thefirst full day of

Westercon, to makea bidding presentation.

VIII. Procedure for Amendmentof these Bylaws

A. Amendments mustbe ratified by the majority vote of

the Westercon Business Meetings in two consecutive

years, or by a 2/3 vote of one meeting. 



1. The secretary of the meeting at which the proposed

amendmentreceives primary (first year) ratification

shall submit an exact copy of the amendmentto the

B. Proposed amendments shall be read in full by the chair

or his designate immediately before being voted upon.

C. The question of secondary ratification is debateable but

not amendable.

D. Unless otherwise provided, amendmentsshall take

effect on January 1st of the year after they receive final

passage. Operatingrules shall not be changed for the

upcoming Westerconby the interim Business Meeting.

Rules regardingEligibitily and Voting Proceduresfor

Site Selection are not considered to be Operating Rules.

IX. The Los Angeles Science Fantasy Society, Inc. will act

as an archive to the Westercon Bylaws and Minutes.

Westerconshall reimburse the LASFS for only the copying

and forwardingcosts of requests for copies of the Bylaws

and/or Minutes. A copy of the minutes and motions passed

by the Business Meeting shall be sent within 2 monthsto the

LASFS. The LASFSshall keep the Bylaws upto date. The

selected committee for each year shall be supplied by the

LASFS with one (1) copy of the then current Bylaws within 2

months. The committee shall then provide duplicate copies

of the Bylaws to all current bidding committees.

X. The Bylaws of the West Coast Science Fantasy

Conference, as well as the complete text of any amendment

awaiting secondary ratification, shall be published in at least

one (1) Progress Report and in the Program Bookof the

current conference every year. Failure by the convention

committee to publish this information shall not affect the

procedure to amendthe bylawsasstated in article VIII.

XI. Each memberof the conference, by the use of his or

her membership, agrees to abide by these Bylaws.

Westercon Bylaws

Proposed Revision

The business meeting of Westercon 44 in Vancouver, BC,

passed a motion calling for a committee to draw up a complete

revision ofthe bylaws ofthe West Coast Science Fantasy

Conference, renumbering and restyling them as they deemed

necessary, said revision to be submitted to the business meeting of

Westercon 45 in Phoenix, AZ. The members ofthe committee

were Kevin Standlee (chairman), Terry Berry, Leroy Berven, Bruce

Farr, Terry Fowler, John Lorentz, Elayne Pelz, and Ben Yalow.

Thefollowing document is the Base Documentportion ofthe

report ofthe Westercon Bylaws Revision Committee (WBRC).It

was prepared by Kevin Standlee, in consultation with the other

members, and in the committee’s opinion rewrites, renumbers, and

restyles the existing bylaws without substantially changing their

effect. Suggested changes are listed in an accompanying document.

In January of 1992, the members ofthe committee voted on

whether or not to recommend adoption ofthis Base Document.

Members Standlee, Berven, Farr, Pelz and Yalow responded to the

poll. Members Berry, Fowler, and Lorentz did not vote, and thus

were not counted. The committee voted 5-0 to recommend that

the WesterColt .45 Business Meeting adopt the attached Base

Documentas a substitute for the existing Westercon Bylaws.

1 General Provisions

1.1 Name and Date

It is traditional, but not obligatory, that the West Coast

Science Fantasy Conference (Westercon)shall take

place over the July 4th weekend.

1.2 Guests of Honor

It is traditional, but not obligatory, that Westercon

Guests of Honorandother notables be selected from

amongSF personalities residing within the Westercon

geographicalarea.

1.3 Membership Classes

There shall be at least two classes of membershipin

Westercon: supporting and attending.

1.3.1 Supporting Members

Supporting membersshall receive any progress

reports or any other generally mailed publications

published after the memberjoins the Westercon,

including the Program Book, and mayexercise any

voting rights permitted by any otherpart of these

bylaws, except attending the Business Meeting.All

conferencesshall be required to offer supporting

memberships until at least ninety (90) days prior to

the opening of the conference, and such supporting

memberships shall not cost more than one hundred

andfifty percent (150%) of the voting fee charged

whenthesite of the conference wasselected.

1.3.2 Atte1iding Members

Attending members shall haveall of the rights of

supporting members, plus the right to attend the

Westercon and the business meeting(s) held there,

subject to the restrictions established by the other

parts of these bylaws. 



 

 

1.3.3 Restriction of Memberships

Each Westercon committee shall have the right to

limit the activities of its attendees, either

individually or in groups, insofar as such activities

endanger, physically orlegally, other persons or

property. Such limitations mayinclude, but are not

limited to, closing down parties, ejecting persons

from the conference, or turning offenders over to

other authorities. No refund of membership need be

given in such circumstances Each member, in

purchasing his/her membership, agrees to abide by

these bylaws.

1.4 Name Badges and Membership Numbers

All committeesshall issue name badges forall

attending members. Name badgesfor pre-registered

membersshall display the member's namein noless
than 24-point bold type. All committees shall assign

each member a unique membership number upon

processing of a membership. This numbershall be

printed onthelabelof all progress reports, shall be

printed on membership name badges, and shall be

used for site-selection purposes. In the event a

membershipis transferred, the old membership

number,if applicable, shall be noted, both on the

badge and onregistration information used for site-

selection voting administration. Membership badges or

other proof of membership remain the property of the

Westercon committee for the duration of the

conference and maybe confiscated for cause; no

refund of membership fees need be given in such

circumstances.

1.5 Archive of Bylaws

The Los Angeles Science Fantasy Society, Inc. (LASFS)

shall act as an archive to the Westercon bylaws and the

minutes of business meetings. Each committee shall

reimburse LASFS for the costs of copying and

forwarding copies of the Bylaws and Minutes to those

whorequest them.A copyof the minutes, including

the text of motions passed by the business meeting,

shall be sent to LASFS within two (2) monthsof the

close of each conference by the administering

conference. LASFS shall maintain the Westercon

bylaws andshall forward one copyof the current

bylaws, including the text of any amendmentto the

bylaws awaiting secondary ratification, to the current

Westercon committee within four (4) monthsof the

close of the previous conference. The current

Westercon shall provide copies of the Bylaws to the

committees of all Westercon bids for the year which

that Westercon is administering the site-selection.

1.6 Distribution of Bylaws to Members

The Westercon Bylaws,as well as the completetext of

any amendmentawaiting secondary ratification, shall

be published in at least one (1) progress report and in

the program bookof the current conference eachyear.

Failure to publish this information shall notaffect the

procedure to amendthe bylaws asstated in Article 4.

r 2 Westercon Business Meeting
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2.1 Scheduling of Sessions

   

Atleast one (1) regular session of the Westercon

business meeting must be scheduled at each

conference. No regular session of the Westercon

business meeting shall be scheduled to start prior to

Noon,norlater than 2 PM,noronthelast day of the

conference. A special session, at which site-selection

business shall be the sole order of business, may be

scheduled onthelast day of the convention, provided

that said special meeting is scheduled to begin no

earlier than Noonnorlater than 2 PM.

2.2 Site-Selection Business

Site-selection business shall be in order at any session

of the business meeting. Site-selection business shall

include, but need not be limited to, the announcement

of the results of the balloting and of a winner,if one is
produced bytheballoting, or ofa site-selection

resolution, as hereafter defined, if one is necessary.

2.3 Quorum

For business other than site-selection business, a

quorum of twenty-five (25) attending membersof the

current conferenceshall be required.Forsite-selection

business, the quorum shall be those attending

membersof the current conference who attend the

meeting. All those persons voting at any meeting must

be attending members of the current conference.

Except as noted in these bylaws,all business requires a

simple majority to pass.

3 Westercon Site-Selection

3.1 Eligibility of Sites

Anysite on the North American continent west of the

104th west meridian orin the state of Hawaii shall be

eligible to be the site of a Westercon, except as

restricted by the provisions of these bylaws.

3.2 North-South Rotation

Only sites north of the 37th north parallel shall be
eligible in odd-numbered years, and onlysites south of

that parallel shall be eligible in even-numbered years.If

noeligible bids are filed by the January 1st of the year

of the site-selection balloting, then all sites defined in

section 3.1 shall be eligible.

3.3 Exclusion Zone

3.8 Voting Fee

The voting fee shall be fifteen US dollars (US$15.00)

unless the committees listed on the ballot and the

administering conference agree unanimously to charge

a different amount.

3.9 Minimum Rights of Voters

The paymentof the voting fee shall make the voter at

least a full supporting memberof the conference being

selected, and may makethe voter an attending

memberat the discretion of the winningbid.
3.10 Prototype Ballot

The Los Angeles Science Fantasy Society, Inc. (LASFS)

shall prepare a prototype site-selection ballot, including

instructions for preparation of the ballot, and shall

provide the prototype to each administering

conference at the same time the bylaws are provided to

the administering conference as provided for in section

1.5. Upon receipt of the prototype, the administering

conference shall complete the ballot byfiling in the

information aboutthe eligible bid committees, the

voting fee, minimum membership requirements,

including the cost of a supporting membership in the

administering conference, and the address to which

site-selection ballots should be sent. The administering

conferenceshall be responsible for the publication and
the distribution of the ballots to the membership of the

administering conference.All eligible bids received in

accordancewith sections3.4 and 3.5 shall be included

on the ballot. The ballot shall also include entries for

“No Preference” and “Noneof the Above,” andshall

provide spacefor at least one (1) write-in bid. The

ballot shall be a secret ballot, specially marked for

preferential voting with an explanation of the method

of counting preferential votes.

3.11 Distribution of Ballot

Thesite-selection ballot andfull rules for site-selection

voting, including the deadlines for voting by mail,

shall be mailed on or before the May 10th preceding

the voting to all members of the administering

conference as of one week before the mailing. The

ballot and full rules for site-selection, including the

hours during whichsite-selection will take place and

the location of thesite-selection, shall be given to all

attending membersuponregistration at the

conference, or such information shall be prominently

displayed at the registration area throughout the

conference.

3.12 Deadline for Voting by Mail
All ballots received by the administering conference

prior to June 20 shall be counted.

3.13 Bid Presentations

Eacheligible bid committee shall have at leastfifteen

(15) minutes of scheduled program timeonthefirst

full day of the administering conference for the

purpose of making a biding presentation.

3.14 At-Conference Voting

Site-selection shall be open for at least four (4) hours

between the hours of 6:00 PM and Midnight on the

evening before the business meeting at whichsite-

selection business is scheduled.All on-site balloting

shall be from one central location, under the

supervision of the administering conference.

3.15 Verification of Ballots

Properly completed ballots shall contain: the member's

printed name; the member’s membership numberas

assigned by the administering conference; the

member’s dated signature; the member’s address of

record with the current conference; the member's

current address if different; and the member's vote(s) as

defined elsewhere inthis article. Verification of the

ballots shall consist of matching the name, number,

and address of the member with the recordsof the

administering conference. Ballots received by the

committee prior to June 20, and any others received by

mail which maybe counted,shall be held by the

administering conference until the opening of the

conference, at which time theyshall be verified by the

administering conference and the bidders.

3.16 Counting of Ballots

The countshall be by preferential ballot. The winner

shall be that bid which gains a majority of those votes

expressing preference for a bid. For the purpose of vote

counting, “Noneof the Above”shall be treated asifit

were a bid.Illegal votes, votes for ineligible bids, blank

ballots, and votes for “No Preference” shall not count

toward the total numberofvotescast. All vote totals of

final results and of all intermediate counts shall be

madeavailable at or before the closing ceremony.

3.17 Procedures WhenNoBid Wins oris Eligible

Should noeligible bid gain the needed majority,or

should there be no qualified bidding committee, or

should “None of the Above” win, a three-fourths (3/4)

majority ofthe site-selection business meeting of the

administering conference may award the conference to

anybid, or a simple majority of the meeting may

decide that they are unable to decide.If the business

meeting does not choose site, the Board of Directors

of the Los Angeles Science Fantasy Society, Inc. shall

choose a site within six (6) weeks of the close of the 



administering conference.If “None of the Above”

wins, noneof the bids which were on the ballot may

be selected. A site chosen underthe provisionsof this

section shall notbe restricted by any portion ofthis

article except this section andsection 3.1.

4 Procedure for Amendmentof These Bylaws

4.1 Method of Adoption
Amendments to the Westercon Bylaws mustbe ratified

by a two-thirds (2/3) vote at any Westercon business

meeting, or by the majority vote of the business

meetings in two consecutive years. Proposed

amendmentsshall be read in full by the chairman of

the business meeting immediately before being voted

upon.

4.2 Primary and Secondary Ratification

In the event a proposed amendmentreceives a

majority, but less than a two-thirds (2/3) vote, the

secretary of the business meeting at which the

proposed amendmentreceives primary (first year)

ratification shall submit an exact copy of the

amendmentto the following year’s Westercon business

meeting. The question of secondary (second year)

ratification is debatable but not amendable.

4.3 Effective Date of Amendments

Unless otherwise provided, amendmentsshall take

effect on January 1st of the year after they receive final

ratification. Operating rules for already-selected

Westerconsshall not be changed by amendments to

the bylaws. Rulesregardingeligibility and voting

proceduresfor site-selection are not considered to be

operatingrules.

The vote ofthe Westercon Bylaws Revision Committee on the
recommendation to adopt the amendment is shown with each

amendmentin the form (Y-N-A),where Y is the number of

votes in favor ofadoption, N is the number ofvotes opposed to

adoption, and A is the number ofabstentions.

In the opinion of the the committee, should the Base

Documentrevision pass by more than a majority, but less than
two-thirds, consideration ofthese proposed amendments should
be postponed to Westercon 46.
