At this late stage the programmeis looking good.

However, before we give you thedetails, here’s a last

reminderthat if there is an item or area you would

particularly like to see covered, let us know at the

Committee address NOW!Thatoutofthe way,here’s
an indication of the shape of things to come.

As mentioned in the last report, the Southern Cross

will be the main venue for the Convention, and

program items of wide appeal will in general be held

there. For example, we intend holding a number of
‘cross-sectional’ panels examining themes common to
all forms of Science Fiction, with input from the
various areas such as academic, mainstream, and
media fandoms.

As well as the items of generalinterest, we are hoping
to cater for a wide rangeofspecial interest groups; one
such event already organised is to be held by the
Friends of Pern for all fans of Anne McCaffrey’s
writings. There’s still room available for more such
groups,butit is fast runningout, so ifyou wouldlike to
run such an item, please let us know soon.

Anotherarea we hopeto coverin somedetailis the use
of special effects in film and video, both sciencefiction
and mainstream. There will be a display of the models
usedin therecent Australian film RAZORBACK, along
with a discussionofthe techniques used by some ofthe
people involved in the production.

Weare proud to announcethatthere will be a panel
devotedto the life and works ofA. Bertram Chandler,
probably Australia’s best knownandloved SF author.
Unfortunately Bert died last year, and weplan to take
a look at his contribution to Australian SF, both in
writing and in fandom.

LOLD MOUNTAIN
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The fannish programmingwill be centred around the

Hotel Victoria, and will present a whole range of

fannish activities. There will be provisions for those

die-hards whocan’t survive withouta fix of corflu, or

those new to fandom whosimply wantto try their
hand at fanzine production. As well there will be a

general fannish lounge, panels ofa fannish nature, and

of course the wonderful Hotel Victoria bar.

Also on a fannish note, there will be a retrospective

look at Aussiecon I and its effect on Australian

fandom,including videosofthe event. For those ofus

who werethere is will be a great chance to catch up

with all those people you haven’t seen for ten years;

for those ofyou who weren’tit will be a chance to see

whatreally went on.

For overseas visitors who want to take this

opportunity to play tourist, or simply get some

exercise, there are a numberofitemsto introduce you
to Australian culture, flora and fauna. Tostart with we

have a Foot Rally to introduce you to the city of
Melbourne and its various sites (find out the true

meaningofthe ‘Yellow Peril’). Forall you followers of

the truereligion,therewill ofcourse be a pilgrimage to

an Australian Rules Football Match arranged;this will

give heathens and the weak-of-stomach a chance to

attend oneofthe other program itemsin the company
ofcivilised people. Finally, we hopeto be arranging a

trip (mostlikely just before or after the convention) to
the Sir Colin McKenzie Fauna Park at Healesville to

give all our overseas guests a chance to pat the

obligatory kangaroo. As well as all this there will be

the usual wildly exciting panels, speeches, films and
program items you have come to expect from a
convention. For the collectors there will be the

auctions;for the fans therewill be the booksignings by
the many noted authors present; weare also hopeful
that there will be somelive drama presented (maybe
even as a program item).

How to get to
Aussiecon
Two
 

The first thing to do is to get to the centre of

Melbourne itself. If you live in Melbourne or its

environs then we’ll assume that you know how to do

this. Ifyou’re not sure where the Southern Cross Hotel

is, use the map.

If you’re coming from rural Victoria, from interstate,

or from overseas, then your problem is basically the

same — getting to the centre of Melbourne. I’d

suggestthat car drivers contact their local automobile

association and get copies of the appropriate maps.

CAUTION:Makesure that you have a place to park
lined up. Parking in Melbourne is an arcaneritual

mastered by a few locals, but very few others. It was
said of Los Angeles that the Russians would never be

able to invadeit because they wouldn’tbe ableto find

anywhereto park their tanks. Melbourneis similar in

that respect.

AEROPLANE

You will land at Tullamarine Airport, which is a fair

way out of the city. From there you have two options.

You can either catch oneofthe privately run Airport

buses, which,at last look, cost $3.50, or you can take a

taxi into thecity.

The bus will stop at Franklin Streetin the city. From

the bus terminal you can then catch a tram to the
Southern Cross. There is another busthat will take

passengersfrom theairportto the hotel, but this costs

more.

A taxiwill take youstraight to the Southern Cross, but

it will cost — probably somewherein the vicinity of
fifteen dollars. Sharing this cost four ways makesit a

good waytoget to the hotel. Thereis a taxi service that

will take you straight to the SpencerStreet Station. It

waits until it has a full load, and then drives everyone

there. That cost $4.00 the last time I looked.

TRAIN

Get off at Spencer Street and take the Bourke Street

tram straight up to the corner of Bourke and

Exhibition Street.

BUS

This will depend on the bus company.Findthe closest

tram stopto the bus terminal andusethat to get to the

hotel.

TRAMS

The Melbourne Tram is a wonderful way to get to
anywhere on a tram line, provided that you do it

betweensix in the morning and midnight. There are

few, if any services in the wee hours. You can buy a
one dollar ticket that will take you anywhere within

the inner metropolitan area for two hours. Thisticket

works on busesandtrains as well. You can also buy a
two dollar ticket that will take you anywhere in the

inner metropolitan area all day. Again this works on

trains and buses. (Hopefully the costs on those won’t

go up before AUSSIECON TWO,but we can’t promise
anything.)

Jody Scott’s s/f satire is
sharp and entertaining.

“|, Vampire”
by Jody Scott.
Ace Books.

hat is one to make of this
second science-fiction novel

by Seattle author, Jody Scott?
Especially one which asks on the
cover, ‘“‘Can a seven-hundred-year-
old Transylvanian find true love
with a revolutionary Rysemian
fish-woman?”’

A lot of fun, for one thing. You
don’t like vampire stories? Sterling
O’Blivion is not an ordinary vam-
pire. Scott does a wonderful job of
shattering vampire myths as
O’Blivion explains how she has
lived to the present time and has
becomea top instructor at the Max
Arkoff dance studio.

Having established the vampire
solidly, Scott then introduces alien
invasion. Virginia Woolf and Ster-
ling O’Blivion have a wonderful
brawl in the ladies’ restroom, and
then fall madly in love. But Woolf,
whom O’Blivion met one time for
an hour, is really Benaroya, an
alien from Rysemus, whose natu-
ral form is that of a fat sea-pig.

There’s a method to all this
madness. The Rysemians are on
Earth to prevent the Sajorians, a
second alien race, from conquering
the world. They, too, are able to
assume human form. Whom can
one trust? Are Patty Cox and
Johnny File, friends of O’Blivion,
humanoralien?

There is much action in this
novel, but its real appeal is in
Scott’s stabs at the foibles and
shortcomingsof our society. Woolf,
as alien, and O’Blivion, as someone
who has seen it all, are perfect
spokesmenfor suchcriticism. Jody
Scott sees things with a clear eye.
You must read carefully, for she
can point a caustic finger with a
single throwaway line. And when
she really winds up, everything is
fair game: big business, the mili-
tary, politics, religion and more.In
addition to sharpness and criti-
cism, there are wackiness, clever
dialog, action andlots of love.

Underneath it all, there is the
sense that Scott loves humanity,
with all of its weaknesses. Her
sharp critical eye tells us to look
around, to see the awful things we
do to ourselves and each other. In
spite of what she sees, Scott is
saying “I love you, world.”

This reviewer doesn’t even like
vampire stories. But I enjoyed this
one immensely and recommendit
highly. I hope it’s not lost in the
hundreds of paperback books
which descend upon our drugstores
and supermarkets weekly. Jody
Scott and this book deservebetter.

I’ve been asked to do something fannish for this progress report. Fat chance! Too manyofuswill be reporting on

ourtrips to Australia for various fanzines, clubs, relatives, and friends. With my luck, I'll read every one of those

reports, and this seems to me more useful. A whole lot more useful.

How to Begin Mosttrip reports seem to have beenstarted the day after the reporter returned from thetrip. Thisis
like starting dinnerby pointingto a table and suggesting weall go out and buy someplates. Start your report early.
Start your report before you evengetthatlittle whatchamacallit book. Start your report now, with a record ofall
the significant events (big stuff) leading up to Melbourne.

youwere.It does meanthat you begin with the hopesandpitiful, only too human ambitions(marketable, I hope)
that drove you to come to Aussiecon Twoto begin with. (There are too many to’s in that sentence, butIll leaveit;

afterall, they’re not paying meforthis.) Face upto thefact that you wereafraid the committee would leave you off
the Hugoballotifyou didn’t go. Admit publicly that you didn’t want to spend a year talking about how sick the
chili made you at Nasfic. Be upfront.

But nottoo upfront. Upfront, many of us have always wanteda serious realtionship with a Koala. We should

concealthat, particularly if welive in the South orin a small town anywhere,suchasthatlittle mining townin the
West. Unless we want someone pounding on our door every time his burro elopes.

Since we’ve movedinto beginnings anyhow,I’m goingtotell you another way notto start yourtrip reportright
now:‘Oneshouldn’tparty all night, I thought, even withjet lag. Even with Bruce, Bruce, and Bruce. I went out on

the balcony to get a breath of fresh air and watch the sunrise slowly in the west. I was Down Under!I really was!
How remoteit had seemed that morning when Cuddlescalled to say that he wouldn’t drive meto the airportafter
all, that he had found someone new and was trading mein. . .’ Nobodyreally likes trip reports by automobiles,

not even if Bruce, Bruce and Bruce(all Australians are called Bruce) had a party in your frontseat.

Nor do we wantto read trip reports by burros. How do you knowifyou’re a burro? Yourfriendswill tell you. In

fact, I'll tell you: if you asked that question. ings

A Visit to the Stationery Store Do not get a spiral notebook, evenifit has a picture of Miss Piggy on the cover. Do not
get a neat tape recorder. The Guilty Party used to be a journalist, and as a result he ownshalf a dozen of the

. damned things and has spent manya lonely evening in their company. Believe me they are nothing.

(Have you ever wondered what magazine editors do the night before the interview? I’m gonnatell you. Theycall
up Weatheron the hotel phoneandtapetheir conversation with the weather guy:‘Hi! How’s the weather?’ ‘Thank
you forcalling First National’s Weather Service. Remember, save at First for a rainy day. Intermittent rain
tomorrow except where you’re going, where the rain will be heavy and continous, mixed with sleet. The

barometeris. . . CLICK.’ I once had a colleague who'dbeento Israel swear to me that in Tel Aviv the weatherman

says ‘Don’t Ask!’ He waslying throughhisteeth.)

Doget one ofthose bound volumesofwhite space generally called blank books. Thereasonis Thursdaynight with
Sheila. (Some Australiansare called Sheila.) About two p-m. Friday youwill write up Thursdaynight with Sheila in
great detail. About two a.m. Saturday morning — ifyou boughtthespiral notebook — youwill rip the whole thing
out, wadit up into a teenytiny ball, andflushit. (This is called editing.) And aboutnine p.m. on yoursecond night
backin the States you'll be ready to give a hundred bucksandall yourteeth for that teeny tiny ball. Don’t ask Miss
Piggy to help youthen!It will be too late. Vous should have trusted meinstead.Ifyou wantto, you cantry holding
yourspiral notebookslantwiseto the light and looking for the impressions of your Bic Banana on the next page
like Lew Archer and Travis McGeedo. You maybe surprised bythe things you find, but Thursday night won’t be
one of them.

The tape recorder is even worse. A really goodfriend of mine went to Aussiecon One, and he used the tape
recorder method. Early Friday afternoonhetalked into the mike about himself and Sheila, and when he got back
to the Oval Office he edited the whole eighteen minutes out. Some Busybodies found out aboutthis and helost his
job and everything. So you see.
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No,get the blank book,like I told you to. Then when you meet somebody at the Worldcon you can borrow my pen

and write everything up in glowingdetailifyou’ll let me readit. Saturday morning you'll be temptedto tear those
pages out, wad them into teenytinylittle ball, and flushit; but then you'll realizeit will spoil the entire book; and

you won’t. You'll cross that part out instead.

So when you get home, you can hold the page up to the light and read everything, just like secret writing.

Futhermore, you can makea ‘fair copy’ addinglots of details you’re almost sure happenedandleave the blank

book aroundfor the Right Friends to find when you go out for more beer. The Right Friendswill tell each other

they don’t believe you, but really deep downtheywill, and they’ll hate your guts. And that’s the very best kind of
trip report to have. whe

2. The motions,to ‘object to consideration’,to ‘table’, to ‘divide the question’, to ‘postpone’orto ‘refer to committee’shall be considered only after the

moverhas spoken to the substantive motion and before any otherspeechis called. It may be foreshadowedbefore the mover speaks.

3. Amendments to the substantive motion mustbe in writing and can be movedat any time during the discussion of the substantive motion.

Foreshadowed motions to the substantive motion must be in writing and may be moved at any time during the discussion of the substantive

motion.

At the conclusion of the debate, motions will be put in this order: amendments, the substantive motion (as amended), foreshadowed motions.

If the substantive motion carries, all foreshadowed motionsshall lapse.

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Encouraging people
to pay for science
voTHEorganisersof a scientific

gathering that has been gradually
losing money and audiences for the last
decade say they expect thousands ofor-
dinary non-scientific citizens to pay $8 for
the privilege of travelling to Clayton and
attending a half-day session at this year’s
effort, sceptical laughter is perhaps
excusable.

Butthatis just what Monash University’s in-

heritors of the legacy of the Australian and New
Zealand Association for the Advancement of

Science (ANZAAS) Congress are saying. In
order to revitalise the ANZAAStradition they
are organising a Festival of Science aimed

squarely at interesting and involving the
general public and students as well as scientists
and social scientists.

Whatts more, under the chairmanship of the
former Dean of Science at Monash, Professor
John Swan, and the presidency of New Zealand

ambassador and mountain climber, Sir

Edmund Hillary, they have every confidence
they will be successful.

“There’s a whole range of indicators that
people's interest in science is growing. Look at
the number of popular science journals that
have poppedupinthelast yearorat the success
of the television program, “Towards 2000’orat

the interest in computing in the schools,” Swan
said,

Even so, to translate that interest into bums-
on-seats in Clayton is going to take some doing.
But John Swan thinks it can be achieved with
the help of deer farming and allergies, bushfires

and the paranormal, AUSSAT and the
preservation of music. He believes that the tag
science covers many of the most interesting
thingsin ourlives, things manyof us would pay
$8 to find out about.

The organisers have asked Australian and
New Zealand scientists and social scientists to
submit ideas for sessions on any topic which
seems particularly important to them, and on

which they are prepared to run a half-day
session which will attract a paying public.
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Debate betweenscientists of different disciplines
also is encouraged.

Swan said: “The ideas for sessions are
judged on four criteria. The people involved

must be the best in their field. They must be
communicators who are effective enough to
cross disciplines and get through to the general
public. How the session is presented is
important, it must not be hamstrung by a
talking heads format. And there has to be a
market for it.”
Take the session on deer farming, for

instance, The convener, Professor Roger Short
of the Monash Department of Physiology,

reckons he can interest 250 scientists, farmers,
businessmen and environmentalists in
attending. But just to make sure, the $8 also
will entitle the participants to a demonstration

of darting and rocket-netting deer by helicopter,
access to a local deer farm, and a venison

barbecue. How is that for value!
Dr Tony Burgess, the director of the Ludwig

Institute of Cancer Research, is willing to

organise a session on thelatest in his field that
will not only cater for the educated layperson,
but also will be appropriate to doctors for
professional development. Heis confident there

is enough interest both in the general and
medical communities to ensure a large
audience.

Butthatis just the start of whatis going to be
happening at ANZAAS.Becausethis yearit is
Not just a congress but a whole Festival of
Science — la arts festival.

For starters, there will be a Community
Science and Technology program designed to
show people what is happening in research
laboratories and industry as well as demon-

strate how technology affects their daily lives.
Organiser Mr Bill Charles, who is employed
on a grant from the Victorian Ministry of In-
dustry, Commerce and Technology, hopes to
have 150scientific displays, demonstrations and

events running in all parts of Melbourne before
and during the congress.

“The program will go beyond simply an

arrangementof open houses. It will endeavour
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26-30 August 1985
to demonstrate the interdependence between

science and its consequences — the physics
behind a tram in the street, the chemistry
behind a glass of beer, the electronics behind
our telecommunications and emergency ser-
vices.

The Festival of Science organisers also

believe in getting to people while they are
young. So they have engaged top people from
universities and the media to design a special
Youth ANZAAS,to be attended by at least two
year 11 students from every secondary schoolin
Victoria, as well as others from all over
Australia and New Zealand and possibly Papua
New Guinea.

These younger participants will be assisted to
come to Melbourne by service clubs. On four
mornings, they will attend their own special
sessions in the Dallas Brooks Hall and on

Wednesday afternoon will be addressed by Sir
EdmundHillary. Therest of the time they will
be taken to the displays of the Community
Science and Technology program orto sessions
of the congress.

The special three-hour sessions will be on
Light, Life, Time and Space and will make use
of sophisticated audio-visuals, lively lecturers

and fascinating demonstrations to get their
point across. They will be professionally

presented stage presentations which will be
filmed for television.

Perhapsthe jewel in the crownofthefestival
will be the ASEAN Interaction — a one-day
workshop/conference to be held at the

Victorian Arts Centre to which it is hoped at
least six scientists from each ASEAN nation
will be invited.

it has had declining support even within the
scientific community. The reasonis, John Swan

says, that as more and more specialist
organisations for specific disciplines appeared,
they usurped the relevance of ANZAAS to
many scientists.
