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WILLY LEY
TO SPEAK

The Executive Committee of the 13th
World Science-Fiction Convention is happy
to announce that Willy Ley, distinguished
writer, lecturer, and one of the country's
foremost rocket experts, has graciously
agreed to anpear on the convention pgram.

The guest of honor at the 11th World
Science-Fiction Convention at Philadelphia
in 1953, Mr. Ley is well known to all
readers of science-fiction. He is also
well known to the general public through
his many popular books, his work on sev-
eral of the best of the science-fiction
motion pictures, and his recent appear-
ances on television. A noted paleontolo-
gist, as well as rocket expert, there are
few fields of science that his wide fund
of knowledge does not cover.

Born in Berlin in the early vart of
this  century, he studied zoology and
paleontology, first at the University of
Berlin and later in Koenigsberg in the
1920's, A short time later he began to
write for various German publications and
helped to form the German Rocket Society.
He was vice-president of that world-famous
organization for some years, and took part
in its exveriments in rocketry. When the
Nazies took over, Mr. Ley emigrated to the
United States.

He made a precarious living by writing
translating, and 1lecturing. After some
time, however, he became a regular con-
tributor to Astounding Science Fiction,
Esquire, Coronet, and other magazines.

His first American book, "The Lungfish
and the Unicorm", was published in 1941.
This was followed closely by "The Days of
Creation®,"Bombs and Bombing", and "Shells
and Shooting".

Mr. Ley became a citizen in 19L3. At
avoroximately this tiwe he also married
Olpa Feldman, and they now have two daugh-
ters. Mrs. Ley has i{llustrated several
of her husband's books.

Two of the best kn wn of his books are
"Rockets, Missiles aid Space Travel” and
"The Conquest of Spa-e". This last, in
collaboration with Ctesley Bonestell, has
been one of his most successful books.

He is now science editor of Galaxy
Science Fiction, in which his menthly col-
umn "For Your Tnformation™ apoears.

The convention is indeed fortunate to
have Mr. Ley as one of its principle
speakers. Those who have heard his speak
at vpast convertions Imow that his talk
will be one of the hich points of the
program.

In the
two oprevious reports we have enumerated
“he entertainment nlanned thus far, before
roine any furthur, we would like to talk
Y ut some of the disappointments we have
encountered.

The nature of this renort is to re-
~ord oropress, not only that which is fav-
orable, but ALL progress. The committee
feels that all members of the convention
are entitled to information concerning
those vprojects which we voromised, but
later found were impractical or impossible
to secure.

First item 1s a full-length play by
detsy Curtis entitled "The Mortal Taste",
that we tried unsuccessfully to produce.
We abproached numerous theatrical groups
in Cleveland, but nome could stage it, for
a variety of reasons. Time and money were
the greatest considerations. Cnly one co-
moany would give us an estimate, and they
wanted anywhere from $1,000 to $7,000 to
do it. As you can see, this firure is not
only out of the question, it is ridiculous.
Perhaps next .year's committee will be in-
terested “in 1ooking into the possibilitie:
ef oroducing this drama, with, we hope, a
1ittle more success.

Ttem two is a premier of a new science
fiction f1lm.

The Clevention scoreas another “firat™
by offering to the membership aouvenirs
designed expressly for them.

The response to the questicnnaire
mailed out by the Executive Committee was
0 overwhelmingly in favor of having sou-
venirs of some sort that the Committee ia
going ahead with confidence that they will
be a resounding success. More than half
the people polled perferred playing cards
with a science-fiction illustration on the
back. A smaller group favored the costume
jewelry. The smallest number wished no
souvenira at all, Sc as it now standa,
the playing cards have it, and the Commit-
tee has gone into full swing to have the
finished pruauct in time for the conven-
tion.

Since this was the first such endea-
vor, we felt it was only just to produce a
quality piece ot merchandise, and saccor-
dingly, we commissioned Virgil Finlay to
do the drawing. Everyone is aware of the
delicate care that he takes with his work,
and no doubt he will use this technique
to produce a piece of art well worth the
ocecasion. So intrigued by the idea, Mr.
Finlay has reserved the first twenty-five
decks off the press for himself. Lou Tab-
akow has claimed a total of ten and Leif
Helgesson, aregistration from Sweden;, has
reserved five decks. Bob Tucker (who buy s
every deck of cards that comes along
hoping it will have a pair of earmuffs in
it) has plaéed five X's on his questionaire
indicating (we hope) that he will want
five dacks. And there are many others that
have requested eanywhere from two to five
dacks of cards, indicating that the demand
will far exceed the supply. Apparently,
this is going to be the most card playing
convention in the history....well, 3just in
the kistory.

By the tire Progress Report No. 4
will be ready for press, we hope to ruve
the completed Finlay drawing in our hands,

N.S.B. REPORTS

In the Special Iassue of this Progress
Report were printed the three resolutions
passed last year at San Franoisco which
brought the national sponsoring dody to
its present form. These provided the nsb
with a membership and an Executive Commit-
tee. They did not, however, eastablish it
as a funotioning organization. Officers
of the nsb can hardly serve in behalf of
the members so long as the group has no
official name nor constitution under which
to act.

1t should be remembered that while the
basic funotion of the naticnal sponsoring
body ia to conduct the annual World Soi-
ence-Fiction Conventions, the establishing
of the organization is not intended to
alter the procedures which, over the years,
have been found best for this purpose.

If the business of the World Cons is
to bYe carried on as it always has been,
what, then, will the implementation of the
nsb actually effect? Let us convider
briefly the needs which prompted their
vericus spcnsora to propose the resolu-
ticns which created the natiocnal sponsor-
ing body as it stands today:

1.The need for a naticnel organization
to sponsor the VWorld Conventions in the
same way that other conventions are spone
sored by national or international groups,
and to present for publicity purposes a
united front to the non-fan public.

2. The need for pooling the advice and
experience of past Conveaticn Committees
for the benefit of future Jommittees.

3. The need for keeping the history
and reccrds of the World Conveaticns
intect.

4. The need for a way of determining
that each area of the country has a fair

oprortunity in the selecticn of convention
sites.

5« The need for assuring that the
groups bidding for conventicns are compos-
ed of responsitle persons.

6. The need for estatlishing permanent
conventien property and insuring the
svailatidty of convention recorda.

These are six needs which the World
Conventicn Committees have not been able’
to meet in tre past, btut.whick e function-

ing national sponsoring body, withecut

conventions, the headquartars hotel has
zonsented to set aside all but a very few
of their rooms for the convention members.
This is the fulfillment of every fans
dream. For four days, the convention will
literally run the hotel, BUT, and this is
e very big but, ONLY IF ACTION IS TAKEN
NOW TO MAKE YOUR RESERVATION. Unless ell
reserved rooms are claimed by August, the
convention must either release all un-
claimed rooms to the hotél, ér assume all
financial responsability for the unused

rooms at the termination of the convention.

If you are planning to attend the
convention or if you are merely thinking
of it, we sugrest that you forward your
reservation to the Manger Hotel immediate-

ly. Failure to do this may result in your
not having a place to sleep during the
convention. All of Cleveland's other

hotals have conventions lined up for the
Labor Day weekend, and while every room in
the city is not reserved, there WILL be
four conventions in town and accomodatiocns
will be crowded.

It is customary for hotels, in the
case of conventions, to reserve a block of
rooms until convention time, if any of the

rooms are not filled (and have not been
released) the hotel may bill the conven-
tion for the money it has lost., With this

in mind, it is easy to see just how an ex-
penditure of several thousand dollars
could be imposed on the convention.

This ddes not mean that the conven-
tion must be responsible for all rooms
chey request to be put aside. As we have
said, if the committee releases all un-
claimed rooma ten day prior to the c(ppsm-
ing of the convention, they will not te
billed.

the Clevention has 325 rooms reserved
for attendees. Past experience has proven

that this is a-.aatisfactory amount. If it
is necessary for us to have extra rooms,
the Cleveland Convention Bureau will bte

able to place members at other hotels.
However, this too, is a service that holds
only until ten days prior to the con.
Along with the other four conventions
in towp Labor Day weckend, there is one

more important reason why rocms will be
next to impossible to obtain at the last
‘minute. Cleveland and the aurrounding
area for about one hundred miles is base-
ball territory, and unfortunately (or
fortunately) the Cleveland Indians will be
in town in the heat of the Pennant race.
Over a holiday weekend in particular,
the Indians management run special trains
to nearby cities and small towns to import
vast audiences of ballfans. Under tha:best
circumstances, rooms are Hard to get, on a
baseball weckend, rooms are nonexsistant.

So you can see, that if you make your
reservation now, you will not only be as-
suring yourself of a room at the - conven-
tion hotel, but you will be doing your
part in keeping the whole hotel for the
convention. It costs nothin;g to reserve a
room, if you find yourself unable to ate-
tend, just notify the hotel by wire or
mail and your reservation will be canceled.

If you know someone who is planning
to attend and has not yet joined the com-
vention, won't you urge him to do so?
Let's make this one convention that really
had the whole hotel.

The major part of the conven-
tion year has passed and Labor Day
is now drawing to the fore. In less
than four months fans from all over
the country, and in a few instances,
from the world, will gather in Cleve-
land for the 13th World Convention.
The fruit oftwelve month's labor will
be spread over a minute four day pe-
riod with the last day climaxing in
the nominating and voting upon of the
next world convention site,

With the conventions evolving in-
to a more substantial form of a leg-
itimate society or organization, it
is apparent that they will have in-
augurated several rules and regula-
tions pertaining to all phases of the
convention. One of the most import-
ant pleces of legislation to be sub-
mitted before the annual convention
body for approval was the Convention
Rotation Plan. This was approved as
submitted to the 12th World Science=~
Fiction Convention in San Francisco
and was set into motion when Cleve-
land won the bid for the 13th World
Science Fiction Convention.

During the year, it has Dbeen
brought to the attention of the com-
mittee in several ways, that a good
number of people are unaware of the
San Francisco legislation. If youare
one of those people who are planning
to submit a bid, then it is important
that you adhere to the rules.

For those interested groups or

individuals who intend submitting a
>id for a future convention we pre-
sent the rules of the Convention Ro-
sation Plan as approved at JSaan Fran-
clsco:

THE CONVENTION ROTATION PLAN:

HESOLUTION:

In order to assure a more equi-
table distribution of conventian sites,
be it resolved that the North Ameri-
can Continent be divided into thres
geographical divisions, and that con-
vention sites be rotated among these
three divisions,
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The bids of cities to hold a
convention shall only be considered
and voted on if they lie within the
geographical division whose turn it
is; however, this rule may be set
aside by a two-thirds majority of
those voting on said convention,

In the event of such setting
aside, the normal principal of rota-
tion shall apply to bids made the fob
lowing year (i.e.,, if the order of
rotation is Area A, Area B, and Area
C, and if it is A's turn but the con-
vention is given to a city in B, then
the following year it shall be C's
turn,

The geographical divisions shall

be defined as follows:
: Montana, Wyoming, Coloradaq,
ew Mexico, and states west,

EAST: New York, Pennsylvania, West

rginia, Virginia, South Carolina,
Georgia, and all states east,
CENTRAL: All states between the a-
bove areas.

To simplify the above rules we pre-
sent a map which clearly shows the
area’ breakdowns as to which states
can vote and when. In the next is-
sue of our Progress Reports (No. &),
we will publish the complete rules
covering the convention and also
rules governing submission of bids
for future conventions. It must be
emphasized that the rotation plan
was designed primarily to insure an
equitable distribution or rotation
of convention sites, particularly
after it was found that West Coast
cities were being by-passed time and
again. It is our understanding that
soon, perhaps in 1957, the South will
test the rules and submit a motion
to either set aside the West Coast's
turn for a convention for that year
or elso to re-divide the North Amer-
iean Continent to include a fourth

area, Area "B" (The South). Up to
1ow there has been considerable
talk about "obligations™ to certain
areas. Two questions now arise: "Is
the South entitled to its turn by
setting aside the West Coast's turn
or some other area's turn?” Or:
"Shall an amendment be passed re-
dividing the North American Conti-
nent to include a fourth area, the
South?™ This article should not be
construed as a campaign to favor the
South. Rather, it is intended to
point out a few facts for all sides
concerned to consider, Of the thir-
teen conventions, three have been on
the West Coast and only one in the
South, Based on attendance figures
from the Chicago Convention and our
own, we have compiled some percent-
ages which show that the present 3
area breakdown seems more eguitable
while with a 4 area breakdown which
would include the South we find that
it is somewhat lop-sided, Listed be-
low are the breakdowns:

The
question naturally arises; Well, where do
we go from here? what vet remains to be
done hefore the nsb will be able to fulfil
the needs it was intended to meet? There
are three basic steps which may bhe taken:

First, the netional sponsoring body
must be named. Action in this direction
was suggested by the authors o the nst
resolutions passed in Sen Fronciscc.
Accordingly, the nening of the naticaoul
sponsoring body has been placed on the
agenda of the Thirteentl world Science-
Fiction Coanventicn.

Then, the nsb should adopt & constitu-
ticn. To facilitete this, Mrs. Noreen
Kane Felasca, as present Chairman of the
Executive Committee of the nsb, will ap-
roint a committee to consider suggestichs ',
and to draw up a proposed constituticn.
The members of this comnittee will-.be -
named at the Clevention tusiness sessicn.

It should be emphasized that the committes
will prepare a proposed constitutien enly.
This will be presented to theé Feufteenth
World Science-Fiction Conventign ,*in 1956
for the members' consideration and amend-
ments or approval, It is Haped that by
having the committee hear and compare the
various suggestions, and theft to report on
the ones that they feel toc be the best,
that much of the confusion of ‘drafting the
constitution during the ‘business session
will be avoided.

With a name and & econstitutidn, the
nsb could begin as a furetioning body.
There would only remain for®future consid-
aration the strongly debatablesquestion of
whether or not to lhcorporate. This wduld
