World Science-Fiction Convention is happy 
to announce that Anthony Eoucher, disting­
uished editor of "The Magazine of Fantasy 
and Science-Fiction" will be toastmaster at 
the banquet. Mr. Eoucher is no stranger to 
science-fiction conventions and banquets, 
having been guest of honor himself, at the 
Norwescon, in Portland, CreEon, in 19^0. 
• An extremely versatile person, Mr. 
Boucher has long been familiar to the read­
ers of science-fiction and fantasy as one 
of the finest writers in the field. In ad­
dition to his many duties as author and ed 
itor, he reviews mystery stories for "The 
New York Times Sunday Book Section," and 
s-f and fantasy for "The New York Herald 

Tribune Sunday Book Section." He is one of 
the founders of the Mystery Writers of 
America and a winner of their award,"The 
Edgar."

Born in California in 1911 > his real 
.name is William Anthony Parker White. He 
adopted his mother’s family name of Eoucher 
to keep his careers straight. William White 
wanted to be a playwright, but Tony Boucher 
found he could do quite well writing mys­
tery novels. He has done almost everything 
in the mystery field; novels, short stories 
and radio. An Always active interest in 
fantasy was stepped up when Mr Boucher dis­
covered science-fiction andjoined the fam 
ous Manana Literary Society (scene of his 
successful mystery novel, "Rocket to the 
Morgue.")

Working closely with John W. Campbell 
at "Astounding", he developed into one of 
the country’s leading s-f writers. Some of 
his most famous stories arei "Expedition", 
"The Ccmplest Werewolf", "Mr Lupescu", "The 
Ghost of Me", and "QUR".

His scholarship in science-fiction 
served him well when he and J Francis Mc­
Comas became co-editors of "The Magazine of 
Fantasy and Science-Fiction". It quickly 
became one of the top magazines published, 
and is today among the three leaders.

Mr Boucher brings to the convention* 
banquet a wide knowledge of science-fiction 
and fantasy, a great love for the field, 
and a reedy wit to enliven the evening.

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ACHIEVEMENT AWARDS REINSTATED
The need for some formal system of 
awards for deserving writers, edit­
ors, artists and fans in the sci­
ence fiction field has long been 
recognized by all concerned. It was 
pointed out by the Committee of the 
Eleventh World Science Fiction Con­
vention that this practice was be­
ing carried out on a well estab­
lished basis in fields outside of 
science fiction and cited the movie 
and television industries and the 
mystery writers' group as examples.
To this end the Eleventh World Sci­
ence Fiction Convention, held in 
Philadelphia in 1953, inauguarated 
successfully what is now known as 
The First Annual Science Fiction A- 
chievement Award.
For reasons of their own, the Com­
mittee of the Twelfth World Science 
Fiction Convention decided to drop 
this system of awards last year, 
thereby breaking the chain of what 
would have, and should have, been 
annual awards.
We, on the other hand, 
reinstate this system, 
succeeding convention 
would follow suit and

decided to

field.

Inasmuch as the sequence was broken 
last year, this year's award shall 
be designated as The Second Annual 
Science Fiction Achievement Award. 
Should it prove feasible, ( and we 
have every reason to think that it 
will) we will use the same type of 
statuette as used by the Philcon II 
Committee to honor the winners of 
each category.
It seemed almost inevitable that 
certain changes would not only be 
necessary, but would be instituted. 
With due respect to the Philcon II 
Committee and the excellent job 
they did, we felt it necessary to 
drop three of the categories, cut­
ting the total from nine to six.
These, then, are the six categories 
which you will vote upon:
1. NOVEL. Best book length novel or serial, whether originally pub­
lished in hard covers, paper back, 
or magazine.
2. NOVELETTE, Best novelette or 

novel originally published in a 
single issue of a magazine.
3. SHORT STORY. Any fictional writing too short to qualify for 
the above.
4. ARTIST. Best all around illus- 
trater in the science fiction or 
fantasy field.
5. PROFESSIONAL EDITOR.Best editor 
of a professional science fiction 
magazine, based upon his skill as 
evidenced by his publication.
6. FAN EDITOR OR STAFF OF EDITORS. Best editor or editorial staff o? 
an amateur science fiction or fan­
tasy publication.
To facilitate voting for these a- 
wards, a ballot will, be enclosed 
with Progress Report Number Three 
upon which your choices will be 
marked. You will note that this 
ballot also has a space provided 
for marking your choice for the 
Mystery Guest Contest. This ballot 
has been printed for YOUR CONVENI­
ENCE and we strongly urge you to 
mail it no later than Midnight of 
August 1st, 1955. Cards bearing a 
postmark later than this date will 
not be counted. Judgement of the 
voters will be final and it should 
be emphasized that ONLY CONVENTION 
MEMBERS are qualified to vote. In 
this respect, please be certain to 
PRINT your FULL NAME and MEMBERSHIP 
CARD NUMBER.
A few simple rules are in order:
1. You MUST be a Convention member 
to vote.
2. PRINT your FULL Name and Mem­
bership Card Number.
3. Fill in your choice and write 
LEGIBLY (Printing is preferred).
4. Describe your choice FULLY to 
avoid possibility of error. Where- 
ever possible, indicate the name 
and date of the magazine in which 
the work appeared.
5. Improperly marked or illegible 
ballots will be disregarded. The 
decision of the Committee, in this 
respect, will be adjudged as final.
6. Ballots not submitted on the 
approved form as provided with Pro­
gress Report Number Three will be 
disregarded.
7. Ballots MUST be postmarked NO 
LATER THAN Midnight of August 1st,

sarily, a high tarrif had to be leveled on 
all extra services. With due thanks to the 
SFCon Committee, and the attending body of 
members, who voted unanimously for the two 
dollar membership fee, Cleveland will be 
able to meet all expenses through member­
ships and the proceeds o f the auction 
alone•

Therefore, the lower advertising rate 
and the absense of all rates from table 
display space. But with ttyis space liter- 

aly free for the asking, we forsee one 
unavoidable problem.

The Chester room, directly adjoining 
the main convention hall has been specif­
ically reserved for this. It will hold- 
somewhere close to 35 displays. This is 
quite a large number and seeing that no 
other con has exceeded this, we think that 
we have ample room on hand to accomodate 
all interested parties. However, we will 
not have room for those fans that want 
space for the promotion of themselves.
