Harry Harrison was born in 1925 in Stamiford,
Conpocticut, but grow up in Mew York City, He wes
prompily drafted in the Army on his gighteenth,
whera he bocame an Instractor in the (ndfamous 50
machine gumn, repaired computors and even rode
shotgun on a garbage truck manned with prisoners.
After a short stint in college and a fonger torm in art
show, Harry spent the nost ten vears in New York as
an artist, art disector and oditor, and finally ended
up a4 froc-lance writer,

Whoen Harry became dissatisficd with a carcer a2 the
auther of numerous truc confesstons and men's
adventures, he packed his gear, his wife Joan and his
son Tod and drovie to Mexico, to start writing on his
firgt sf-novel, Unfortunately ke was exdght with the
vires bravellans, for from then on he pever dopped




travelling - and writing as well. The family, now
jeined by daughter Moira, roamed the world and
lived in over 30 countries, with longer stints in
Denmark, Italy, England and, finally, Ireland.
Betwoen travelling - ‘fanning around”, so to spoak -
he managed o write 34 novels, five collections of
short stories and & handful juvenilés. With somo
spane time left he also went heavily inte countless
anthologies, mnay of them with his friend and
collaborator Brian Aldiss [ see also Bibliography].

Golden Touch Wolfgang

Woligang Jeschke was born on Movemnber 19th, 1936
in Docin, CSR, and ten years later came to Wiestern
Cormany. He wos raised in the small town of
Asperg near Stuttgart, After Primary and High
School he finlshed an apprenticeship as teol maker,
then went back to High School. He dreamt of
becoming an aircraft designer and a NASA cancer.
Afer graduating from High School however, his
inberesls had shifted - his love for literatume turned
out to be stronger. He went 1o Munich o study
Philosophy and German Language and Literaturc.A
few years later he droppod out of University when
offcred a job as assistant  editor with Kindlers
Literaturlexikon - the largest ¢ncyclopodia of
literature in Germany. He began working for the
Literaturiexikon, and once again science fiction
changed his life. Kindlor's willingness to publish a
rew line and JeschkeB’s expertise on 3f nesulid in
the quality paperback line “Science Fiction fir
Kenner”. This brought him ) the attention of Hevnie
Verlag, who wene publishing sf in paperback since
1960, and had become the Icading publisher of
sclence Botkon in Gormany. They reprinted  Jeschke's
Lichtenborg Hne and as they were looking for a new
edlior at the time, Jeschke got-an offer he couldn’s
refuse.He took over the post in 1973 under two
promises:1) Novels were to be published uncut no
matter how longl) Establishment of original

anthologics introducing new  international avthors
As a matter of fact sf novels were regularly abridged
if they didn't fit a certain length cstablished in
distribution and book trade. This practice somet-
imes lod to lengthy disputes . with authors. Barbaric
% it was, some oven more barbaric nowels agtually
gained by ik some South Américan oditions of John
Morman's Gor serics For instance, wore based on the
abridged Heyne version. Some of those sheer
endless fantasy  serics by nowoer authors soem 1o be
crying out for the same treatment,., In his attempt o
publish long unabridged novels, Jeschke had to
overcome a general unwillingness of the market to
pecept higher prices for paperbacks. As a result the
German  publication of important but overlong
noviels like John Brunner's Sfend on Zenzibar were
delayed considerably. Once the opposition was
evercome however, the market boomed. Publication
schedules continously increased from 4 pitles a
month it 1973 to 12 a month in 1984, making Heyne
Verlag & leading publisher of selenoe fiction tiles in
the world. Wolfgang edited over a hundred
anthologies, but fouad some tme to write two
novels and dezens of storiceHis first novel, Der
kebzfe Tag der Schfisipiune was translated into Polish,
Caech, Hungarian, Bulgarian, French and English,
and won the Kued Lasswitz Preis, a Gesman
equivalent of the Nebula Award. The same award
went 1o Jeschke another five times. [est known ks
probably his nowvells Osivis Lomd which was a vitle
oy i [sanc Asimovs 5F Magarine and nominated
in 1985 for the Mebula Award - 10 our knowledge
the only non anglo- saxon shon fiction ever t be
nominated for Hugo or Nebula, His new nowvel,

Lers faca it: not many Worldcons are held in Holland. So we
thought it an excellent opportunity to dip into our hislory of
sciance fiction & fandom.

1, FARNDOM

Datch and Flemish fandom reatly started in the
19605, but bofoes those yoars there had boen soveral
shortlivied offors 3t cxtablishing a fandom in both
countrics, Perhaps the first sign of it in Holland was
the cight-page magazine Spaor Fistion (1952), which

lasted but one issue. A vear lator Plagest was
bunchod, which also savw only ore e, In Flanders
the "Club Alpha® was establiched in 1953, and in the
same year a sort of mini-convention was held n
Antwerp.

For some time thereafior, SF fandom scomed 1o
disappear ampletely. [t mappoancd in 195, when in
Haollaad the NOSE (Duteh Contact Contre for SE)
was founded, thanks to a vislt byFemea Ackerman
to Amsterdam in August of that year and the
5u1::.-|:qu|:'nl; cfforts of P Hans Frankfurther, Alben
Taal and Leo Kinde. A year kater these thee founders
of the NCSF organized the first 5F convention, in
Amsterdam, for which occazion the clubzing
Hellind §F was launchid, The sccond asue did not
appear until 1963, but later on it became a very
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regular bi-monthiy [n 1970 the editorzhip was laken
ovar by Anncmarie van Ewijck, who made the
magazine into the leading Duteh fanzine with a
rather wide circulation of mane than 400 Gnduding a
subscription from an Moscow librand). In 1550 the
editorship was taken over by Nico Poppolier.

In Flanders there were sevoral short-lived fanzines in
the mid-1960s [e.g. 5F Nisuws, Kosmos, Toekomsl,
alax, Sfontoown, and Sfax] but it took some years
bofore the sort of national organization akin to KCSF
wiis ostablished, This came about in 1969, when,
amang others, Danny de Laet and Jalian C. Raciveld,
the editors of Koimos and Sfast respoctivily, founded
SEAMN, with Bacsveld's fancrine as official elubzine
Like the Dhutch, they organized their first convention
the following year, Since 1973 the two clubs
arganizod the annual Bencluxcon together , which is
held alternately in Holland and Flanders.

The most successful convention took place in
Rotterdam in 1981 - the first that received national
publicity boecauso it was officially oponed by the
Duteh Minister of Culture,

The history of Flomish fandom is much more
intrigate than in Holland, because of numerous
fouds. After 2 bout of quarrels, SFAN got a new
leadership and a now clubzine, Info-Sfan (1570,
oddited by Simon Joukes. In 1974 the titke changed to
5F Magazine and the editorship was taken over by
Fobort Srets. From the 'b:.-s;inninﬁ the magazine was
poarly produced and, unlike Hollind 5F, remained
0. Howowver, it was also more international in stope
than its Duteh equivalent: it fedtured mone neviews
of American works and paid attention 1o French &F
av well tlogically enaugh, as many Flemings can
read French casily). Around 1980 the SFAN
arganization fell inte decay; SF Magezine
disappearcd in 1982 afer several titke changes. The
most important Flemish faniine ot present is Eddy
Bertin"s £F Gids (8F Guide) which was founded in
1973,

2 TRANSLATED SF

As in most countrics, Jules Yerne was almost
immadiately translated in Holland and bocame very
popular. In the 18%0s, the large Duteh publisher
Elsevier produced a famous complete edition in 65
volumes, the so-called "blue booklcts®. The
rendithons, however, wore - again as in most
counirics - desperately bad dand il are today, for
nearly all reoent editions are based upon the original
travistations). In those yoars, ianadattons of the then
world famous utopias by Bellamy, Morris, and - a bit
kater - Wells came out spon after publication in their
original language. One can way that a fais number of
the important antiutopias of the late-19th and Nrh
aenturies have been transtated, and often quite soon
after their original appearance, Bun this is not the

case with SF proper. Although there have boen some
SF books which quickly appeared in translation - c.g.
ER Burrough’s Marticn Sage - one cannot say that
before the mid-1960s the Dutch market gave a real
reflection of international 5F production,

Ia 1957 five anthologiod wene publishod; two of them
edited by the prominent Dutch poct and novalist
Sybren Polet, one by playwright, novelist, and
eccastonal SF writer Manuel van Loggem, and wwo
others by A. de Bruyn and A. van de Hock. It is
worthy of note that the publishers of Polet's and Van
Loggem’s books were Bakker-Daamen and De
Bezige Bij, two of the foremost Dutch literary
publishers. Their high reputation gave some stius
b 5F, but unfortunately thoy nover again ventund
inio the feld of SF

Two years later another imponant publisher bocame
interested: Spectrum. Sinee World War [, this firm
had bovn publicsking an ambitious paperback serics
called “Prisma®. In s carly yoars this was a 2oniez of
high literary quality (the complete works of Dickions
wore published in i), but gradually its character
changed 1o become the most important outlet for
detective fiction and for first-rate popular scionco.
Before 1959, Prisma had alrcady published a fow EF
rovels, bl now a more or lezs regular SF program
was undertaken, boginning with two boaks a year,
ard later expanding to between lour and cight.
Botween 1959 and 1964 Spectrum published somo 15
books by authors of high roputation: Wyndham,
Asimov, Bradbury, Clarke, ctc, From the beginning
all books wore labelled “SF7, if not on the cover, then
in the blurk. The imnslations were very good; some
were done by the notable poct C. Buddingh®.

In 1964 another publisher, Bruna, started an 5F
program within {is paperback serics “Zwarte
Boertjes® (Black Bearsk: the first book was ane of
Edmund Crispin’s Best 5F anthologics, soon
Followed by works by Simak, Brown, Asimov, and
ek,

In 196T ik Frst Frnuing sewird wilh uniform covers
ared a separale numbering was stancd by the large
publishing house Mewlenhofl. This was to bocome
the most inportant and most ambitiows SF series in
the country. It started with 10 books a year, and up 1o
rw 275 volumes have appeancd. Thi series consists
of all sorts of SF: pulp, high brow, classics,
“promizing” new authors, snd w0 on. As in most 5F
sorics the oditors do not seem 1o have much rtenes
in generic questions, for a 1ot of fantasy is publiished
undes the 5F label,

After the commercial success of Spearum
Meulenbofl, and Brura (which in 1971 also stamed o
uniform serics under the “Black Bears® tmpring

about ten other publishers tied o 2ot in on the ac
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Up to 1980 all these publishers together produced
more than 730 $F books, among them some 60
antholagics and 120 collections.

In the 1980s, however, the 5F boom was over: the
market declined to figunes of the carly sictics and at
this moment only Meulenholl =61l has a regular SF
line. For the rest; 5F (and fantasy and horror)
consists of folated works seattered over the whole
Hiterary fickd.

All that has been said so far concerns publishing in
book form. There have also boen a fow efforts to
establish a market for SF magacines, Betwoen 1967
and 1968, the reprint magazine Galaxds appeared, but
it was poorly produced and very badly translated,
and came o an end after five issues, A new effort
was undertaken in 1971 by Manuel van Loggem
with Morgen (Tomorrow], a handsomely printed and
illustrared slick magazine which, however, alio
lasted only five issucs. In 1977 Kees van Toorn
launched his Orbil, o shick quarterly that relied on
transtations feom US or oocasionally from German
5F; original Dutch or Flemish material was very
scldom wsed. Orbit temporarily discontinued in
1588, due to the fortheoming Worldoon in 1999,

3, ORIGIMNAL 5F

Dutch liverature is casennially realistic, Even in such
literary eras the Romantic period or the Fin-de-
Sitele, when the fantastic cra was in vogue every
where, the quantity of Dutch famastic fiction was
veey small. Consequently, no coherent or even
continuous tradition of fantasiic fiction exists, leg
alone a tradiiion of SF. There are only some
individual books belonging of course to the great
European tradition of fantasy, but not to any native
tradition of this kind of fiction. It is thercfore
impossible to give a roal histarical account of the
development of Duteh and Flemish SF and fantasy;
one can only give a chronology of some more or less
impontant individual novels and storics.

During the BEomantic era, when the influence of the
Enfightenment was still very strong, several writers
prodused, mostly in the form of imaginary voyages,
descriptions of o future Holland. This genre of
wtepian Hicrature continued o exist during the 1%h
cuntury, but all examples of it retain no more than a
historical interest, and the vast majarity have boen
totally forgomen (even the most comprohensive
histories of Dueh Herure do ot mention tham),

Besides wioplan fictlons, there i3 only one other
proto-SF work which deserves some attention: the
planctary voyage Kerl terhaal man seme sommerkelipr
lachireis en viewue planectomtdeniing (Shont Narrative
of a Remarkable Airvoyage and the Discovery of 2
New Planes, 1813) by the once famous poet and

31

scholar, Wilkom Bibderdifi. Thas charming novella is
typical old-fashioned SF because of its extensive
roflections on the salar system and the paoudo+
scientific explanations of wonderful events
Morcover, it can be very funny at imes and still
remadns readable.

This typeof fiction 13 extremely scance in Holland,
whene most proio-SE conaists of uteplas, imaginary
vovages, descriptions of the future, lost world
novels, and o -on, This liccrary state of affairs has
carricd on intg the mid-1960%, when signs of the
beginnings of a native SF tradition started
appoaring, Inthe carlicr half of this century; one can
only point at s2uch isolated instanoes as Gevleugelde

daden (Wingoed Deods, 195), written by the noted
playwright Herman Heijermans under the
prevdonym “Samuel Falkland®, or Mel versioerde

mierennes! (The Disturbed Ant-hill), 1916) by the
minor aevelist Kees van Bruggen. The first is a
humoristic account of “the adventures of the first
Dutch air-skippers” {according to the novel's
subtithel; the second is a gloomy end-ofsthe-world
novel, wiritten under the influence of the hormoss of
the First World War,

More important are some anti-ulopian novels. In
Flanders, Jef Scheirs weote Hef einde der weveld (The
End of the Warld, 19290, an attack on communism
from an orthodox religious point of view, A man
with extreme right-wing opinions, Schiirs antacks
not so much the totalilarianism of communism as s
tendency Lo make the whele of saciety uniform, A
pia for the restoration of the old hicraschical secal
order, the novel ends with God, a3 the supreme
eepresenkative of hicrarchy, destroying the
comimunist world skate.

A contrary point of view §s taken by the Duich
writer Maurhs Dekker in his TR, 133, (1924), a
description of a fasclst “Unfted Stares of Euvrope” in
the year 3000, The novel B a wwpical 20th-century
dystopia in o far as it shows all the characteristics
which are common to that subgenre: the “maching™
a5 a thredt w human noteee, the diviEion of socdety
into a small ruling elite and a mass of obedicnt
workers, the replacement of names by numbers, the
control of the masses by audiovisual means, the ol
absence of any legal security.

By far the maost important work wniten in this veln
is the famous novella Blekken {(Blocks, 19311 by
Ferdinand Bordewijs. Bordewijk's is in part a purely
desriptive aocaunt of 2 1otalitarian state, and in part
a story about an unsucoessful rovolt against it From
the literary standpoint, it is 2 vory interesting wark
bocawer of cerain ambiguitios. Inteemal evidenoe
makos it elear that the state i deseribed Mot be
Incated somewhene 16 Bussin One is thus tempted 1o



regand the book as an aftack on communism -which
it surely it in that it details many phenomena
commonly associated with communism: red flags,
uniformity, the absence of social difforences based on
sox, a certain prudishness, no private Propeny o,
But at the same time, the state shows many
chractoristics which are usually azzociated with
fagcism: a strong emphasiz on body culture and
militarism, the use of an cagle os date mascot, siff
marches in free nature, chauvinistic songs, and
gspocially o “scientific” racism. The end of the book
i2 also ambiguouns: the revolt (s indood unsucoessiul,
bt £t s suggested that the state is already so much
affected that sooner or later it will collapse.

What is cspedially ambiguous is the author®s stance
tward all this. Bordewifi’s fiction bolongs to the
literary movement which is pethaps best known
under itz German label Newe Sachlickkeil (Mew
Functionalism}: it s written as objoctively as possible
and in a cold, detached style conveyed by vory
shorl, biling sentences which are at times
syntactically steange. Nevestheless, thoee are some
passeges kn which the author shaws his coptempt for
the society he describes; Intevspersed in the bext are
such remarks as “Some lamang the ruling ¢lass) had
in their faces the reflection of madness™ or “in the
prisons there was more personal freedom than
outside”.
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An extremely important Dutch novelist, Bordewiik
became famous for his psychological novels, bul he
alse wrobe very fine fantastic short siorics, some of
which can be considered SE Most of these are 10 be
fourd in the collection Vertellingen van gererziide
(Tales from the Other Side, 1951); not inchaded in
thay volume is the emarkable “Einde der mencheid”
{End of Mankind, 1959), which i% not 2o much a
slory as a fictional esa2ay, in the sivie of Borges, about
the struciure of the universe, seen as consisting of
layers of "positiva, neutra, and negativa”™ inan
infinite continuation. This late work presonts
mankind as but an unimportan phenomenon in one
of the endless layers of the cosmos; he will
eventually disappear, leaving na traces at all,
Another writer of ghort fantasies who also published
some 5F is Beleampo’ (H. Schonfeld Wichers). His
clever and witty storics ano widoely road, and some of
them have become classics of Duteh literature. His
bost SF stories are perhaps the robot tale "Veorland ™
(Forcdland, 1935 and "Het verhaal van Oosterhuis®
(The Story of Qosterhuis, 1946), a curious blend of
imaginary voyvage, utopha, dystapia, and lost world.

All the somotime authors of SF betsveen the twa
world yrars are mainstream writers who but soldom
ventered into the SF ficld, The same applics to the
peried immediately aftor the Sceond World War. It
was only in tha mid-"60= that some authors came to
the fore who eould be considered as real SF writess.
The SF from the mainstream wrilers, howeves, is by
far more important, bocause its litorary quality is
considerably highor and it has a much wider
readership. Some of s puthors ane considered as
putstonding fgures of modern Duteh and Flemish
literature; and although on the whele they have
writken anly a fetw warks that can be labeliod SF (b
nover 1%, becausé the term 5F has an ¢ven more
negative connotation in Holland and l]-l:’;gium than
clsewherel, they deserve wider altention hene,

The two most important Flemish writers o this
regard are Ward Riyshinek and Hugo Rac. In 1965,
Rli].l.i!'irlck Fuhliﬁhl:d the il}':.tul.liun noviel Hed
resevodal (The Reservationd T, o biver anack on s
poar-future Belgium that is tetatly cemmapted by the
cultura] and political imperialism of the US, In the
mid="80s anti-American senfiment in Burope was
VEIY Srong, as overyene knows, and the nowel has e
b seen in that lighe. Ies anti-Americonizm seems a
bt datod now, but that docs rot makie the novel a5 2
whole outdated, for essontially it 35 an attack on anv
modern represshae socicty, cither right-wing or lef-
wing: the habit of putting dizsenters in psyehiaeris
clinics, for instane, reminds one mane of repression
in the former USSR than of near-future Amorica,

Hugo Kaes wrote two remarkabie imaginaey
voyages: De [etgerallen (Adventunes, %581 and (n



sequel, Keizigers in de Ante-fd (Travellers in Anti-
Time, 19700, Four people, father, mather, daughter
and som, travelling in an unknown land, go through
all kinds of adventures, some of them very homible,
and in the end they lose one another in wtter
darkness, Their purney has neithor starting point
nor destination; sometimes they are called
“Rugitives”, but it remains unclear what they are
flecing from, In the sequel thoy find one anmher
againand try to fly out of "Peace City™, Now they
hawe a starting point bul again noe destination.
Clearly, the first journey as such must be interproted
a% 2 symbolic one, but a jourmoy whore: to uwph? 1)
death? home? Al the end of the seeond novel, the
four ano tmvelling faster than light and becoma time
travellers who land at the beginning of the first
book. S0 their journcy is cyclic, suggesting that
man‘s life is a pointless vevage through
incomprehensive events, the end of which is at once
the beginning. There is no such thing as man’s
destination; there is only o destiny which signifies
rothing.

Beides theis bwo books, Racs wroic anoiher SF
novel, more traditional and less intoresting: De
werwgesting pam Hyperion {The Destruction of
Hyporion, 1978}, a post-catastrophe fiction about the
immortal descendants of mankind and their fight
with evolved rats, He also published seversl very
firer SF ehart stories, most of which can be found in
Bankroet tan éem charmeur (Bankrupicy of a Charener,
18671,

In Holland five writers deserve attontion. A very
strange book i Fel carmarinm (The Carnary, with a
pun on “laboratory™, 1973) by tho poct Leo Veoman,
It deseribes how, in the course of a sueeessful
attempt 16 cneate meat in a biological laboratory, the
meat in three test tubes takes shape and grows into
three groen babies who mature unbelicvable quickly
and then art travelling all over the world (in fact, to
th various counteies nowhich the suthor has lived),
The book is sometimes very funny, but also very
difficult at times bocause of its idiosyneratic
language and [ntricate composition (which is far too
complicated to cuplaln here).

D¢ tockomst vanm gisteren (The Fulure of Yesterday,
1972) by Harry Mulisch iz not @ novel but a long
essay in which the author explains why he has not
written a projected novel by thae title, The novel
would have presented an alternative wortd in which
the Germans had won the Second World War, Within
that alternative world the protagonist is writing a
novel about & world, alternative to his, In which the
Gormans had lost the war, 5o far the concept shows
o remarkabic nsemblance 1o Dick™s The Man in the
High Castle, but « unlike Dick’s - the second novel
had 10 be fully reproduced within the text of the

first. What interosted Muliseh was the difference
botween the real world in which the Cermans had
lost the war and the imaginary world in which the
same thing happens. 5o the book as a whole had to
bocomae 2l the same me an alternative world nowvel
and what is called in Gorman Biterary theory a
“Doppelroma”  {double novel). Mulisch
demanstrales in his ossay that this combination is
theoretically impossible. | cannot explain the
arguments here, since thoy have to do with rather
difficult questions of narrative, but they are vary
convincing. And even if they were not, the book
would shill make obligatory reading for any writer of
alternative workd novels,

Mulisch, like Racs in Flanders, is considercd to be
ong of the most impontant modern novelists, and has
writben several fantastic novels and stories. Some of
the latter can perhaps be considened 5F - e.g, “Wat
gebeurde er met Sergeant Massure?™ {(What
Happened 10 Sergeant Massure?), which appears in
his mo#t important collection of fantastic storics De
persicnde meng (Omamentod Man, 195720

Ancther reputed novellist is computer expert Gerrit
Krel. D man achler het raam (The MMan behind the
Window, 1983) is the rathor difficult story of Adam, a
thinking computer, who contémpliotes about the
problem of what a human being really is. When he
has developed into a full human being, he
undergocs the fate of all mankind and dics.

Two mone Dhatch authers have yot to be mentioned:
Fein Blijstra and Manuel van Loggem, both short
siory writers at heart. Blijsira's best known SF
collection 5 Het planslarine tan Olze Olzinga (The
Orrery of Otoe Otringa, 19621, ten humaorous stories
about all kinds of 5F cliches, Van Loggem writes
interesting fantasy with slight SF leanings; his best
collection is [et Knfdelecen der Priargen (The Loves
Life of the Prisrgs, 1968,

As | have alrcady noted, in these years there were a
few authors who can be regarded as SF writers. The
most remarkable ks the Dutch physicise DHondjs
B‘urgﬂr, thar writer of Eolland (Sphercland, 1957, a
sort of soquel 1o Abboit's classic Flatlard, The book is
subtitled “a rovel of curved space and an expanding
universe”, Just as the Enghishman Edmund Abbott
usied o fictional guise to iry 1o demonstrate, in
Flattand, the existence of the fourth dimension,
Burger does so using modorn post-Einsteinian
physics. His shor: movel 38 a sort of minor ¢lassic in
the 5F world (Burger (s the only Dutchman who has
an entry in Tuck's Emcyclopedial™, [n 1977, Burger
pubished the collection De rreemde eemaermin (The
Strange Mermaid), comprising for the most part
stories written in the 1930z and “30s but never
publishod at that time. They ane the only instandes of
the Amaxing/Wonder Storics type of $F story that |
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know of in Helland - which is, unforiunately, just
another way of saying that they are virtually
unrcad able today.

The two most prolific $F writers are Felix Thijssen
and Eddy C. Bertin, The first, originally a writer of
adventure fiction for the juvenile market, started to
write SF in 1971 when the first volume of the s6-
calied “Mark Stevens cyele” appearcd. This i a run-
of-the-mill space-opera series, the first volumes of
which seemed to be aiming at young adults, but
which gradually became mone mature. The sories
ended with a good eight volume, D prorten tan kel

paradijs (The Cates of Paradize) {n 1974, Later
Thifssen wioto several more sorious novels, the best
of which is Emmarg (1976), a sad story about a
frmale alien abandoned on Exrth

Eddy C. Bertin is the only modern Belglan author
who has some reputation in the English-speaking
world, thanks to his own English translations of
eeveral of his storics, “Mombrane Universe Cyele”
can be called his bost work , which was collected in
three volumes (1976-1983). The storics are
interspersed with lyrics, fake documents, editorial
comments, imetables, and w0 on. Mot connecied s
the collection De achijaarlijkse god (The Eight Year
Cod, 1971). Bertin 5 an active fan who odits his own
fanzine, §F Cids, and is an ardent bibliographer as
well. In addition to SF, he has written numerous
horror storics, which are perhaps the better part of
his opus (he has a rather large entry in Ashloy's
Who is Who in Horvor and Fantasy Fictionft9,

Two ather writers deserve mentioning in this survey
Chne 1% the Fleming Paul van Herck, who come on the
seenie in 1965 with a collection of ingenious short
storied, De eirkeds (The Circlesh, His first and moss
important noviel was Sam of de pluterdag (Sam or the
Fluterday; 1968), a very funny satire which won the
first Europa Award™, A similar, but nastier, Dutch
wirk s Duwels en eranpemecrer (Demons and Crange
Dams, 19680 by “Grovis”, the pseudonym of two
former editors of the Meulenholl 5F serics, Ruurd
Groot and Eduard Visser. This attack on hypocritical
puritan prudishress has been heavily influenced by
the “lower power™ movement of the Bs.

A remarkable Duteh debut was De sersben pan Rissan
(The First of Rissan, 1980} by Wim Gijsen, a lost colony
noveld aboul the desoend ants of mankind on the planet
Rissan. In 1981 the sequel De komingen tam weleer (The
Kings of Old) appeared. Both novels hold their own
with the better Amerfcan novels of this type, Laer
books by Giisen ane all young adult fantasy,

Duatch and Belgian 5F writers aro faced with a
particular difficulty. the unwillingness of publishers
1o use original material Thero are two reasons for

this. One i5 commercial: translated SF sells much
better than original 5F For example, because the
noviels of Van Herck and “Crovis™ wiore not commers
cial suscosses at Meulenhoff’s, that publisher did not
print original material again unnl 1960 (the Gijpen
noved). Secondby, publishers ofton complained about
ther very poor quality of the manuscripis they get, 8
result of the fact that beginning writers have no
chames 0 loarn their trade, mainly bocause thene ane
not pulps in Holland and Belgium {and never have
beon). The only avenue open to them is the fanzines,
and their eritical standands aro protty kow.

The gap was filled for some time by the original
anthology series Canymedes (1978), odited by Vincont
van der Lindon. Howover, the series nover 501d very
well and consequently it was stopped in 1985 uniil
its rebirth in 1959 by a Flomish publisher still edited
by Van der Linden.

4, CRITICISM

Concemning Dulch and Flemish SF criticism one may
b brief: there is hardly any This lick is not so much
the result of a general contempt of SF by literary
scholars as of their general nogloct of all kinds of
popular lierature. Very fow serious studies oxist on
say, thrillers, comic books, and 20 on,

Yot there are some cxamples of serious SF eriticlsm.
Aside from a fow general introductory beoks and
artichkos in the 1950s and “60s, the first really imper-
tant work was a disseriation by Ricmer Reinsma on
the history of Dutch and Flemish utopian literature:
Vim hoop naar warrschucoring (From Hope to Warning,
T970). The book suffcred from the absones of any
other studies on jts subject (i s, in face, the first book
im ihis field!), and a2 a result, the author hod to
confine himsclf to some very basic remarks, which
need o be broadenoed and decpencd and corrected in
future studies {yet to be undertaken).

The second important work of eritieism did not
appoar until 1977: Science fichioen: fafios or shatus quo?,
a eollection of scholarly articles, edited by the
Belgian university toacher Luk de Vo, In 1954-1985
he edined three connedted volumes: Waar kelden
stervem (Where Hoeroes Died, Laarsd nog (04 Late} and
Just the Obher Dy, The first 15 a collection of stogics
by Dutch ard Flemizh fans, the second contains 14
articles, mainky by Flemish scholars, the huge thind
volume bears an English tithe and containg 40 articles
by Europcan scholars, written in Dutch, French,
Cigrman and English.,

In 1979 Fantagfeer (Fantasphere) | the first serious
biblography, appeared; a listing by A, Spaink ot al.
of all fantasy and SF that had boeen published
through 1978, This book, w0, was hampered by the
near-tota] absende of provious checklists and indices
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that could have served as its Foundation. Sl it is a
very important catalogue; the only one that
compares favourably with the many bibliographic
works produccd by British and American fans,

Besides thete theoe books there are some others, but
they are all very short and sometimos not very
reliable, Moroven most of them are purely introduc-
tory texts which are pretty much superfluous, given
the number of forvign introdudtions 1o 5F that have
been translated since 1974, OF the mone scholarly
works on 5F, however, not a single one has been
translated so far (and | have the impression that they
are not widoly read in their griginal language by
Euteh and Flemish students of 5F), Mar is there a
single Dhiteh Bibrary that subsiribes to Exfrapolilion,
Foundalian, or Scicnee Fiction Studis. [t can thenefore
b sald -without much exaggeration, I'm afraid - that
the vast body of S5F scholarship is virtually unkeown
in Holland and Belgium.

My own “5F en literatuurwetenschap™ (5F and
Literary Sclonco) in the schalarly hterary quarterly
Forumt der Ledleren, (1950} was an attermpt fo change
that siteation somewhat. In the essay | provided the
Dutch scholar with a survey of modem SF literary
#gienon, conired on the problems of 5F as a genre, the
history of SF and its cvaluation. This was the frst
article about SF in such a journal, and now, ten years
later, it remains the only one. B

McKillipson had raised our body temperature so
much that we were imporvious to the harsh
mauntain cimate, [t only had one disadvantage - we
eouldn’® pest too beng inoone place and often had to
mave and s chowehere during the night. Bob
ignored this warning during our night on the South
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Coil. This almos proved to be fatal. When | awokieat

Here we were, starding in the diffuse Tight like two
halry old apes gasping thedr Tungs ouwt, Ye'd made &,
we'd managed the entire cight thousand eight
hundred fory and cght meters by virtoe of our own
strenght - by fair means! Qur full inner potential had
boon mabiliaed after all,

We enjoved the olation of the summmit before our
mountain comrade from Zimbabwe would arrive.
The clouds opened and the sun broke through. We
brushed the spow off each other's fur,

Yie had to wakt until the camerarnen- arrived in the
helicopters o film us, Rich Worley waved through
the window and made a Vesign, We unrolled the
Union Jack and flourished it energetically before
packing it into the special container on the summit.
We then entered our names in the summit book as
suconsful climbors, the nos, 3763 and 3764, while a
Chinese helicopter hodvened abowve us to docament
soversign rights.

b b5 chear that had Andnew Porter never exdsted,
it would have been necessary to invent him.,
Some consider his explodts in fan and seml-pro
publishing merely the stuff of fable. Yot facts
brought to Hght by fannish excavation, deep in
the towering stacks of decaying paper covering what
was once North America, lead 1o the necessary

For many fans and professionals the name of Andrew |, Porter,
the editor of Science Fiction Chronicles, is well-enaugh kagwn in
the figld, though perhaps a bil less in Europe. An exceliant
reason to ask one of his friends (0 provide us with soma
background material, lan Andrews, a good friend of Andy, was
kind enough to excavate some facts. The results are here. Now

conclusion that Porter's exisbence was real.

More to the point, the fact of his life and exploits is
now undeniable. But what led Porter to the
invention of the full colour semd-prozine, which, in
its cndless permutations and variations, has utterly
changed oue famnish lives - for the bettor or worse is
unclear - is shrouded in the mists of fannish
prehistory, The following gives the first fentative
facts about his place in the primeval history of
fandom. They establish a background against which
hiz later explobts can be seon in a clearer conboxt.
And they explain why his final years ended as they
did, with the destroection of all that he held dear and
the deaths of =0 many fans,

Parter was born in Detrodt, Michigan in 1946, the
socond son of a high school phys. ed. teacher and
coach. His carly years were more uneventful, That
all changed in 1955, when his father died. The family
~a 5 years older brther and Ris widowed mother -
maved ta New York Oity, where his roots were. The
e aourntd o Libor Dhay woekend of 1956 « the
date af MY Con 11, the 1956 Worldeon. Poarter
adpisted poarly to life in MNew York City, He had
problems in school, hated sports, and spent his time
reading and playing alone: all activitics of the typical
proto-SF reader. Introduced 1o SF by his older
brother and to the 5F magazines by an Sth-grade
tezcher, he bocame an active 5F collecior, fiest of Ace
Double novels, then SF magaxines including FA&SF
ard Analog,

you know Andrew Porter.

His first contact with SF fandom wasn't particulariy
memerable; around 1960, at the age of 14, Porter
started calling fans and professionals in the Mew
York City anea, ¢aming the nickname “phone fan®

Wollheim told the proto-fan, putting him in touch
with the Mew York SF Socicly, the Lunarians, and
with Ted White of the New York Fanoclasts.

It was all downhill from there. Porter, judged too
neoish for the Fanoclasts, was waleamed by the
Lunarians, He went to his first fan mectings in late
1961, his first convention in carly 1%2. Caing away
to school stowed his fanac during 1962 and 1963, but
he resumeed In full force in 759404,

His first Worldeon was Dicean | in 1963, The
convention, held just a week after Martin Luther
King's March on Washington, was memarable
bocause his mother didn't want him to pay $ for a
hotel room. Instead he stayed at the YMCA, in an
unrairconditioned room next to the clevalor shafi,
He ate peanut butter sandwiches {n the MAF roam,
and greasy little hamburgers bought en route 0 and
from the convention.

Late in 196, after sccing other pedple’s Tareins, he
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started publishing what at first was a two-page
double spaced fanzine with litle going for it called
Algel. Mo one cowld have foretsen that this would
grow, change, evolve into one of the first scmi-
procines, become a Hugo award winner, later
change its name bo Starskip, and die in 1984

In 1964, lois changed. Porter graduated from high
school and began atending bi-weokly mectings of
the MNew York Fanoclasis, which woon alterpated
with the Bi-werkly meetings of the Fannizh [nformal
scientifiction Associatlon (FISIFA) The idea of a

weekly amateur pross asseciation, modeled after the
guarteriy mailings of such as the Speciator Amateus
Press Socicty (SAPS) and the Fantasy Amatcur Press
Association (FADPAY seon allracted the attention of
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the leading Fanoclasts. Porter began publication of a
spint duplicated fanzing, Degler!, for the woekiv apa

Publishing Degler! taught Porter how o write, et
the formal writing of the college academictan, but
the lively writing that can communicate ideas with
seemingly effortless case, make writing an casy,
informal way of presenting feclings, ideas,
information. The lessons learncd groping his way
tovward clear communication were bo dand Pofter oy
good stead through the years, Arst with Degler! and
Apa Fs weekly mailings, later when Degler! became
a weekly newszine, then with other work, and
Finally with Scemce Fickionn Cheondele,

Things happened quickly after that. The years froem
1964 to V5N were Parter’s most active fannich Hme
He publishid Degler] first for Mew York fans, then
over an TEmonth period in Apa L, the weekly apa
conducied by the Los Angeles Science Fantasy
Snciety (LASFES). In 1966, a carcless fdea tossed a
him by Jerry Kaufman gave Porter the Edea to turn
Degler! into a weekly newssEne. Eventually, with a
name change, it became SF. Weekly, a nowszine
covering pro and fannish events. SFW fnally
faltered and céased publication carly in V968, just
before the first issue of Loaus appeancd.

Porter was also active on many other fronts. Algol
came out I'mquml!:.- during this poricd, growing
ever larger, carving a niche for itself a5 a leading
serious fanzine, one with firm fannish roots. Porter's
use of a combination of spirit duplication,
mimeography and offset has not since been equalled.
From 1964 16 1974, Porter was assistant editor at The
Magazine of Fantasy & Scienor Fiction, mostly engagod
in reading unsolicited manuscripts. Among writers
he discovered were Vonda Mclntyre and Sweette
Haden Elgin, Porter was also associzte dircclor at
Lancer Books in 1968, working under editor Larry
shaw. In 1967 and again from 1968 to 1973, he
worked with Sam Moskowite and a wide variety of
other fans on Cheick Froxe Foods, a trade magaxine,
And during all this, Porter was Secretany of the bid
for MNow York in 67, which became the 1967 Warld
SF Conventisn, YCon 3. Porter travelled to a lod of
conventions promoting the bid, and mot a lot of
wonderful fans, He got to see lots of fandom and
many pants of America in D car frips ool to the
West coast, as well as irips by car and alr o many
CORVENHONS,

Argund this time Porier was involved in intee-
national fandom, supporning the work of people like
Jran Mugegoch and others, at a time when fandons
concentrated almost cxclusively on US and Uk
events The ddea was that there are other voloes,
other fandoms, that deserved the oppanunity to
grow and be recognized tn the light of world fannish
recognition, The idea extended to the professional



side of 5F with [nfermationsl SF, edited by Froderik
Pobl, and Donald A, Waollheim's worics of intematios
nal paperbacks,

For about ten years, Perter's fanac declined, He
continued to bring out Algol, which slowly evedved
into a large circulation semi-prozine, with color
covers, typeset interiors and wide advertising and
bookstore support. His memberships in various
apa’s declined, his fannish output eventually
limited o FAPA, which he joined in 1970, And,
finally, with the birth of Soimece Fietion Chromicle in
1979, Parter came back to the idea of a regular
SF/Fantasy nowszing, this time as competition for
Locug, which for ten vears was nearly the sele source
i SF fi i

Thiz overview of Porter’s carcer in fandom leaves
out his later years, the wolrdwide fannish
hegemony, the idea of “Fandom over the World®,
patterned on the carlicr technocrat-run “Wings over
the World™, Perter’s rule of the One Big Fandom
Council, and his later defeat at the hands of the
Fandom Forward mevement and exile to the island
of Elba for possiblt Algod; the name is not certain).
Porter’s return from exile, his final moments in the
light of world fandom and the discovery of the
gravoyard of lost mimeographs all these must be
topies for further anticles,

Industry’s Way of Telling us
We're Obsolete

Soon you will find articles in the Fan Press about the
prowing sparsity of mimeograph paper, That fact ie
that mimeos and mimeo paper have boen around for
about a eenbury, and in the modemn scheme of things
aren’t impartant vory important any mone. [n fast,
they're damned unimportant, The result is that
market foreos are in plav, and mills everywhene ane
phasing out the production of mimeo paper, just as
other companies have discontinued the manufactune
of mimeographs in favor of small offect presses and
offtee coplers,

Unforbunately for us, thore are still a bt of people in
Fandom who depend on the production of mimes
paper in order to publish their fanzines. They're
going 1o have to adjust 1o using paper they're not
happy with, paper that doesn’t absorbs ink viery well,
compensating for the fact in subtle wayg;
undeninking. perhaps using fower prodes of artwork
with sokid blacks, even junking their tried ard true
mimeographs in favor of personal publishing using
computers and laser printers, machines which ane
happy to usc offsct and copier papers.

I strongly suspoct that this is what happened — and
how it felt — when the tradition of using small
flatbed printing presses and hand set type passed
away in the face of the invention of the mimeograph
and the bypewriter

But we're losing traditions. Looking at moedern
fanzines, even those done using 4 daisy wheel or dot
matfix printer, we forget the incredible amount of
cffort that wenl inko producing altractive faneines
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evien & doxen yeards ago, To produce a Ranzine with
justified type — that is, like the arficles in this
programme boak, Ve that's fluch with both the Jed
and right edges of the column = it uwod to b that

you'd bpe up a page of copy, makling rote of whens
spaces had to be added betwoen words in order for
every ling of tvpo to be exactly tho same width as the
lines above and below,

Thin you'd have to retypa cach page, directly onto
your mimeo siencil or spirit master, being cancful to
add the spaces wherp indicated. And making sure
that wou used just the right amount of typing
pressune $0 vou didn't punch the out the insides of
the “a’s™ and “¢s”. Think of the care, the tedium, the
cffort involved. Incnedibls!

Mowadavs, you format the material, give a few
commands th your computer and it all comes oul
incred ibly noat, incredibly casy.

Listen, in my day we had to walk five miles o
sehool, through snow drifts higher than  your head
Mone-of this just hitching up the horse to the bugey
handd cranking the starier on the Model T, standing
thene waiting for the schoolbus, kicking the starter
on the snowmaobile, setting the teleporter to the
school’s coordinates. In my day, doing a legible
fanxine was Real Work!

'm ot even geing to mention sticky quarters,
another dead tradition, undone by Inflation,

Chay, | think the point of this sditonial, 1ouched off
by writing about the death of mimeo paper tand
ancher small picoe of Fandom as 1 knew it) is that in



a world whene it's so casy 1o do a good looking fanzine,
mere than ever it's got to be the content that matters. The
editorial personality, as woll as the content of all that
atiractively prescated type. The modium is no longer, if it
over was, the message, if a world of fanzines produced
by personal publishing.

If Terrorists Read SF, We'd
All Be Dead

One of the curious things about $alman Rushdic’s
Satanic Verses is that the book is really borderline Fantasy.
If it had been published as fantady, not only would
Rushdie still be walking among us, rather than hiding
somewhere in England, but the book faclf would vory
likely have simply been ignered by Moslems
everywhere.

The western world has been amazed by the anger
aroused by the words of a single author, the publishing
of one book. The sight of books being burned brings up
images of Nazi Germany, of the burning of the Library of
Alexandria. The reasoning behind that actalso
performed by Khomeini®s co-religionists, was that all
krowledge 15 contained in the Roran, and that if it's not
in the Koran, it's nod warth knowing.

We're reminded, (0o, that fichion 13 & woestern condept,
From gothics to mystericd to 5F, all such fiwratore
canstructs are alien to the Moslem civilization. This
fiction is confusod with truth; fiction is teaated as a bie, &
deliberate fabsehood meant to deoclve and confuse tha
reacher; and thus the antithesis of truth, again containad
in the Koran,

Inlmlhgl}r. wihile the 5F community has despained for
vears booase we've boen ina ghetto, not taken seriously
— 5F has never been “serious lweratune™, but rather
always vicwed by malnsteeam critics as ephemeral, a
“popular” form of entertainment — that very fact has,
incredibly enough, saved us, readers, authors and fans,
from being suppressed, arrested and, ves, killed.

Thosze of you who have been neading Sclence Fiction
for a long time of have read Science Fidion stories
from the late 1940°s or 1950°s should remember the
Probltem Stories that appeaned back then, Froquemiy
the story problem was to fix the starship drive while
the ship was about to fall into the heart of a sar. Yes,
the expedition woulbd be lost, the ship loat, and the
tast hero — all for want of the right vacwum b,

O course, SF missed the mark by thinking that then
current technology — mechanical switches,
vacuum tubes, mile square computers ot — would
continue to be used for centurics 10 come. The bost
storles, those that have sunvived to be anthologiaed
again and again, are the one's whene technology is
glossed over in favor of greater problems, whether
intelleciual or emotional,

MNow there's a major crisis facing the world, and
onde again SF has missod the boat, nok written about
it, and dismissed it as a translont crisls that, with gas
lines, water shormages, why Johnny can’ read and the
missile gap, will be forgotten in the longer history of
the kattor 20ch contury.

But, perhaps not. Perhaps the biggest thing to come
along since the Black Death s among us now,
gathering strength to strike down millions, change
socicty in stantling ways, make the theeat of nuchoar
war a transitory prabbem, and change the course of
history,

I'm talking, of course, aboutl Acguired Immune
Deficiency Syndrome, which has boen increasingly
in the news of late, One surgeon, wife of a well-
known 5F editor, told me soveral years ago that she
felt this could be the biggest public health erisis of
this century. We'ne alneady starting to soo behaviour
that a year ago would have scemed bizarre, Actors
making kissing in movies an option to be avolded.
Changes in the social actions of both homo- and
hetero-sexual people. Evidence that the most widely
population isn't in North Amorkea bt rather in
Africa, where many diseases, thought 1o be
controlied or declining, are increading again, not

The Gaylaxiang was notl the first gay-orionted
seivnee fiction group to exist, Others had been
starbed in the past; one catled “Wavelengthe™ was
begun at the 1950 Worldeon, Noreascon Two, but
kasted only 2 short time. Those groups did not have
much succoss. The Caylaxians did; within six
manths it had 2 memborship of over 80 people, gay,
bisexual, ard straight, men and women.

Why does the science fiction and fantasy genre offer
a spocial intencst to gay poophe?

One characteristic of science fiction is open-
mindedness, Scence Fiction deos “boldly po when
no eng was gone before”, More than guestioning
authority, science fotion questions everything. The
new and the different, the strange and the abien ane
what excitos, what intorests, what appeals to the
kpwer of scienoe fiction. The unknown {5 net feansd: it
iz welcomed, wheter it appoars as an idea or &
persan.

Thix openness applics also t0 homosexuality in
science fiction, In 1983, Uranian Words; a reader’s
guide ko alternative scxvality in scieree ficdion and
fantasy by Eric Carbor and Lyn Paloo was published.
Listing 368 cntrics of books, storfes, and articles
dealing with gay and biscxual characters and themes
im the genre, it is ample proof this has been a topic
scienee fiction awthors wese not afeald to diseuss,
SO SWOFes ARC REZAtive; MAany mone are pasitive,
even ones published in the carky 1900,

The most famous of these, The World Well Last by
Theodore Sturgeon, was published in 1953 and
concerns a pair of gay male align lovers and the
Buman man who helps them; it is nol pantiRularly
aboul gay sexuvality, but about love, (A revised,
second edition of Uranfan Worlds, which will
include over 100 pew cotries as well a5 a
filmography will be published in August 1990,
helped im part by a letter-writing campaign by
Gaylaxians].

puzcdes. Members also receive a directory listing the
names and mailing addresses of every member
along with their particular s¢ience fiction and
fankasy intoresis.

In the spring of 1967, a Metwork member started a
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ird group, the =econd local one, in Albany, New
ark. It didn's stop there, The international Caviactie
Petwork Is now assechated with seven local groups:
the originil group covering contral Mow England,
the one in Albany, New York, anether serving the
mictmpolitan MNew York City and New Jersey area, 2
fourth in Wahingion, D.C, one In Philadelphis,
Pennsyivania, aredher in Detrol, Michigan, and the
seventh in Minncapolis, Minnesota, There ane sl
rciwork membors [nterested in starting in the
states of Alabama and Ohlo, and In the cliles of
Detrols, Michigan and London, England.

The Caylaxian idea has grown in other ways.
Shightiy more than Iwo years after the Gayvlaxians

A
fondempardry poctess, who disapproved of the
Reformation, immortalized him in a poem, very
kindly declaring him a lot less evil than Martin
Luther.

The Habsbrargs did not cither, but when their reign
wWas threwn off, at the end of the 161h contury, the
parliament of the Dutch Republic, the Staten
Generaal, moved inte Den Haag to stay, with enly a
few interruptions. The village-neveraobeaa-town
had ':.p-ll:.l.d
im the

meantimie towards the sputh and east, om the sandy
ribs of the old dunes, leaving the low ground |n
between for roads. This has given Den Haag an
unusual reclangular lay-out. You won't find the
nArTOW Curving streets, commeon in medicval vealled
towns. Later parts still follow a grid of long roads
running generally nertheast o southwest following
the shallow marshy vales, with short connecting
rosds Culking through the formoer dunmscpe, But the
tewn did not grow very much larger for two
Hundred years after the Golden 17th Century:

Don Haag, like the Netherlands in general, mone or
less went to sleep, only o wake up in the 19th
century; when Napoleon had been chased away, and
the country acquired a string of Kings.

ConFiction =
noexception, thus we welcome Reman Orszansk,

GLUFF is by no means the only existing fan fund.
TAFF has sent delegates betwoen Europe and Nerth
America sinee 1554, and DUFF did the same for fans
betvween Australia and North America.

All fan funds work on the same prineiples: the
delegates are put up for eloction by nominators, and
viled on by interested fans who donate a small sum.
The selected candidate makes the trip, administers
the fan fund and - eventually - publishes a trip
report (some of those belong to the best fan
publications cver written).

The distance betwoeen Australiasiy and the rest of the
world makes GUFF, however, a special fan fund,
Without i, contact between these fandoms would be
entincly lmited o letters and fanzines, That woubd
do gross infustice o Australian fandom; belicve me,
the Bving thing is the best stulf?

Low Lands and

High Spirits

The story of fandom all over the world reads as a fascinating
history, where main events somatimes reflexts curiously on the
fandom itself. The Netherlands is no excaption, as Annmare van
Ewijck, harself a fan from the first hour, will show you with her
history of of Dutch fandom.

f you want 10 ¢daim a ligime in Duich

fandorn, you'd better be, say, under 20 yoars

of age and on carly reader, otherwise we'll

have you up for fraud. The first stierings of

MNetherfandom can’t be obscrved il the
fifties, when a small group of poople around Mico
Costerbaan got up the cnergy to produce an SF-
magazing, that sadly enough folded after the Arst
issue, Thene wore fans, to be sure. but these were
lonely Geles in 4 sca of sorious  postwar
constructiviem and it is very hard to propagate
fandom working from a gene pool of one, you will
agnod.

But the times they wene a-changeing (this 13 the
sintics I'm talking abouth Elsowhere vou may read
the saga, of how Forey Ackerman in 1965 sailed intg
uncharted soas, bravied a brace of brawling monsters

at his arrival and held forth at length and with zeal
about 5F and fandom in particular, to a spelibound
audience of =ome 3 natives, whe instantly
converted to the new ways, (Actually, the monstors
were Amsterdam students in furry suits, and the
natives had boeen secret lovers of SF from way back
when, but it makes for a nicer storvh.

Metherfandom was off to-a proper start: a first club,
NCSE and roona first club-faneine, Holland-SF and

It
was a conference, with scientists and pocts, and very
serfous authors who had dabbled imothe fansasiic at
some time. It was no doubt very exiting for all
concerred, but oas vel handly  fannish
Correspondenoe was stil! conduciod on the lines of
Decar Sir fand verorry occasionally Dear Madam) Ah,
these poopie.. looking at the ofd photographs, one
gots the impression of a mecting of church elders.

People wene
slipping into kaftans and beads, Amsterdam bocame
the hippy capital of Europe, A great culiune clash
was bound to oocur. | observed some of 6t in 1965 g
my very first one day micro-con, in Faradiso - the
hippy temple of Amstosdam. Being something of a
country bumpkin, | lirst wandersd into an all-day
girlies bar called Paradise, got my dissctions from a
fatherly doorman and wound up in something out
of a homor sory. A freering building. with the
filthiest washrooms I've ower scen, smeary wall
pantings with lots of groen in them, 4 continuous
fluid-slide show, and woird characters wandoring
dacedly right through the procesdings of this very
sober and  wplifiing oulural ooty for the
propagation of Scienoe Fietion As Literature,

But thene! Love and fricadschip must somchow have
pormaeated these sorious and construetive charactors,
for before my oyos these people seemed o change, 1o
become a warm, fricndly fan famiy that drew me in
And dospite some spirited intermading warface, that
is what Metherfandom has remained 10 me ever
siRoe.

Was it Paradiso that made the change, or was it jus
the seventies drawing near? Fannishnoess was on the
rise and more prople dtarted 1o do their own thing.
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Yéithin a fow years a néal personal fanzine had come
out and a pew cub had made Bs appearance, the
Perry Bhodan Society, with its own magasine, Terma
Holland-5F pot up stcam and wont for grealer
livdliness, And Netherfans started (o visit fordign
cons. Most influential, of course, was Heloon, the
1970 Worldeon in Heidelberg. Dutch eyes  got
opened to fandom in the raw, fandom FAmpant,
fardom-as o way of life, and to s whole catalogue of
puzzling fonnish traditions,

Some of those we adopted right away, others still
koo us gusiding after all thase years, And although
we can be fannish with the bost of you
Metherfandom has its own favour, For instance, lor
thie T markict we lend mome W clubeings than o
pun: fannish perzonalzines, There are a fow of thoss
ampund, bBut always by subsoription, and not
available for the wsaal log or exchange. Also, readers
wem 1o ke their magazines ghossy, well printed,
with photographs and everything. In this country,
the duplicator never found much favour and was
soon abandoned for mone clogant repr methods

And so did Michacl Whelan, in
1988, when he collected his Hugos for Professional
