PROGRESS REPORT THREE

Hugo Awards Voting Mary Kay Kare

Voting for the Hugo Awards is conducted on a preferential
(instant runoff) system. If you're unfamiliar with it, it may
seem complicated, but it isn't really. When you vote, you
don’t vote for just one of the choices — you rank the offer-
ings in each category in order of your preference. You aren’t
required to rank all of them, but it’s to your advantage to do
so if you want to help influence the outcome.

The counting is a bit complicated but that only affects you
in that a basic understanding of it may help you in ranking
your choices. Say we have four items we're voting on: A, B,
C, and D. We separate the ballots into four stacks. Stack One
has all those ballots that list A as their first choice. Stack Two
has those that have listed B as their first choice and so on.
We count how many are in each stack. If one of the choices
has received the majority (half of the first-choice votes cast
plus at least one more) of votes, that item is the winner. If, as
often happens in elections with more than two candidates,
no item choice has a majority we take up the stack that has
the fewest ballots. The fewest people have chosen this item
as their top choice. What we do then is redistribute those
ballots based on the second choices listed on those ballots
as if they were the first choice. For example, say Stack Four,
those who chose D as their first choice had the fewest bal-
lots. We'd take those ballots and put them into Stacks One,
Two, or Three, depending on which was ranked as second
choice. Now we have three piles. This goes on until there is
a winner, i.e., someone with a majority.

When it comes time to mark your ballot and vote, think first
of all of who/what you would most like to win that catego-
ry. That’s your number one. Then look at all the choices you
have left and choose which of those you would most like
to see win. That’s your number two. And so on through the
nominees in each category.

The Denver Mad Scientist Club, the grandbeings of robot
combat and MileHiCon, proudly present the Denvention 3
edition of the Critter Crunch. Featuring the finest mechani-
cal mayhem, not only is the Critter Crunch the first example
of a robot-fighting contest, it is also the longest-running
— at least once per year since 1986!

We will be running two weight classes at Denvention 3; 2
pound and 20 pound. The field will be open to twelve crit-
ters in each weight class. Trophies, by Denver sculptor Rod
Ford, will be provided by Dubach Tool Company. As of
this writing, the Critter Crunch will take place Friday in the
Sheraton (Adams Mark) Ballroom from 2 pm until 8 pm.

The Denvention 3 Art Show will be in Exhibit Hall D of the
Colorado Convention Center, next to the Exhibits area and
the Dealers’ Room. It will contain roughly 450 4-foot dis-
play panels and 50 tables. We will be using Quick Sale but
will not do After Auction sales. The Denvention 3 web site
contains a list of artists who have reserved space to date, as
well as information on how to reserve space.

We will open to the public on Wednesday, Aug 6th (exact
time still to be determined). The art auction will be Saturday
afternoon, and buyers can pick up their art either Saturday
evening or Sunday morning. In case you buy more than you
can get home, we can arrange shipping for you.

How to Buy Art

Your bid, written or at auction, is an agreement to buy the
piece for that price. Bids are final — you don’t get to change
your mind and take them back.

In order to bid, you must register at the art show. We will
check that we have your correct contact information and
give you a bidder number.

Pieces you buy may be picked after the auction. If you need
to pick up your art before this, or cannot pick up your art
before 2:00 pm Sunday, see the Art Show staff.

Pieces in the Print Shop are simply sold for the price marked
on them. You can take them with you immediately.

Pieces in the Art Show may have two prices, Minimum
Bid and Quick Sale (Pieces which have “NFS” on their bid
sheets are Not For Sale). Pieces with a quick-sale price on
its bid sheet may be bought outright for that price if no one
has bid on the piece, but we ask you to leave it on display
until after the auction, so others can see it and envy you. If
there is no quick-sale price on the bid sheet, you can’t buy
it via quick-sale.

Quick Sale is pre-emptive. A piece with a written bid can
no longer be sold by quick-sale. Just as Quick Sale prevents
other bids, other bids prevent quick sale. A quick-sale price
is generally more than the minimum bid, but may be less
than the piece would sell for if it went to auction. To buy
via quick-sale, bring the bid-sheet to the Art Show desk and
pay for the piece.

If you would rather try to pay less than the quick-sale price,
or if you cannot buy the piece via quick-sale (no quick-sale
price or someone has already bid on it), bidding follows the
rules below:

1. Your bid, written (or voice at the auction), is a promise
to buy the piece at the bid price. All bids are final. Bids
must be whole dollar amounts. Just fill in your bidder
number, name, and the amount you are offering.

2. The first bid on a piece must be at least the minimum
bid, but may be more. Each following bid must be a
whole dollar amount greater than the previous bid.

3. If there are less than five (number tentative) written
bids on a piece, it goes to the highest bidder at that price.

Five or more written bids send a piece to the voice auc-
tion. If there are no voice bids at the auction, the piece
goes to the highest written bid.

If you cannot attend the auction but want to bid for a piece,
ask the Art Show staff to proxy bid for you. We can also
pack work you bought, and even ship it for you (but you
must pay the postage).

Notes from the Art Show Rules

We will accept art for resale. You must tell us you are do-
ing so, so we can send you the correct paperwork. You may
not resell prints which are still available from the artist. You
must tell us by July 15th what pieces you intend to sell, so
that we can contact artists and check for conflicts.

You may mail your art to us, or bring it in person. You don't
need to be a member of the convention unless you plan
to attend (which we encourage). You can mail it to us and
hang it yourself, or mail it to us and have us hang it. We
will charge a handling fee of $5 per panel. For either type
of mail-in, we must receive mailed entries by July 30th (that
gives us time to track any missing packages).

Artists can hang art on the evening of Tuesday August 5th
or the morning of Wednesday, August 6th. If you have not
made prior arrangements with us and do not check in by
noon on Wednesday the 6th, we will release your space to
people on the wait list.

Artists can pick up unsold work from 10 am — 2 pm on Sun-
day, August 10th, or earlier by arrangement.

Eligibility to Vote
Only attending and supporting members of Denvention 3 are eligible to vote. You must include your name, address, membership
number (if known), and signature in the appropriate spaces on this ballot. Please print or type. If you are not already a Denvention
3 member, you may purchase a membership by completing the form on the next page and enclosing payment for the membership fee. If
you are already a member, do not send money with your ballot.

Deadline
All ballots must be received by midnight (2400 hrs.) Pacific Daylight Time at the end of Monday, July 7, 2008. Please vote as early
as possible.

Overseas members should send their ballots airmail. Do not mail your ballots to the main Denvention address, as this will delay them
and they may not be counted. Remember, you must complete AND SIGN the eligibility section for your ballot to be valid. Questions
may be addressed to hugoadmin@denvention.org.

Ballots may be cast electronically via the Denvention 3 web site at www.denvention.org/hugos/08hugofinalballot.php. Your member PIN is
required for electronic voting. A downloadable Adobe Acrobat PDF version may be found on our web site. You may also fax your ballot
to +1-206-323-0795.

How to Vote

This ballot uses a modified version of the Alternate Vote System, sometimes known as the Instant Runoff Ballot. To vote, mark your
choices in each category in order of preference: “1” for first place, “2” for second place, and so on. You are not required to rank all the
nominees in any category, and we recommend that you not vote in any category in which you are not familiar with a majority of the
nominees. If you decide not to vote in a given category, leave it blank. Note that “No Award” is not an abstention, but a vote that none
of the nominees should be given the award in question. When the ballots are counted, all the first place votes will be tabulated. If no
nominee receives half or more of the votes, the nominee with the fewest first place votes is eliminated, and its votes are transferred to
the nominees marked “2” on those ballots. This process of elimination continues until one nominee receives half or more of the votes,
at which point it becomes the winner (unless the votes are outnumbered by “No Award” votes, under specific conditions described in
Section 3.11 and 6.4 of the WSFS Constitution — see Denvention 3 Progress Report Two).

A few tips which may help you in voting

1. Please keep in mind that second and further preferences play no part in the voting unless and until your first choice is eliminated. This
is not a point system where the second choices of many voters can overwhelm the first choice of a few voters. We suggest that after mark-
ing your first choice, you proceed by imagining that it has disappeared from the ballot, and placing your “2” by the remaining nominee
you most prefer, and so on. This mimics the way the ballots are actually counted. Thus, even if your heart is set on one nominee, don’t
hesitate to give “2” (and other) rankings to other nominees you also consider worthy of the award.

2. Nevertheless, if your top choices are eliminated early, your lower preferences could be the tie-breaker between the remaining nomi-
nees, so choose all your preferences carefully! No matter how much you dislike a nominee, if you rank it, the vote will be counted if all
of your previous choices are eliminated.

PROGRESS REPORT THREE

Mary Morman

The Programming Division for Denvention 3 is moving into
high gear to plan a wide variety of panels and presentations
for your enjoyment. Most daytime programming for the
Worldcon will be in the Colorado Convention Center (CCC).
Most late afternoon and evening programming and gaming
will be in the Sheraton (Adam’s Mark). Our objective is to
arrange things so that you will not need to walk back and
forth from the Convention Center to the hotel. Although we
know that we won't totally solve this problem for everyone,
we do hope to minimize it. We also have a small amount of
program space in the Hyatt Regency Denver hotel directly
across from the Convention Center, and that space will be
used for Kaffeeklatsches and Readings.

In the Convention Center, we have
22 programming rooms with space
to seat over 4,400 people at any
given time. Our rooms vary from
seating for over 1,000 in the main
programming room (for the Open-
ing and Closing Ceremonies), to
intimate 30-person rooms for read-
ings. And, of course, that space
doesn’t even include the wonderful
5,000 seat Wells Fargo Theatre that
we’ll be using for the Hugo Awards
Ceremony and the Masquerade. We
are currently planning 664 program
items at the CCC, but we just might
manage to add a couple more.

Children’s
Programming

Denvention 3 currently has 94 child
members (under 12) and a sizeable
number of young adult members.
We plan a series of program items,
workshops, films, and presenta-
tions — including storyteller Bill Mayhew — of interest to
our young members.

The difference between children’s programming and child
care is that children’s programming will not have controlled
access. That means that children’s program items are open
to whomever wants to attend, and that anyone attending
can enter or exit the session as desired. The people on the
panel, doing the workshop, telling the stories, etc. will not
be supervising your children, and will not keep them from
leaving the room. If your children require supervision, then
you should plan to attend children’s programming along
with them.

To attend children’s programming on his or her own, your
child will need a child membership and must be wearing a
badge. Please see our membership registration information
on page four for more details.

No one of us is as capable as all of us together, so please
tell the program committee who you’d like to see on pro-
gramming and what topics you'd like to see discussed! Fill
out our Program Idea Survey at www.denvention.org/pro-
gramming/member_survey.php.

Keep in mind that while the most popular hotels sold out
fast, there are always cancellations, and we have tried to get
a few more rooms, and we will update the list of hotels with
available rooms on the web site if any significant number
of new rooms becomes available. If you check the web site
you may find that elusive room in the hotel you wanted.

A Note on Drinking Mary Morman

Although some of us locals live at really high altitudes (like
Colorado Springs), Denver is going to be a higher altitude
than most Denvention 3 members are used to. Will this
cause problems? Possibly, but not for most people. If you
fly regularly, and don’'t have problems with the pressure in
an aircraft cabin, you are probably okay. Most commercial
planes pressurize their cabins for about 7,000 feet and the
altitude in downtown Denver only about 5,300 feet (1,615
meters). Of course, most of us don’t take much exercise
while sitting in a plane, and we do expect you to be more
active during the convention, so here are few bits of advice
to help you with the Denver’s mile-high altitude.

The most effective way to deal with the higher altitude is
to stay very well hydrated. Average humidity will also be
much lower than most fans are used to, so drinking con-
stantly is a good thing — drinking water that is. Drinking
alcohol or caffeine will likely affect you more strongly and
more quickly than it normally does — and that is a good
thing to remember. Avoid strenuous exercise on the first
day of your visit to give your body time to adjust.

Now does this mean that you need to set aside a big chunk
of your convention budget to buy bottled water? Not so!
Colorado has some of the best water you've ever tasted
coming right out of the city water taps. Our mountain res-
ervoirs are filled with snow melt from the Rockies. So bring
a sports bottle and keep it filled from the taps in your hotel
room or from water fountains at the convention center. Or
buy one bottle of water, and keep refilling the container.
There’s a reason why Colorado is a prime site for so many
breweries and micro-breweries. It's the water! And you can
enjoy if for free.

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Standing Rules for the Governance of the
World Science Fiction Society Business Meeting

Group 1: Meetings

Rule 1.1: Meeting and Session. The Annual Meeting of the World Science Fiction Society shall consist of one or more Preliminary
Business Meetings and one or more Main Business Meetings. The first meeting shall be designated as a Preliminary Business
Meeting. All meetings at a Worldcon (preliminary, main, or otherwise) shall be considered a single “session” as defined in
the Parliamentary Authority (see section 5.1 of the WSFS Constitution), regardless of whether such gatherings are called
“meetings” or “sessions.”

Rule 1.2: Preliminary Business Meeting(s). The Preliminary Business Meeting may not directly reject, pass, or ratify amendments
to the Constitution; however, all motions adhering to a Constitutional amendment are in order if otherwise allowed. The
Preliminary Business Meeting may not refer a Constitutional amendment to a committee unless the committee’s instructions
are to report to the Main Business Meeting. The Preliminary Business Meeting may not postpone consideration of a
Constitutional amendment beyond the last Preliminary Business Meeting. The Preliminary Business Meeting may not amend
a Constitutional amendment pending ratification. The Preliminary Business Meeting may consider any business not expressly
forbidden to it by the Standing Rules or expressly reserved to the Main Business Meeting.

Rule 1.3: Main Business Meeting(s). The Main Business Meeting may reject, pass, or ratify amendments to the Constitution. One
Main Meeting shall be also be designated as the Site-Selection Meeting, where Site-Selection business shall be the special
order of business.

Rule 1.4: Scheduling of Meetings. The first Main Meeting shall be scheduled no less than eighteen (18) hours after the conclusion of
the last Preliminary Meeting. No meeting shall be scheduled to begin before 10:00 or after 13:00 local time.

Rule 1.5: Smoking. If smoking is allowed in the place where the Business Meeting is held, the Presiding Officer shall divide the room
into smoking and non-smoking sections at the beginning of each meeting.

Group 2: New Business

Rule 2.1: Deadline for Submission of New Business. The deadline for submission of non-privileged new business to the Business
Meeting shall be two (2) hours after the official opening of the Worldcon or eighteen (18) hours before the first Preliminary
Meeting, whichever is later. The Presiding Officer may accept otherwise qualified motions submitted after the deadline, but
all such motions shall be placed at the end of the agenda.

Rule 2.2: Requirements for Submission of New Business. Two hundred (200) identical, legible copies of all proposals for non-
privileged new business shall be submitted to the Presiding Officer before the deadline in Rule 2.1 unless such proposals are
distributed to the attendees at the Worldcon by the Worldcon Committee. All proposals must be legibly signed by a maker and
at least one seconder.

Rule 2.3: Interpretation of Motions. The Presiding Officer shall reject as out of order any proposal or motion that is obviously illegal
or hopelessly incoherent. In the absence of the maker of a motion or instructions to the contrary, the Presiding Officer shall be
free to interpret the meaning of any motion.

Rule 2.4: Short Title. Any item of new business considered by the Business Meeting shall contain a short title.

Group 3: Debate Time Limits

Rule 3.1: Main Motions. The Presiding Officer shall designate the default debate time for main motions. The Business Meeting may,
by majority vote, set the initial debate time limit for any motion to any positive whole number of minutes.
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Rule 3.2: Allotment of Time. If a question is divided, the time limits applicable to the question before it was divided shall apply to
each portion of the divided question. Debate time shall be allotted equally to each side of a question. Time spent on points of
order or other neutral matters arising from a motion shall be divided equally and charged to each side.

Rule 3.3: Amendments. Debate on all amendments to main motions shall be limited to five (5) minutes, allotted equally to each side.
Time spent on debate of an amendment shall be charged against the time for the main motion.

Rule 3.4: Motions Allowed After Expiration. Motions that adhere to the main motion shall not be out of order because of the
expiration of debate time, but shall be undebatable.

Rule 3.5: Minimum Substantive Debate. If the debate time expires before either or both sides of the question have had an
opportunity for substantive debate, any side that has not had such an opportunity shall have two (2) minutes to be used solely
for the purpose of substantive debate.

Group 4: Official Papers

Rule 4.1: Indicating Revisions. The Business Meeting staff shall clearly indicate all changes (including deletions) from the previous
year’s version when they provide the Constitution and Standing Rules for publication prior to the following Worldcon.
However, the failure to indicate such changes shall not affect the validity of the documents.

Rule 4.2: Corrections. Any correction of fact to the Minutes or to the Constitution or Standing Rules as published should be brought
to the attention of the Secretary of the Business Meeting in question and of the next available Business Meeting as soon as
they are discovered.

Rule 4.3: Numbers, Titles, References, and Technical Corrections. Numbers and titles of the various parts of the Constitution
and Standing Rules are for the sake of easy reference only. They do not form a substantive part of these documents nor of
any motion to amend these documents. The Business Meeting Secretary shall incorporate into these documents appropriate
changes as required by newly adopted amendments. When making any such adjustments required by this section, the
Business Meeting Secretary shall change article and section numbers, titles, and internal cross-references as necessary to
maintain a consistent, parallel structure, which shall not be altered unless the Business Meeting explicitly so directs. The
Business Meeting Secretary may change punctuation, capitalization, grammar, and other wording in the Constitution and
Standing Rules only insofar as such changes clarify meaning and enhance consistency, and only insofar as such changes do
not modify the substantive meaning of the documents.

Group 5: Variations of Rules

Rule 5.1: Nonstandard Parliamentary Authority. If a Worldcon Committee adopts for the governance of the Business Meeting
a parliamentary authority other than that specified in the Constitution, the Committee must in timely fashion publish
information about how to obtain copies of the authority in question.

Rule 5.2: Constitutional and Standing Rule Amendments. Motions to Amend the Constitution, to Ratify a Constitutional
Amendment, and to Amend the Standing Rules shall be considered ordinary main motions, except as otherwise provided
in the Standing Rules or Constitution. An object to consideration shall not be in order against ratification of a constitutional
amendment.

Rule 5.3: Postpone Indefinitely. The motion to Postpone Indefinitely shall not be allowed.

Rule 5.4: Amend; Secondary Amendments. Secondary amendments (amendments to amendments) are not allowed except when the
primary amendment is to substitute.

Rule 5.5: Previous Question. A person speaking to a motion may not immediately offer a motion to close debate. The motion for the
Previous Question (also known as the motion “close debate,” “call the question,” and “vote now”) shall not be in order when

there is less than one minute but more than zero minutes of debate time remaining, nor when either or both sides of the debate
have yet to speak to a question. Before voting on the motion for the Previous Question, the Presiding Officer shall, without
debate, ask for a show of hands of those persons who still wish to speak to the matter under consideration.

Rule 5.6: Lay on the Table. The motion to Lay on the Table shall require a two-thirds (2/3) vote for adoption.

Rule 5.7: Adjournment. The incidental main motion to adjourn sine die shall not be in order until all Special and General Orders
have been discharged.

Rule 5.8: Suspension of Rules. Rules protecting the rights of absentees, including this rule, may not be suspended.

Group 6: Mark Protection Committee Elections

Rule 6.1: Nominations. Nominations for election to the Mark Protection Committee shall be allowed from the floor at each
Preliminary Business Meeting. To be listed on the ballot, each nominee must submit to the Secretary of the Business
Meeting the nominee’s consent to nomination and the nominee’s current region of residence. A nominee shall be ineligible
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if the nominee could not be elected due to the regional residence restrictions. The deadline for submitting such consent to
nomination shall be set by the Secretary.

Rule 6.2: Elections. Elections to the Mark Protection Committee shall be a special order of business at a designated Main Business
Meeting. Voting shall be by written preferential ballot with write-in votes allowed. Votes for write-in candidates who do not
submit written consent to nomination and region of residence to the Presiding Officer before the close of balloting shall be
ignored. The ballot shall list each nominee’s name and region of residence. The first seat filled shall be by normal preferential
ballot procedures as defined in Section 6.3 of the WSFS Constitution. There shall be no run-off candidate. After a seat is
filled, votes for the elected member and for any nominee who is now ineligible due to regional residence restrictions shall
be eliminated before conducting the next ballot. This procedure shall continue until all seats are filled. In the event of a first-
place tie for any seat, the tie shall be broken unless all tied candidates can be elected simultaneously. Should there be any
partial-term vacancies on the committee, the partial-term seat(s) shall be filled after the full-term seats have been filled.

Group 7: Miscellaneous

Rule 7.1: Question Time. During the Site-Selection Meeting, fifteen (15) minutes of program time shall be allocated to each future
seated Worldcon committee. During the first five (5) minutes, each committee may make such presentations as they wish. The
remaining time shall be allocated for questions to be asked about that committee’s Worldcon. Questions may be submitted
in writing at any previous meeting. Questions submitted in writing shall have priority over other questions if the person who
submitted the question is present and still wishes to ask the question. No person may ask a second question as long as any
person wishes to ask a first question. Questions are limited to fifteen (15) seconds and responses to two (2) minutes. If time
permits at the Site-Selection Meeting, committees bidding for the right to host any Worldcon whose selection will take place
in the next calendar year shall be allocated five (5) minutes of program time to make such presentations as they wish. The
time limits in this rule may be modified by majority vote.

Rule 7.2: Dilatory Actions; Misuse of Inquiries. The sole purpose of a “point of information” or “parliamentary inquiry” is to
ask the Presiding Officer for an opinion of the effect of a motion or for guidance as to the correct procedure to follow.

The Presiding Officer shall treat as dilatory any attempts to circumvent the rules of debate under the guise of points of
information, parliamentary inquiries, or other queries and requests.

Rule 7.3: Counted Vote. The Presiding Officer shall take a counted vote upon the request of ten percent (10%) of those members
attending the meeting.

Rule 7.4: Carrying Business Forward. Motions other than Constitutional amendments awaiting ratification may be carried forward
from one year to the next only by being postponed definitely or by being referred to a committee.

Rule 7.5: Continuing Resolutions. Resolutions of continuing effect (“continuing resolutions”) may be repealed or amended by
majority vote of subsequent Business Meetings without notice, and shall be automatically repealed or amended by applicable
amendments to the Constitution or Standing Rules or by conflicting resolutions passed by subsequent Business Meetings.

Rule 7.6: Committees. All committees are authorized to organize themselves in any lawful manner and to adopt rules for the conduct
of their business, which may include conducting balloting by mail and limiting debate, subject to any contrary provisions of
the Constitution, the Standing Rules, or instructions given to the committee by the Business Meeting.

Rule 7.7: Nitpicking and Flyspecking Committee. The Business Meeting shall appoint a Nitpicking and Flyspecking Committee.
The Committee shall:

(1) Maintain the list of Rulings and Resolutions of Continuing Effect
(2) Codity the Customs and Usages of WSFS and of the Business Meeting.

Rule 7.8: Worldcon Runners’ Guide Editorial Committee. The Business Meeting shall appoint a Worldcon Runners’ Guide
Editorial Committee. The Committee shall maintain the Worldcon Runners’ Guide, which shall contain a compilation of the
best practices in use among those who run Worldcons.
