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A Message from DisCon lii

“Embrace diversity.
Unite —
Or be divided,
robbed,
ruled,
killed
By those who see you as prey.
Embrace diversity
Or be destroyed.”
— Octavia E. Butler, Parable of the Sower

In 1968, upon hearing the news of the assassination of Martin Luther King, Jr., the citizens of Washington, DC rioted in the
streets. For four days, the people of our city raged against the police and the National Guard, angry at yet another
senseless death, angry at a system that allowed for such a death to occur.

Mere weeks before his demise, in one of his last major speeches entitled “The Other America,” Dr. King continued to avow
his belief in non-violence and his condemnation of riots. And yet, he also recognized this:

“I think America must see that riots do not develop out of thin air. Certain conditions continue to exist in our society which
must be condemned as vigorously as we condemn riots. But in the final analysis, a riot is the language of the unheard.”

The disease of racism, woven into the very fabric of the founding of our nation, remains to be overcome fifty-two years
after Dr. King's death. Once again, the people of Washington, DC have taken to the streets to protest the same
fundamental flaws in our society that spurred Dr. King into his speech on “The Other America.”

Right now more than ever, all of us, regardless of race, gender identification, sexual orientation, able-bodiedness, faith,
and especially those of us with privilege, need to stand with each other, condemn the viciousness of systemic police
violence, and never be afraid to express our desires for a better, just society for all persons of color, everywhere.

Given that Washington, DC, is a majority-minority community, one of our primary initiatives will be working to ensure and
foster diversity at DisCon Ill. We will outline the results from our June staff meeting and the input we receive and detail the
specifics planned for DisCon Il

We at DisCon lll recognize that the Worldcon community can and should be doing more to encourage and support our
fellow members of our community who are persons of color.
