Come Saturday evening to 
applaud the nominees and cheer as the winners 
accept their gleaming silver rockets. The WorldCon is 
not the WorldCon without the Hugos.
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MASQUERADE
Where else can you see live Tharks from Barsoom 
armed to the teeth, animated protons smashing into 
each other, well-dressed spacemen, regal maidens 
and rogues? The most talented amateur costumers 
in the world come to WorldCon to show off. And the

The day lounge will close around 6:00 PM. and the 
evening fan lounge will open around 7:00 PM in Room 
CR 7 at the Marriott Rivercenter. Fan groups which 
would like to host events in the evening are invited to 
contact us.

SO WHAT IS A FAN LOUNGE. ANYWAY?

This room is many things to many people - a watering 
hole, a gathering place for fannish chitchat and general 
socializing, a sales area, a reading room. Drop on in to 
grab a cup of joe, to browse the current crop of 
fanzines as well as preserves put up by our fancestors, 
and to hang with the cream of fanzine fandom. Ideally
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we’d like to have displays of fanzines old and new, 
freebies from those wishing to rid themselves of their 
fannish excess (so to speak), and fanzines for sale.

We'd like to hear from any fans who are willing to host 
special events in the lounge throughout the weekend 
- or just to hold down the fort for a while. (We 
promise no hostile legions will amass outside the 
mission gates on your watch.).

FAN PROGRAMMING

THE FANNISH SIDE OF LIFE. Fan Programming will 
concentrate on several areas, beginning with 
introductions for the newer members of our 
community and refreshers for the old, designed to 
explain who we are, what we're doing here, and what 
we're all about. We'll also discuss the history of 
fandom: the legends, crazy stories and serious 
analysis of our unusual subculture's past. Finally, we'll 
discuss and debate the current issues, social 
questions and latest trends of fandom.

GAMING

Bring your favorite card 
games, work up a roleplaying adventure, or set up a 
division-level simulation of World War H's European 
Theatre.

Look for a full schedule posted on the door of the 
room, and handouts will be available to give you 
basic plotlines for the shows. Also, prizes will be 
distributed at various times throughout the weekend, 
donated by the video companies who have supplied 
the viewing materials!

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ABOUT SAN ANTONIO
CLIMATE, ETC.
Expect warm to hot weather in August. Temps 
in the 80s and 90s during the day, occasionally 
still hotter. The nice thing is that most days are 
bright and sunny, with little rain. Lows at night 
average from the low 70s to the mid 80s. To 
cool off. head for the River Walk. It's below 
street level and is always a few degrees cooler.

DRESS
Casual. Practical and comfortable is the way to 
go. Even the best restaurants seldom require a 
coat and tie.

I’M LOST!
Don't expect the streets in San Antonio to be 
laid out in a grid-like pattern. Some change 
names, or turn abruptly, particularly in the 
older areas. Remember the streets were once 

cattle trails to the river. Also, the San Antonio 
River wanders around, it all adds to the charm.

DOWNTOWN
You can walk to most sites downtown; many are 
located near or on Commerce Street. Don't 
want to walk? Take the VIA streetcar or the Lone 
Star Trolley that make the rounds of downtown.

BEYOND DOWNTOWN
Downtown is enclosed by several freeways 
which radiate outward like spokes, intersecting 
Loop 410, which forms a circle within the city 
and its suburbs. If you get lost, you can always 
spot downtown by the Tower of the Americas.

PARKING
Free out in the suburbs. However, downtown is 
another matter. There are on-street meters plus 
many parking lots and garages, both city and
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hotel. If you park on the street, park less than 
18 inches from the curb. Beware the zealous 
"Meter Maids."
