Our Guests of Honor
James Gunnhas workedas aneditor of paperback reprints, as managing editor of
K.U. alumnipublications, as director ofKU public relations, as a professor of
English andis currently an emeritus professor of English and a founding director of
the Center for the Study of Science Fiction. Professor Gunn was awarded the Byron
Caldwell Smith Award in recognitionofliterary achievement and the Edward Grier
Award for excellence in teaching, and was a KU Mellon Fellow. He waspresented
the Pilgrim Award of SFRA,a special award from the World SF Convention for
Alternate Worlds, a Hugo for Isaac Asimov: The Foundations ofScience Fiction,

and the Eaton Award for lifetime achievement. He waspresident of the Science Fiction
Writers of America andpresident of the Science Fiction Research Association. For
over twenty-five years, he has served as chairman of the Campbell Award jury to
select the best SF novelofthe year, andfor the last fifteen years as chairman of the
Sturgeon Award jury to select the best short SF of the year. He was namedthe
Damon Knight Memorial Grand Masterby the Science Fiction and Fantasy Writers

#8 of America and received a University of Kansas College of Liberal Arts and Sciences
AlumniDistinguished Service Award. He haswritten plays, screenplays, radio scripts, articles, verse, and criticism
and has had more than one hundredstories published in magazines and books. Heis the author of twenty-nine books
andthe editor of thirteen; his master's thesis was serialized in a pulp magazine.

NormanSpinradis the author of over twenty novels and sixty short stories
collected in six volumes. The novels and stories have been published in fifteen
languages. His most recent novel length publication is He Walked Among Us,
published in April 2010 by Tor. He's written teleplays, including the classic
Star Trek, “The Doomsday Machine,” and produced twofeature films Druids
and La Sirene Rouge. Heis a long timeliterary critic, sometime film critic,
perpetualpolitical analyst, and sometime songwriter. He has also been a radio
phone show host, has appeared as a vocalartist on three albums, and
occasionally performslive. He’s been a literary agent, and President of the
Science Fiction Writers of America and World SF.

Normanhasjust finished a new novel and highly experimental novel written in
whichthe readeris the viewpoint character, Welcome To Your Dreamtime, of

which Lighter Than Airis an entirely free-standing story in the form of a
dreamtimescenario. 
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Darrell K. Sweetis a professionalillustrator best knownfor providing coverart for science
fiction and fantasy novels, in which capacity he was nominated for a Hugo award in 1983.
Healso producesart for trading cards and calendars. He is most famousfor providing the
covers of the fantasy epic saga The Wheel of Time. Heisalso theillustrator for the well-
known Xanth series by Piers Anthony, the Saga ofRecluce series by L. E. Modesitt, Jr. and
the Runelords series by David Farland as well as the original coverartist for Stephen R.
Donaldson's series The Chronicles ofThomas Covenant the Unbeliever. As of 2005, he had
produced overthree thousand images beginning in 1975. He has beenthe artist guest of
honor at numerous conventions including the 2008 NASFIC and the 2010 World Fantasy
Convention.

Ellen Datlow hasbeen editing sciencefiction, fantasy, and horror short fiction for over

twenty-five years. She wasfiction editor of Omni Magazine and SCIFICTIONand has
edited more than fifty anthologies Forthcomingis the young adult dystopian anthology
After with Terri Windling. She has won multiple Locus Awards, Hugo Awards, Stoker
Awards, International Horror Guild Awards, World Fantasy Awards, and the Shirley
Jackson Award for her editing. She was namedrecipient of the Karl Edward Wagner
Award, given at the British Fantasy Convention for "outstanding contribution to the
genre." She has also been honored with the Life Achievement Award given by the
Horror Writers Association, in acknowledgementof superior achievementover an entire
career.

Hepresently runs the virtual bookstore Adventures in Crime and Space and has had made
numerous appearancesat lesser conventions around the world such as WorldCon, World
Fantasy and BoucherCon.

Paul Cornell is a New York Times #1 Bestseller writer, of SF and fantasy for prose, television
and comics, the only person to be Hugo Award nominated for all three media. He's written
Doctor Who for the BBC and Action Comics and Batman and Robin for DC Comics. His
stories have appeared in Asimov's, Interzone, The Times and The Daily Telegraph. His SF
novels are Something More and British Summertime and he has a new urban fantasynovel
coming out from Tor in 2012.

Her
second recording, Solar Sailors (1977) included the song “Bannedfrom Argo”, a comic song

| parodying Star Trek which has since spawned over 80 variants and parodies. She recorded
the comic song “Carmen Miranda’s Ghost", which wasthe source for the short story

collection Carmen Miranda's Ghost Is Haunting Space Station Three, edited by Don Sakers
(in whichshe hasonestory and the notes on the song). Her song "Hope Eyrie" is regarded by
someas being a sciencefiction anthem.

OurFacilities

LoneStarCon3 will use the Henry B. Gonzalez Convention Center located in downtown San Antonio with the
renowned River Walk only steps outside. The Convention Center boasts two halls (each over 120,000 squarefeet),
large ballrooms, and scores of smaller meeting rooms. We have selected the Marriott Rivercenter and Marriott River
Walk as our host hotels. They are literally across the street from each other, the River Walk hotel is directly across
the street from the convention center and the Marriott Rivercenter is connected to the Rivercenter Mall with dozens
of shops and restaurants. The hotels, mall, and convention center are linked by the world famousPaseo del Rio

(River Walk), a portion of the San Antonio River. You can easily walk below street level from one to another,

avoidingtraffic and enjoying the cool, shaded comfort of the San Antonio River.

OurCity
San Antoniois the seventh-largest city in the USandsits at the crossroads of IH-10-and IH-35. San Antonio is home
to the Alamo, symbol ofTexasliberty and freedom, and Market Square (El Mercado), an area patternedafter an
authentic Mexican market. From early morning until late at night, fans can browse throughthe 32 stores as well as
the 80 specialty shops in Farmers Market Plaza.

Downtownfeatures the Cathedral of San Fernando, HemisFair Park (home of the Tower of the Americas and the

Institute of Texan Cultures), La Villita (an historic art community), the Spanish Governor's Palace and the historic

MengerHotel. On the northern side of the Alamois the San Antonio Cavalry Museum whichfeatures cavalry
artifacts and exhibits. San Antonio has an amazing zoo! The San Antonio Zoological Gardens and Aquarium is a bus
ride away, next to Brackenridge Park, home of the Japanese Gardens.

Even in summerheat, the River Walk is a cool, shady passage. It winds and loops underbridges as twoparallel
sidewalks with restaurants and shops, connecting the Alamo to Rivercenter Mall to the Arneson River Theatre to
HemisFair Park. The River Walk is being expanded andhas openedthefirst phase, an additional two miles linkingit
with the San Antonio Museum ofArt, famousfor its Latin American folk art, and The Pearl, a brewery converted
into restaurants. The Pearl also hosts the grower’s only farmers market on Sundays and Wednesdays.
