the World Convention.

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CONVERTION hOTE
by Milton A. Rothman, Chalrman

Occasionally there comes a time
when one asks, "What am I doing
here?" One stops suddenly 1n
the middle of an actlvity and
begins wondering what it 1is 211
about.

This frame of mind has come to
me in the midst of all the pre-

parations for the forthcoming
Convention, Now, I've been to
quite a few sclence fiction

conventions----eight or nine, I
think, end I've been to number-
less minor conferences and con=
febulations. You'd think that
by now I'd know what it's all
about,

However, 1t 1s just thils feel=
ing of having been to so many
conventions in the past that
makes me stop and wonder Just
what new pleasure I can get
next convention. Are
we going to roll selong through
the time-worn ruts of typical
convention progrems, or are we
going to strlke out on some new
and exciting path that will
meke even an 0ld has-been like
me sit up and take notice? This
is one of the major problems
that concerns me as chalrman of
this convention,

Another problem 1s even more
basic. It gets right down to
the root question: what 1is 1t
all sbout? What 1s the purpose
of a sclence filction conventlon
in the first place? I ask this
guestion in the light of com=-
ments thet have been made by
many of the older fans during
the past year. They get the
feeling that maybe the conven=-
tions ere getting too big. It's
hard for them to have a good
time beceuse there is too much
confusion and too meny people.

Some have gone so far as to
suggest thet perhaps we should
aim at making the conventlons
smaller and better instead of
the msual bigger eond better.
They questlon whether it 1is
possible to msaske a convention
both bigger ang better.

At the present time 1t eppears
that we have no cholice, The
convention in Philadelphla 1is
going to be no smaller than the

one in Chicego, This means we
heve to work harder to meke it
better,

These are the kind of thoughts
which are going around in the
mind of the chairmen. These are
also the type of things we sho-
uld talk ebout during the con-
vention. for, after all,the
purpose of a convention ls talk
~--exchange of 1deas, dlscussion
of problems., It 1s not just an
exhibitlon, 1like a three-ring
circus, It is a forum where ev=
erybody should have a chance to
talk, This in 1tself presents a
problem: how do you conduct a
discussion from the floor of an
auditorium seat ing 2000 people?
How does everyone get & chance
to be heard? This is not a tri-
vlal question.

Another questlion that disturbs
the minds of many people: how
should the locatlon of the fut-
ure convemntions be chosen?
There 1s a feeling among some
people that the  traditional
method of election by those
people present at the conven=
tion 1s unfalr and leads to too
much heated campaigning during
the conventions, Others feel
that this is the most falr
method, and that the campaign-
ing 1s one of the enjayable fe=
atures of the convention, This
is a subject which should be
consldered very seriously, and
should be debated during this
convention. The present Conven-
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tion Committee has no plans for
changlng the method of choosing
convention sites; the treditio-
nel method  will be followed
thls year., However, discussion

of the question may lead to im-
proved methods in the future.
There elso exlsts the guestion
of a permanent organlzation to
sponsor the conventions, Such
an orzanizatlon wes recommended
at Chicago, =md it is the poli-
¢y of the present Conventlion
Committee to encourage the for-
mation of this organization,
wilith the hope that it might be
glven neme and substance here
in Philadelphia this year.

It 1s owr feeling that all
these questlons sre interrelat-
ed: how blg should conventions
get, how can a convention be
operated so as to malntain a
feeling of intimacy among the
attendees, how can convention
sites be chosen more fairly? It
is also our feeling that these
questions should be brought out

into the open and discussed
honestly. Therefore we promise
that sufficlent time will be

allowed at the 1lth World
Sclence Flction Convention for
consideration of these matters,

Milton A, Rothman
For the Convention Committee.

Milton A. Hothman, newly chosen
Chairman of thils year's Conven-
tion, was born in Philadelphia
33 years ago, lle studled at the
Unilversity of Pennsylvenlia, and
recelved his Ph,D. in physiecs
there in 1952. At present he 1s
doing research work in nuclear
physics at the Bartol Hesearch
FPoundation of the Franklin In-
stitute, Swarthmore, Penna.

Milt has read sclence fiction
since the sage of ten. In 1935
he was & founder of the Phila-
delphla Sclence Fictlon Soclety
end was the chairman of the Sth
world Science fiction Conven-
tion in 1947, end many other
conferences held in Philadelp~-
hia since 1936.He has published
science ~filction stories under
the neme of Lee Gregor, and
science articles under his real
name, but does not conslder
himself to be a professional
author. At one time one of the
more active fans, he has been
president of the Fantasy Ama-
teur Press Assoclation, and in
the period between 1939 and 19-
L9 published the Science Fict=
ion Debater, Milty's Mag, and
Plenum.

At the present time the exigen-
cles of making a living prevent
fannish actlivities other than
Chairmanning the Convention,
thls being the reason that he
may be a stranger to the newer
fans, His wife, Dori,is salso
an active fan--in fact they met
at the Philadelphia Sclence
Fiction Soclety, (Indeed, rumor
has it that she joined the club
for the express purpose of
catching this man.) Their son
Anthony Randall Rothman, born
April 29, 1953, is the youngest
member of the Eleventh World
Science Fiction Convention.

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It 1s with deep regret that the
Convention Commit tee must re-
port to the conventlion members
the deeth of the chalrman of
the convention, James A, Will-
iams, who passed away qulte
suddenly in March of this year.
Vie who had been working closely
with Jim since September in
the coming con-

No one who knew
him could doubt his sincere
love for scdlence fiction, and
he wlll long be remembered for
his gble leadership of the Phi-
ladelphia Science Flctlon Soc-
iety and his work as partner in

Rothman, who was elected Chalr-
man to f1ill the vacancy left by
Jim., Milt's experience as the
chairman of the convention in
1947, end in numerous reglonal
s-f gatherings has prepared him
well to step 1into the breech,
but as Lester del Rey said in
his column in SPACE Science
Piction, M. eeeW8® remember how
herd Jim worked to get the con=-
vention for FPhlladelphia during
the hectic days &t Chicsgo. It

l. The name of this organi-
zatlon s8hall be the Eleventh
World Sclence Flction Gonven-
tion Committee, hereinafter re-
ferred to as the Convention
Committee.

2. The purpose of this Con-
vention Committee shall be to
conduct the Eleventh World
Science Fiction Convention in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, in
the year 1953.

3. The membership of the
Conventlon Commlttee shall com-
prise all members of the Phila-
delphia Sclence Flctlion Socle-
ty, those members of the Hydra
Club, the Eastern Sclence Fiec-
tion Assoclation, and the
Little Monsters of America (New
York Branch) present at the
organizational meeting on Sept-

‘ember fourteenth, 1952, and
such other persons lnterested
in imaginative fiction as may
be admitted to membershlp by
‘majority vote at the next reg-
ular meeting of the Convention
Committee following thelr ap-
plication to the Secretary of
the Conventlon Committee for
membership. Any member of the
Convention Committee may be ex-
pelled by a two=-thirds vote of
the whole membership of the
Convention Commlttee.

4, The Conventlon Committee
shall meet whenever called by
the Chalrman, but not 1less
often than once every two
months. At meetings, one-
quarter of the membership of
the Conventlion Committee shall
constitute a quorum.

5. The officers of the
Conventlion Committee shall com-
prise a Chairman, a Vice-
Chalrman, a Secretary, and a

Treasurer, to be elected by the
Convention Committee. No one
person shall hold more than one
of these four offices at one
time. The Aduties of these of=-
ficers shall be those usually
implied by the names of the
offices. If an officer shall
dle, resign, or otherwiase be-

come unable to carry out his
duties, the Convention Commit-
tee shall elect a new officer
to take his place at the next
meeting. Any officer may be
removed by a two-thirds' vote
of the whole membership of the
Convention Committee.

6. The Chairmen shall ap-
point the following committees,
chairmen thereto, and other
officials: a Rules Committee, &
Membershlp Committee, a Program
Committee, a Publicity Commit-
tee, an Arrangements Committee,
an Editor of the Progress Re-
port, an Editor of the Program
Booklet, an Art Committee, an
Audiltor, and such other offici-
als as experience may indicate
and a majority of those members
of the Convention Committee,
present at a regular meeting,
shall assent to.

7. The day-to-day business
of the Conventlon Committee
shall be transacted by an Exe=-

cutive Board, comprising the
four elected officers of the
Convention Committee, the

chairmen of the Rules, Member-

shlip, Program, Publicity, Art,
and Arrangements Committees,
and the two editors, The

Chalirman of the Convention Com-
mittee shall also be the Chair-
man of the Executive Board. The
Executive Board shall meet
whenever called by the Chairman
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but not less often than once a
month. At meetings, one-half of
the membership of the Board
shall constitute a quorum.

8. Meetings of the Conven-
tion Committee and the Execu=
tive Board shall be conducted
in accordance with Roberts'
Rules of Order, though, in the
absence of controversy, formal-
ities of procedure need not be
strictly complied with.

9. These rules may b e
changed by a two=-thlirds vote at
any meetlng of the Convention
Comnittee.

10, The Conventlion Committee
shall continue 1in existence
from 1its date of formation,
September fourteenth, 1952,
until the completlion of the
Eleventh World Sclence Fiction
Conventlion, the payment of all
bills incurred by the Conven=-
tion Committee, and the dispos=
al of any left-over funds and
properties.

A NOTE ABOUT CONVENTION RULES
By L. Sprasgue de Camp

Some fans have misunderstood
the functlions of the Rules Com-
mittee, This committee's dutiles
aret: to draw up rules for the
wnole Conventlon Gommittee,
which you have just read; to
draw up rules <for the conduct
of the Convention itself, to be
submitted to the Convention for
its approval at its first meet-
ing; to settle questlions of
parliamentary procedure during
the Convention; and to act as a
ocredentials commlttee for fan
clubs meaning to nominate thelr
clties as sites for the next
Convention, The Rules Commlttee
has been charged with the duty
of seelng that all such nomina-
tions are hg?g fide blds made
by real functloning fan organi-

zatlons, and are neither mere
tactlcal maeneuvers nor hoaxes.
Beyond thls the Rules Committee
has nelther the right nor the
intention to dlscriminste among

citles or fen clubs or to seek
to impose 1its preferences or
prejudices upon the Conven-

tion's choice,

The Convention Committee has
received proposals from fans to
change the method of choosing
convention sites; that 1s, to
replace the present system of a
vote by the whole Convention by
a permenent Convention Commit-
tee composed of representatives
of all the fan e¢lubs, Some
cogent arguments have been ad-
vanced for such a change, On
the other hend some fens have
written us obJecting to the
proposal., If the subject seems
lively enough, we may work a
discussion of this question and
a vote on the proposed change
into the program, In sny case .
this change, 1if adopted, could
hardly be put into effect be-
fore the 195l Convention, We
welcome suggestlions end opin-.
ions on thils subject,

You will note that the Rules
say nothing sbout amateurs vs.
professionals in the sclence-
fiction field. We msake no gis-
tinetion, holding anybody in-
terested 1in 1maginative (flc-
tion" (parsgraph 3) to be a fan
by definition, Our problem 1s
not to favor amateurs over pro-
fesslonals or vice-versa, bub
to get done the large amount of
work that a convention entalls,
There 1is plenty of work to go
round, and we welcome help from
sny reputaeble source.

PUBLICITY COMMITTEE

With the work of many peorle
on the Publicity Committee 1ln
the past few months, and with
the splendid cooperation of the
professional science fiction
magazines and the fan magazines
alike, members of the Conven=-
tion can be assured that the
11lth World Science Fiction Con-
vention has been and will be
brought to the attention of
every stf reader and fan in the
country, time and again. Aes ve
reported in the last PR, many
of the pro mags had advertised
the Convention gratis; since
then others have Jjoined in giv-
ing the Convention publicity,
and 8tilll others have promised
notices and ads for the Conven-
tion in the summer months.

Our efforts are now concen=
trated on getting publiclty in
magazinee and fanzines hitting
the stande and malls during
the month of August. Besides,
ads, full-length articles have
appeared in certaln magazines
(cfe. SPACE SCIENCE FICTION
April 1953, articlee in the Fan
column of IMAGINATION and in
Bob Madle's columns and arti-
cles 1n SFQ and DYNAMIC, etc.)
Alan E. Nourse has written an
article for OTHER WORLDS that
hits the stands in August, and
there will be large ads in both
OTHER WORLDS and MADGE prior to
the rush Just before the Con-
vention.

Meanwhile, plans are being
made for the final stage of
publicity, the publicity of the
Convention 1iteelf, alming at
newspaper and radio coverage,
and bringing attention of the
national news magazines to the
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Convention.

Particularly new and inter-
esting at the present time are
the Convention Commemorative
Stamps, designed by Rusesell
Swanson, samples of which are
enclosed with this PR. They
were designed primarily to
bring the Convention wider and
more colorful notice.
