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Facilities Division
Ben Yalow, Division Head

Renovation will draw on three main facilities for the convention,
making the best use of the amenities they each offer. The
Reno-Sparks Convention Centre (RSCC) will be the center of
our daytime activities; the Atlantis Hotel will be the venue for
the parties and the con suite; and the Peppermill Hotel will be
the home of the extravaganzas. There will also be a smallroom
block at the Courtyard Hotel for those with zero tolerance to
cigarette smoke.

The RSCC will host the core of the convention and in addition
to being the host of most daytime programming it will be the
home for exhibits including the Art Show, Dealers' Room and
special exhibits, all sharing the 120,000 square foot Hall 2.
The RSCC will also be the venue for the opening and closing
ceremonies and the location for Registration and other
services.

The Atlantis Hotel is across the street from the Convention
Center and the second floor, which will be home to the
convention offices and the con suite, connects via sky bridge.
The Atlantis is also our party hotel and all open parties will be
located on sleeping room floors with separate party and non-
party floors as there will be both types of room available at the
Atlantis.

The Atlantis has recently been expanded and renovated to
include smoke free routes from the RSCC to the con suite and
sleeping rooms (including the parties) and there are now ten
restaurants in the hotel including a 24-hour coffee shop and
an all-you-can-eat sushioutlet. The Atlantis convention room
rate starts at $151 for a single/double room. This rate includes
the resort fee, which covers a free airport shuttle, free on-site
parking and free WiFiin both sleeping rooms and function
space.

Our other major hotel is the Peppermill. This hotel is located

on S. Virginia Street (the main street leading from the Atlantis
to downtown Reno) about 1,200 yards north of the Atlantis,
between which the convention will be running a regular shuttle.
The Peppermill's second floor Tuscany Ballroom will be the
venue for the Hugo Awards Ceremony and the Masquerade and
additional second floor function space will play host to most
other evening programme items.

The Peppermill has also been recently renovated and now also
has ten restaurants including its own 24-hour coffee shop. The
convention room rates at the Peppermill will be $149 for singles
through to quads. These rates also include the resort fee,
covering the free airport shuttle, free on-site parking and free
WiFiin sleeping rooms and function space.

Both the Atlantis and Peppermill are casino hotels, with the
casinos located on the first floor of each hotel. Currently the
casino sections of the hotel allow smoking, but all restaurants
and non-casino public areas, including function space, are
smoke free and all function space in both hotels can be
accessed without entering the casino. About one fifth of the
floors in each hotel allow smoking in bedrooms, the rest are
entirely non-smoking.

However for those with zero tolerance to cigarette smoke we
have a small block in the Courtyard Hotel, whichis also on S.
Virginia Street. The hotel is fully nonsmoking but it is over 1.5
miles south of the Atlantis hotel. There is a city bus from just
south of the RSCC to the courtyard. The convention roomrates
here start at $119 for a single/double and this includes free

parking and WiF{, but there is no airport shuttle.

We will have more information about our hotels, including
booking information and suite rates ina progress report
coming out at the end of 2010. Hotel bookings open in early
2011, after giving plenty of time for all members to have
received their PR either electronically or in the mail.

We will
also have displays honoring our Guests of Honor, along with
some other surprises that are still in the planning stages.

The Dealers'Room head for Renovation is Joni Brill Dashoff.
This year's Art Show will be run by Elayne Pelz, with able
assistance from the supporting cast who have run many West
Coast convention art shows including the most recent L.A.
Worldcon.

Although the mailings for the Dealers' Room and the Art Show
will not be sent out until the end of this year or early in 2011, we
are currently compiling a list of names and contact information
for those people who want to receive the information when it
becomes available. If you want to be added to the list, please
send your name and address to artshow@renovationsf.org,

or dealers@renovationsf.org, as appropriate. Please note,
however, that receipt of the information does not guarantee
you a spot in either area, as we will have to consider space
limitations and the mix of types of product for the Dealers’
Room and the number of panels and tables requested for the
Art Show. Also, if you are thinking of attending, you should
consider purchasing membership now, before the next rate
increase. Details are available at www.renovationsf.org/
register.php. If your plans change, there are usually plenty of
fans willing to pay for a transferred membership in the last
months before the convention.

From that there were lots of e-mails and sketches back and
forth as we worked out ideas. The first Rennie was the reddish-
colored bag seen on early advertising.

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BRAD: | think | did accidentally name her Rennie. | found one
of the early sketch pages and I've got “Rennie"? written in the
corner. It just seemed to stick after that.

Strangelove andriding
abomb.." So we were
off again with sketches AR

At some point there might even have beenanideato have a
whole group of anthropomorphic carpetbags and also it seems
that, without anyone trying, they have ALL now been named
“Rennie” | like to think the character just has many physical
manifestations of the same person, though that might be
getting too metaphysical for a cartoon drawing.

Award and has been in fandom for more than thirty-five years.

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Smoking in Reno
by Steve Cooper

Let me start with this statement: “Renovation will be a non-
smoking convention” Nevada state statutes require all public
spaces to be non-smoking with two exceptions: Casino floors
and bars that do not serve food. We can assure you now that

no convention activities will be taking place either on a Casino
floor or in a public bar. We can also assure you that these areas
should not significantly impinge on your convention experience,
unless youreally want them to.

The Convention Center itself is entirely non-smoking and recent
major remodeling work at our two main hotels now allows both
smokers and non-smokers to be accommodated with little
inconvenience to either. Both hotels also provide segregated
smoking and non-smoking bedrooms. So if you specify a non-
smoking room you won't find yourself in a room that has been
recently used by a smoker. But for those of you who do smoke
and we know some of you still do, we can guarantee that you
will be able to get a smoking bedroom in whichever hotel you
choose.

In fact both hotels operate smoking and non-smoking floors. So
we can assure you that you won't even have a smoking neighbor
unless you ask for one.

So apart from the casino floor, a few bars and about 20% of
the hotel bedrooms the vast remainder of each hotel is non-
smoking and thanks to some very sophisticated air filtering
and scrubbing technology have smoke and particulate free
atmospheres. A few of the restaurants are off the casino floor,
so although they are still smoke and particulate free, you will
need to go through the casino floor to get to them. But with
ten restaurants to choose from in each hotel you will still have
plenty of choice, if this is a problem.

All the hotel function space the convention will be using is well

clear of these smoking areas. In the Atlantis the entire 2nd floor,

where the con-suite will be located, along with the sky bridge
are nonsmoking and together provide a continuous smoke-free
zone extending from the convention center to the con-suite and

through to the elevators to the party suites, which will also be
on non-smoking floors of the hotel. The Peppermill function
space, including the events ballroom is also on an entirely non-
smoking floor of the hotel with clear smoke free access from
the front lobby.

But for fans who really need to stay in a completely smoke-
free hotel, we have reserved a small block of rooms at the
Courtyard by Marriott. But we believe only the most smoke
intolerant of you will find this necessary.

The Bid According to Rick

Ask ten people on the Reno bid committee why they were
personally committed to joining the bid and you might have
gotten ten different answers. Probably the most common
question | myself heard from knowledgeable conrunners
during the Reno bidding process was “Why the $%&! Reno?”
and the bid committee has put forth great effort to explain
that. But the most common question | heard from my friends
who are not conrunners was “Why did you get involved and is it
true you can't escape?”

Until March of 2008, | could legitimately claim | was not

a conrunner, or SMOF. Sure, I'd helped on OryCon, firstin
August of 2007 as an emergency webmaster. (Webmaster
#3 disappeared in a poof of disinterest and apathy during
the days leading up to Orycon 29.) But being a webmaster
for a1500-person con doesn't make one a Secret Master of
Fandom. And sure, in Orycon 30 | was asked to help out with
programming when | made the mistake of saying something
like,“You could sure be a lot smarter about this”

But paying the fine of volunteerism for thinking out loud at
the concom meeting for a1,500-person con doesn't make one
a SMOF.

But then | made the one critical mistake that labeled me a

Tim Powers has been writing science fiction since

the early ‘70s. While born in New York in 1952, he's
lived in California for the last fifty years and has been
married to Serena for over thirty years. He's been a
guest of honor at many science fiction conventions
and we're delighted to have him as a Renovation
Guest of Honor.

Tim has used his lifelong love of
history to imbue his fictionwith
astrong sense of time, place and
the fantastic. Along with his old
friends James Blaylock and K.

W. Jeter, he helped develop the
notion of steampunk (Jules Verne
and H. G. Wells on steroids). As reviewer and ardent
history buff Jim Mann has observed, Powers has the
remarkable ability to look at disparate parts of real
history, examine these bits for where things are not
quite explained or are just about strange and weave
a compelling “secret history” of what was really
going on. It's impressive not only in that he does it in
away which seems consistent with the real history
we know, but in a way in which while we read, we
accept the supernatural underpinnings he creates.
Moreover, science fiction and fantasy fans are prone
to talk of sense of wonder and the feeling it invokes:
Powers manages to take often rather mundane
history... and overlay it with remarkable moments of
sense of wonder.

Renovation: Were you interested in the Cold War and
espionage before you wrote Declare?

Tim Powers: Yes, I'm a long-time fan of an Fleming
and John le Carré and | had always thought that it
would be fun to use the cool devices of espionage
fiction codes, clandestine meetings, doubled and
redoubled agents, secret purposes! And then | read
a non- fiction book about the spy Kim Philby, who
was head of counterespionage for

the British Secret Service but who s
turned out to have been (78 2)
working A f 3 i‘if \
vl

. an excuse to read the whole

for Moscow all along and Philby's biography had a lot of
the mysterious and unexplained elements that (to me)
seem to call for a supernatural explanation!

Renovation: Did you learn anything in researching
Declare that you didn't expect?

Tim Powers: Well yes, but | hadn't really known a lot
about the Cold War to begin with, it turns out. | hadn't
realized that Berlin was way inside East Germany, for
instance | had somehow got the idea that it was on
the border, so that if you got over the wall you were in
free territory. And | didn't know anything about Arabs,
specifically Bedouins and their culture, which
turned out to be fascinating.

And writing the book was g7 X

Thousand Nights and One

Nights (the Burton translation).
Obviously it was high time | did
this research! Renovation: (Along
with James Blaylock, Tim created
a Victorian poet named William
Ashbless. Ashbless has published
poetry and a cookbook. He has something of a Web
presence, including a Facebook page.) Do you expect to
publish more as Ashbless in the future?

Tim Powers: Oh, probably! Blaylock and | have been doing

William Ashbless projects ever since we were in college
in1972 and | can imagine us publishing a collection of his
poems on car repair, for instance, or transcripts of his
trials in small claims courts having to do with disputes
over furniture and rent. Someone should eventually
make a movie of his tawdry adventures, so that he can
provide for Blaylock and | in our declining years, which
may already have begun.

Renovation: \What can you tell us about Pirates of the
Caribbean: On Stranger Tides?

Tim Powers: Not much! Disney began optioning my novel
almost three years ago, in case they did a fourth Pirates

of the Caribbean movie, so | was cautiously pleased when

the second and third movies did well at the box office
and |'ve been looking at all the movie blogs to see what
the rumors about the fourth movie are, but aside from
the option contract I've had no contact with anybody
involved in the movie.

Renovation: \What are you working on now?

Tim Powers: I'm in the middle of a novel that takes place
in Victorian London, with lots of supernatural stu going

on.



Renovation: Of the books you've written, what is your
favorite?

Tim Powers: That would be hard to say! I'm fond of each
of them in one way or another. But | guess if | had to pick
a favorite right now, it would be—let's say Last Call. It
was the first time | was able to actually visit the place
| was setting abook inand Las Vegas and poker turned
out to be alot of fun to write about. And in fact the Las
Vegas | wrote about is largely gone now, so I'm glad |
made some record of the place as it was!

Renovation: Which of your books do you
think has been the most influential?

\ o Tim Powers: To the extent that any

Renovation: \What books/authors were the most in
influential for you when you were growing up?

Tim Powers: Before | discovered science fictionand
fantasy, Rafael Sabatini was a favorite and | still always
want to get some of his
bravura style into my
fiction. And then along
came Heinlein and he was
the gateway to... Sturgeon,
Leiber, Brackett, Howard,
Lovecraft!| still re-read all
of them and try to- figure
out how they got their
splendid effects. Of them
all, I guess Fritz Leiber is
the writer who | most try
toemulate. And in college
| got interested in more
mainstream writers and
,sonow | also try to steal
effects from writers like
Robert Louis Stevenson,
Kingsley Amis, John D.
MacDonald and Dick
Francis.
Renovation: Which newer )/ Iy
writers do you especially )
enjoy?

Tim Powers: I'm afraid | really haven't kept up with
science fiction and fantasy! Before 1975 | had read
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everything, from Otis Adelbert
Kline and Stanley Weinbaum

to Zelazny and Moorcock, but
since then it's been very spotty.
My (admittedly ill-informed)
nomination for best currently-
working writer is probably Kelly
Link, whose work | think will be
in print for a hundred years.

Renovation: Are you currently teaching?

Tim Powers: Yes, I'm currently teaching one class a
week at the Orange County High School of the Arts.
Jim Blaylock is my boss and in the Creative Writing
Department we encourage the students to go on to
professional sales and ideally even careers—the
ceiling of our main classroom (the basement of
what was once a church) is plastered with rejection
slips the students get and some of them have got
acceptance letters too.

Renovation: \What's the difference between teaching
high school students and college students?

Tim Powers: Well, I'm not getting typical high school
students — they have to send samples of their
writing and we get to select the best of a number
of applicants. So | find the high
school students—these high school
students!—more well-read and eager
to learn about everything than most
of the college students I've taught
over the years. And in general | think
there's an open-mindedness to high
school students that changes to an
affectation of worldly cynicismin
college.

Renovation concluded the interview
with the question that has launched
athousand flame wars: Mac or
Windows?

Tim Powers: My first computer was
an IBM—running Wordstar, back in
the DOS commands days—and so I've
stuck with PCs ever since and | can't
imagine not using Windows.

SMOF with all the subtlety of a chihuahua on a caffeine jag and
which, despite solvents, bleach and insistent statements to
the contrary, apparently continues to stick on my forehead like
agiant barcode. | said, “Yes,' when Patty Wells asked me to be
the webmaster for her Worldcon bid. To this day, although she
claims it was based on my work on OryCon, | believe a much
more plausible explanation is that she was following advice
offered by her Magic 8-Ball.

Regardless, being on a bid committee and ultimately being on
a Worldcon concom, has marked me with the SMOF label for
life, like it or not. | remember the conversation well. | am not

a graphic designer. I'm not a webmaster professionally. (I'm a
software engineer at IBM.) I've never been to a Worldcon and
was only vaguely aware that the Hugos were associated with
it. 1 do like science fiction and fantasy both, but | also read
Stephen King and Tom Clancy. Frankly, | don't consider myself
tobe a first choice for a bid committee.

“Why,' | asked her, “should | do this?"
“It'll be fun, she said impishly.

“Oh, really now? But why are you asking me?"| asked not a
little sarcastically.

“| like what you do, she replied.
“It'll be fun. I like what you do

Those are two phrases | don't hear nearly enough at work.
During my lifetime, I've been on several softball teams,

many volleyball teams and have been an assistant coach

for my daughter's soccer team. | have experienced multiple
promotions in my career. | have volunteered at our local
elementary school. | have given blood. | have provided first aid
to fallen strangers.

Some things have been fun. Some things I've been thanked
for. But through all of that, | can't recall ever hearing those two
statements together.

| was intrigued and agreed. My wife Tammy also was asked
and agreed, but that was less surprising to me. She does
professional event planning and working on a Worldcon bid
seemed like a perfect fit for her, to me. It's no coincidence
that several people on the bid (and ultimately convention)
committee are among those that Patty has worked with over
the years in the Pacific Northwest.

“But why Reno?" | was among the first to ask.“Why not
Portland?" And indeed, Portland would have been Patty's first
choice... if she felt a Worldcon could be successful there. They
have art and they have music and they have great places to
eat, they've got a professional basketball team and by 201
they'llhave a professional soccer team. Unfortunately, what
they don't have now and won't have in 2011, is a viable site for
a 5,000 person convention. There's a wonderful convention
center, but there's nowhere near enough accommodation

for 5,000 people close to it. While the city itself could easily
house that many, it would mean using shuttle buses and
involve walking distances that Worldcon attendees love to
hate.

So Patty and a few good advisors had gone searching for
asuperb, but underutilized location that would not just
accommodate a Worldcon, but welcome one. And that search
yielded Reno, a smaller city as Worldcon hosts go, but one
with facilities that lived up to our standards and a hotel
arrangement that was hard to beat.

With the bid committee forming up in March of 2008, we
wanted to have a web site ready by Memorial Day weekend,
when we were going to announce the bid at many different
cons at the same time. We were already at a disadvantage

T




for starting later in the process, so we agreed to keep it a
secret until the announcement. The bid site was developed on
my home machine, with a lot of “hey look at this and give me
feedback” mail sent to bid members. Typical feedback was:

That's too dark.

That's too light.

Needs more color.

That's too busy.

There's a jaggy on the upper left of
The 2nd balloon.

Can you make that bigger?

Can you make that smaller?
What *is* that?

But slowly a design came to life. Content was provided by
some of our amazing bid committee and while the pictures
were pretty, the words needed to tell the story. And they did.
Atheme was chosen, “New Frontiers, which we felt described
not just an approach to planning the convention but in planning
the programming too. We wanted to bring in some fresh blood
and cover some fresh topics.

Despite my admonition that | was not a graphic designer,

| quickly became more proficient in Gimp, HTML and CSS

than I'd have thought possible. The bane of any webmaster is
dealing with Internet Explorer and its eccentricities and | must
have torn out half of what hair | have left in getting the website
to look good on Firefox, Mozilla, IE, Safariand as many other
browsers we could dig up on our personal and work machines.

But on Memorial Day weekend of 2008, we were ready. The
balloons were looking sharp and the prose was written. Key
people were at key cons and the website needed only a few
keystrokes to go live. When Patty unfurled our banner at
Baycon, it became official: the 2011 Worldcon bid from Seattle
was no longer unopposed.

And | will remember this for the rest of my life because, after
all the weeks of work and sweating the details, spending my
evenings in front of a terminal instead of playing volleyball or
reading a good book, the bid came to life while | was sitting on
the back porch of arented house at the Oregon coast, facing
the setting sun and connected via wireless to the excitement
happening elsewhere.

How peaceful is that? Waves faintly crashing a hundred yards
away; sea lions barking at each other in the distance; the wind
just strong enough to be audible but not so strong to be cold;
the night falling gently as a few early stars and one early planet
manage to pierce the growing darkness; and the kids falling
asleep, exhausted after a busy day of play in the sand. The
pizza s still cooling on the kitchen table and as | retrieve one
last piece and sit down again on my chair on the porch, | type
a few things, hit return and the machinery that is the visual
representation of our bid lurches into motion. What a great
way to kick off a Worldcon bid. Well, my part of it anyway.

There was a lot that followed, of course. There was some panic
when we saw Seattle's site redesign, which looked pretty darn
spiffy. There was tragedy when a key member of their bid
committee, a person that many on both committees knew and
respected, died in a car crash on the way to Westercon. There
was both sadness and elation when Seattle had to withdraw
when their facilities could not commit. And there was the day
when the vote was tallied and it all became official: it was
Reno in 2011. Given the thinking behind “New Frontiers” it was
an easy step to naming the convention “Renovation” Old and
stodgy would not be used to describe this Worldcon.

&

There's a lot to come yet, too. Patty is putting together a great
show for everyone who comes to Worldcon in 2011. I'm sworn to
secrecy (pinky swear!) and can't release any details to you (yet)
but comparing it to any other con I've been to, it Just Looks
Amazing.

By the same token, if you've ever thought about volunteering,
before or during the convention, or especially if you've ever
thought you could do it better, this is the time to step up and
doit. I am living proof that No Experience is Necessary. | have
not regretted the work and effort and I'm willing to believe
that whether you offer to help run a department, or just

offer torun to the store to get more rubber bands, you won't
regret it either. The committee may have chosen the place
and the Guests of Honor, but this is not a for-profit effort and
volunteers are what will make it real. There's my only pitch,
because in the last year and a half, I've seen what good people
can produce just by asking.

C'mon. It'll be fun.

Types of Membership

Attending: This membership includes all publications, as well as voting and attending rights.

Young Adults: Young Adult (YA) memberships are available for all people aged 17 to 21 on August 17, 2011. This class of membership
carries the same rights as an Attending membership (see above) including voting rights and receiving all convention publications.
Individuals in this age group can also be included in Family Memberships (see below). YA memberships can only be transferred to

people who also meet the YA age criteria.

Children and Kids-in-Tow: Child memberships are available for all
children aged 16 or under on August 17, 2011 and will include around 8
hours of free professional childcare for children aged 12 or under. (Child
care provisions will not be finalized until much nearer to the convention,
but all children in any convention-provided child care facility will need to
be registered members of the convention.) Children aged 6 or under on
August 17,2011 may alternatively be registered free of charge as Kids-
in-Tow. Although there is no charge, we encourage you to register your
Kids-in-Tow as it helps us to understand the number of young children
who may be at the convention. Kids-in-Tow memberships do not include
child care. Children and Kids-in-Tow memberships include admission

to Renovation under the supervision of an adult, but do not include
publications or voting rights for the Hugo Awards or Worldcon Site
Selection. Children and Kids-in-Tow may have Attending memberships
(and thus have publications and voting rights) instead of Child or Kids-
in-Tow memberships, but must still be supervised by an adult.

Family Memberships: Family memberships can be purchased for

2 adults and any number of dependent children aged 16 or under on
August 17, 2011. Children under 12 will receive the same 8 hours of free
childcare as a separate child membership. The current price for a
Family membership is US$400, less any applicable voting/supporter
discounts. Young adult family members, aged 17 to 21 on August 17,
2011 may be included in a Family membership for the additional cost of
USs25 for each young adult.

Supporting: A Supporting Membership includes all of the rights and
privileges of an attending membership except the right to attend
Renovation. You can always upgrade your membership from Supporting
to Attending by paying the difference between the “New Supporting”
and “New Attending” membership rates in force at the time of
conversion. If you voted in the 2011 Worldcon Site Selection election,
you are automatically a Supporting member of Renovation as a result of
paying your voting fee.

Installment Plan

The Renovation Installment Plan enables

fans to spread the cost of an Attending
membership over a number of quarterly
payments. Under the plan, you buy a Supporting
Membership first and then pay the fee for
conversion to Attending Membership ina
series of installments. The total charge for your
Attending Membership will be frozen at the
time your application to join the plan is received
and accepted. The benefits of the plan are

the lock-in of the rate (protecting you against
future rate increases) and the opportunity to
spread your costs over an extended period.

Minimum payment per quarter is $30 (360

for a Family membership). You can make your
payments by credit card or by check (USs only,
please) sent to our US office. Final payment
must reach us no later than May 31, 2011.

You can cancel your plan at any time and any
payments apart from the initial supporting
membership will be returned to you. Installment
plan memberships are not transferable until the
fullamount has been paid. If you fail to make
the minimum quarterly payment, the rate will
be unlocked and you will need to pay the current
membership rate.
