Convention Overview
To help the Renovation run smoothly:

Wear your Renovation badge at all times in the conven-
tion areas of the RSCC, the Atlantis, and the Peppermill.
During program items, do not block the aisles or the 
doors. If you arrive late to an item, enter quietly.
Read and obey signs. In most cases a “Reserved” sign 
means a chair or table may not be for you (but if you keep 
looking, you’ll probably find one).
Save your questions and comments in a program item 
for near the end of the item when most moderators will 
invite Q&A.
When a program item ends, do not rush the head table to 
ask for autographs or engage the panelists in private con-
versation. In order for items to start on time, the previous 
item must end on time.
Be polite about recording items, and pay attention to “No 
Photography” signs. Non-disruptive photography is gen-
erally fine unless someone objects.
Because our WiFi has limited bandwidth, avoid live 
webcasting, and ask for permission before recording 
anything.
A few items are explicitly marked “Recording/photogra-
phy not permitted.” Extra staff will be patrolling those 
items and if you are seen to be recording/photographing 
at these items, you will be escorted out of the room and 
your recording device might be confiscated.

Convention Information
Food in the Convention Center
The RSCC has very strict rules against bringing in outside 
food. They have granted a small exemption for treats on club 
and fan tables but that is the only exception.
Plenty of carts/food booths will be open while the con is open, 
in addition to vending machines available throughout the 
building. There are nearby restaurants in the Atlantis and up 
and down South Virginia Street. So please, if you have to have 
pizza from a pizza place outside the convention center, eat it 
there or in your hotel room but not in the convention center. 
Thanks for your cooperation.
Clean up after yourself—there are trash cans near every food 
sales area. Even if your mother is here, she shouldn’t have to 
clean up after you either!
You cannot bring alcohol into the RSCC but if you buy a drink 
at the Drawing of the Dark bar in Hall 2, you can bring it to 
another room in the RSCC.

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Yes, You Do Need Your (Non-)Stinkin’ Badges!
It costs an incredible amount of money to run a Worldcon, so 
we take the issue of badges very seriously. You’ll see badge-
checkers at the entrance to many functions at the con. You will 
need your badge to get into functions at the convention. Don’t 
leave it in your room, don’t hide it under your costume, wear it! 
Your badge is not just an identifier, it’s a way to say “I Support 
Worldcon.” Without your membership fee, and the volunteer-
ing of hundreds of fans and pros, Worldcon wouldn’t be here.
So, please, keep your badge visible whenever you’re in the 
RSCC, in the Atlantis, or in the Peppermill. Thank you.
Lost Badges
Check at Registration to see if your badge has been turned in. If 
it hasn’t, Renovation will charge you a nominal fee to replace it.

Lost and Found
During the day (between 9am and 6pm), bring lost items to or 
ask about missing items at the Convention Office in room A20 
in the RSCC.
At night (between 6pm and 9am), bring lost items to or ask 
about missing items at Convention Operations in room Trea-
sures D at the Atlantis (near the Con Suite).

Mailing Services
UPS will have a booth in the Registration Lobby on Saturday 
and Sunday, hours to be announced at the con.

Shuttle Between the RSCC and the Peppermill
Times & Frequency
The shuttle service will run continuously each day from 8am 
to 3am except for Sunday, when the service will only run to 
10pm. The number of shuttles will vary depending upon the 
expected demand, with a single shuttle expected to complete 
one circuit in 15–20 minutes, depending upon traffic and pas-
senger numbers.
Pickup Locations
The service will run on a continuous loop between two of four 
shuttle stops depending upon the time of day.

At the RSCC/Atlantis end, the shuttle will stop outside 
of the RSCC Registration Lobby/Main Entrance on the 
driveway. After 9pm, this shuttle stop will move to the 
Atlantis, to a door at the back of the casino and under the 
Skybridge. (There are escalators immediately inside to 
the 2nd floor. From the 2nd floor, you can take elevators 
to all of the sleeping room floors of the Atlantis.)
At the Peppermill end, the shuttle will stop at the Tuscany 
Ballroom side entrance accessed through the east vesti-
bule of the Tuscany foyer. After 11pm, the shuttle stop 
will move to the valet parking point accessed through the 
main hotel lobby. 

Smoking
The RSCC is a completely smoke-free facility. Smoking is not 
allowed in hotel function rooms or anywhere in the Tuscany 
complex of the Peppermill.
Smoking is allowed in the casino areas and in certain hotel 
restaurants, but some of the casino areas do provide non-
smoking areas. The hotels have both smoking and non-smok-
ing floors and/or wings.

Weapons Policy
No real or realistic weapons may be carried anywhere within 
the convention except during the Masquerade or specifically 
approved events.
Renovation defines a weapon as any object designed to cause 
damage, or any replica of such an object, or any object that 
the Committee determines to pose a risk to the safety of oth-

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ers or to personal or hotel property. The Committee reserves 
the right to alter or amend this definition and the right to 
require the immediate removal of any weapon from a public 
area. Failure to immediately put a weapon away in your hotel 
room or vehicle on request is grounds for immediate revoca-
tion of membership without refund and expulsion from the 
convention.
The use of a weapon during the Masquerade or a programming 
event must be approved by the Masquerade Directors or the 
Programming Division Heads, respectively. Other than these 
previously approved instances, no weapon of any kind may be 
drawn or wielded in any area of any hotel or convention space. 
Dealers who sell weapons must securely wrap each item at the 
point of sale and provide each customer with a printed copy 
of this policy.
At Renovation, we know that most people who would like to 
carry weapons are sensible and careful individuals. However, 
we must keep in mind liability, legal issues, and our relation-
ship with the hotels and the convention center. Member safety 
is our first consideration and it is with this in mind that this 
policy has been established.
Note: In addition to complying with Renovation policy, all 
members must, without exception, abide by all relevant le-
gal requirements and by the requirements of the convention 
center and host hotels. Please note in particular that casino 
resorts have strong requirements in place to protect their se-
curity and that these will be enforced (for instance, full-face 
coverings are not allowed anywhere on a casino floor).

Program items go way beyond talking heads and will offer you 
five days of discussions to engage you and, we hope, leave you 
with things to think about long after the con is over.
Most panels are 50 minutes long, starting promptly on the 
hour and ending 10 minutes before the next hour. Most read-
ings are 20 minutes long, starting promptly on the hour or 
half-hour.

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Academic Program
Renovation’s Academic Program is an interdisciplinary 
mini-conference within the convention, offering members 
an opportunity to sample new and current research on sci-
ence fiction and other topics. In keeping with the Renovation 
theme of “New Frontiers,” the Academic Program adopted the 
general theme of “Speculative Frontiers: Reading, Seeing, Be-
ing, Going,” calling for papers reflecting on real and imagined 
frontiers whether physical, social, or technological.
Speculative Frontiers runs Thursday through Saturday. It spot-
lights scholarly work on topics as diverse as the representation 
of human values in media zombies and the psychological is-
sues involved in travel in deep space.

Art Night
Art Night will run on Thursday night beginning at 6pm. It’s a 
festival of the visual arts in science fiction and fantasy. Work-
shops, demos, games, talks and panels, films, and other visual 
arts will fill the convention center. Artists will be on hand in 
the Art Show and at Art Night events to meet fans and fellow 
artists. The activities kick off with the Chesley Awards Cer-
emony and goes on into the night!
Art Night demos will take place at designated locations in Hall 
2 as well as in the Registration Lobby in the Kaffeeklatsch area. 
Pick up an Art Night map at the con for more information.

Autographing
Guidelines to help autographing at Renovation run smoothly:

You are limited to asking an author to sign no more than 
three books per pass through the line. In certain cases, 
the Autographing staff might have to lower the number 
of books per pass.
Once you’ve had three books signed, you may be able to go 
to the end of the line if the author has the time to handle 
repeat requests from the same person.
Authors have a maximum of 50 minutes for their sign-
ings and must leave promptly at the end of their session 
to make way for the next set of authors. 
If you have a complex dedication, use the Post-It notes 
provided to write the dedication and present to the au-
thor with your book.
Please be courteous if there is a line—give other fans a 
chance to get their books autographed.
In order to avoid having people wait in line when the line 
reaches too many people for the author to sign for every-
one, the staff may need to close the line before the session 
is over.

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Crafting at Renovation
Because fans have been getting more interested in crafting, 
we’ve reserved several spots for crafters during the con:

RSCC: There are two “Reserved for Crafters” tables: one 
in the Discussion Group area in the Registration Lobby 
and the other at the back of room A12. (Some costuming 
and art demos might be taking place at the front of the 
room.)
Peppermill: A “Reserved for Crafters” table is in the Dis-
cussion Group area in Naples 5, available between 4pm 
and 8am.

Quilt Workspace
In addition to general crafters areas, there will be a Quilt 
Workspace adjacent to the Fan Lounge in Hall 2 of the RSCC 
where you will be able to create your own quilted postcard, 
which you can mail if you follow a few simple rules,. Also, stop 
by if you’d like to contribute to a quilt created by fans, or just 
sign a quilt for a good cause. A sewing machine and some ma-
terials will be provided.

Docent Tours
At a science fiction convention, the Art Show is a kind of com-
bined museum and sales gallery. Some items are for display 
only and are not for sale. You can come to buy, or to look, or 
both! Tours of the Art Show are sometimes called “docent” 
tours, a word used by museums for a guide or tour leader who’s 
good at pointing out things worth looking at. We have an 
eclectic group of various tour leaders, fans and pros, men and 
women, graphic artists, writers, critics. (Docents like to take 
each other’s tours, too!) There are lots of interesting perspec-
tives in our community, and talking about art is itself an art.

Fan Lounge
The Fan Lounge is a hang-out place for any fan looking for re-
spite from the rest of the con, the kind of place where you can 
sit back and read one of many fine fanzines from the last seven 
decades, meet other folks who are interested in fanzines, fan 
art, fan writing, and fan repair, or maybe come up with a doo-
dle or a drawing or a little article for one of the zines that will 
be produced over the weekend. The Fan Lounge will shift to 
an Atlantis party suite on Friday, Saturday and Sunday nights 
beginning at 9pm—check the newsletter for the location.

Filk
In keeping with the “New Frontiers” theme of Renovation, the 
filk program will celebrate the diversity of filk and fandom. 
There will be excellent performances, of course, and people 
singing together. There will also be workshops and panels so 
you can learn from working musicians and sound engineers 
how to write lyrics and music, perform, record, and maybe 
even make a living doing what you love.
Evening song circles will be in the Naples Complex in the 
Peppermill, but there will be music throughout the day in the 
convention center and filk jams in the convention center on 
Wednesday and Thursday evenings.

Gaming
The Gaming area will have a great selection of board games on 
loan from the GameStorm game library.

Our 
knowledgeable staff is available to help you pick out a game, 
and can teach the rules to many of the games if you want to 
learn something new.
If there is a particular game you want to play at night gaming 
(in Peppermill Naples 1 & 2 from 10pm Wednesday and Thurs-
day, 6pm Friday and Saturday), please let us know during the 
day. We’ll be taking part of the library over each night, and can 
be sure to include specific games that have been requested.

Individual host sessions are strictly limited to the host and 
nine attendees. Many hosts will be quite popular, so you 
must sign up in advance. Sign-up sheets will be available at 
the Information Desk in the Registration Hall in half-day 
increments. (So, for example, you can sign up for a Thursday 
afternoon kaffeeklatsch on Thursday morning, or for a Friday 
morning kaffeeklatsch on Thursday afternoon.)
Each person in line may sign up for only one kaffeeklatsch per 
session, and only one person per kaffeeklatsch (although you 
may sign up for someone else rather than yourself). Provide the 
badge name and number. Three reserve places will be available 
in case an attendee cancels a booking or does not turn up.
Attendees who have not turned up by the start of the session 
will have their place assigned to a reserve. In order to be fair 
to those on reserve lists, private substitutions are not al-
lowed—the person on the list must be the person who attends 
and you cannot trade your place. You may join a session as it 
starts if there are free slots available and no reserves, but for 
more popular hosts, this scenario is very unlikely.
Note that these sessions are 50 minutes long. Please help the 
next session start on time and do not delay the hosts at the end 
of the item.

The music starts with 
Opening Ceremonies, which will have some musical surprises, 
followed by Dr. Demento. Then, be prepared for an evening of 
non-stop excitement while you can explore as many types of 
music as will fit in the Reno-Sparks Convention Center. Af-
ter dinner, hear the exciting stylings of our Musical Special 
Guests, Tricky Pixie, and enjoy the showing of Godson, a live 
musical play based on work by Roger Zelazny. Elsewhere in 
the convention center, late afternoon filk concerts will be fol-
lowed by program items centered on music in science fiction, 
fantasy, and fandom. Come join the Music Night Filk Jam to 
wrap up your evening.

Publishers Presentations
Major publishers in our field give you a taste of the writers and 
fiction they will be releasing in the upcoming months.

Puppet Show
Other Hand Productions, a professional puppeteering crew 
consisting of Mary Robinette Kowal, Jodi Eichelberger, and 
Lance Woolen, will present shows on Friday, at 4pm and 7pm 
in C1. Due to the way that the puppeteers use the hall, audi-
ence members cannot stand or sit in the aisles. Doors to the 
hall will open 30 minutes before each show. If the audience 
completely fills the seats for the 4pm show, people interested 
in attending the second show will be given tickets for the 7pm 
show until the tickets run out. Note that the show is not rec-
ommended for children under the age of 10.

Special Interest and Discussion Groups
Special Interest Groups are items organized by groups and 
individuals other than the Program committee. Some of the 
larger SIGs are in Program rooms, and others will be held in 
the Discussion Group area of the Registration Lobby in the 
RSCC.

TeachingSF
TeachingSF is a workshop aimed at teachers, parents, and li-
brarians who want to use science fiction to help engage young 
people in science, fiction, history, and other areas. Workshop 
speakers will include Guest of Honor Tim Powers, Peadar 
O’Guilin, Mary Robinette Kowal, Daniel M. Kimmel, Gary K. 
Wolfe, L. E. Modesitt, Jr. and G. David Nordley. The workshop 
is a collaborative effort, organized and presented by Reading 
for the Future, Inc., from a proposal by AboutSF at the Uni-
versity of Kansas. The workshop will be held in the RSCC in 
room A18, running from 9am to 6pm on Wednesday. Renova-
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tion members with full attending memberships can attend the 
TeachingSF workshop at no cost if space is available.

Teen Lounge
The Teen Lounge will be available all weekend for teenage fans 
to congregate, chill out, catch up, relax, laugh, and chat, and 
where some teen programming will occur. The lounge will be 
in the RSCC during the day, moving to the Atlantis hotel in 
the evening. Stop by to make new friends, hang out with old 
ones, play a game, or have a good conversation!

World Science Fiction Society (WSFS) Business 
Meetings
Have you ever wondered why the Hugo Awards have the 
categories they do? Have you thought there should be differ-
ent categories, or that some of those that are there should be 
changed? Have you wondered how Worldcon sites are selected, 
or about any of the other rules of the World Science Fiction 
Society? Have you ever thought that “somebody ought to do 
something about changing the rules”? Well, if you’re reading 
this, you’re probably a member of Renovation, and that means 
that you are “somebody.” That’s right, you get to help make the 
rules. There’s no Board of Directors, no House of Representa-
tives, no Congress of Deputies. Every member of Worldcon 
can participate in the rule-making process, like a big “town 
meeting.”
The World Science Fiction Society (WSFS) consists of every 
member of the current Worldcon. WSFS rules, published in the 
Souvenir Book, consist of a Constitution containing the rules 
for the Hugo Awards and for the selection of future World-
cons, as well as Standing Rules for the conduct of the Business 
Meeting. The Business Meeting is held on the second, third, 
and fourth mornings of the Worldcon (rarely, a meeting on 
the fifth day is required). Every member of WSFS can attend 
the meeting, propose changes, debate those changes, and vote 
on them. For Renovation, the business meetings will be held 
Thursday through Sunday from 10am to 1pm.
Changes to the WSFS Constitution, including any changes to 
the rules for the Hugo Awards, must be approved by votes at 
two consecutive Worldcons. In addition, there may be new 
proposals introduced this year. This meeting may defeat and 
amend new proposals. Meetings are conducted under rela-
tively formal structure, codified in Robert’s Rules of Order, 
Newly Revised and the WSFS Standing Rules. The deadline 
for submitting new proposals to the Business Meeting is two 
hours after the start of the convention’s Opening Ceremonies. 
To submit new business, bring 200 copies to the Convention 
Office and ask that they be given to the Business Meeting Sec-
retary. Also, check the newsletter for any updates about the 
Business Meeting throughout the convention.

Writers Workshops
Writers Workshops take place in the Naples area of the Pep-
permill. Note that all sessions are now filled.
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Kids’ Stuff
Our Childcare and Kids’ Program/Activities (AKA Dragon-
girls, Cowboys and Pirates) are close to each other, down the 
hall from the Registration Lobby in D9, D10, and E1–3. The 
Kids’ Stuff area is also close to the Cartoon Room in D8.

Childcare
KiddieCorp will be offering a professional childcare service to 
all children aged 12 or under as of the start of the conven-
tion. This service will be located in the Reno-Sparks Conven-
tion Center. The service costs $12/hour for bookings made at 
the convention. Children with full ($75) child memberships 
receive their first 8 hours of childcare free of charge, subject 
to availability.
Please note that your children must be registered with the 
convention (whether with Child memberships or as Kids-in-
Tow) before they can be booked into the KiddieCorp service.
The childcare service will be available from 9:30am–6pm 
daily. We have included an evening service on Friday and 
Saturday to enable parents to attend the Masquerade and/or 
Hugo Award ceremony.
Under Nevada regulations, children can only receive a maxi-
mum of 10 hours childcare on any single day.
Childcare capacity is limited and we urge parents to book all 
childcare hours in advance where possible, so we can ensure 
adequate staffing and service. Places will be allocated on a first 
come, first served basis. Full details of the service arrange-
ments and how to book are available on a specific Renovation 
page which KiddieCorp have provided for us on their website 
(https://www.kiddiecorp.com/renovationkids.htm). Parents 
can make bookings online. All booking and payment arrange-
ments are made directly between parents and Kiddiecorp.

Kids’ Program (AKA Dragongirls, Cowboys and 
Pirates)
Dragongirls, Cowboys and Pirates is for 6-12 year olds. It is 
a sign-in facility, for children who are Renovation members, 
for a maximum of four hours at a time. Parents will be asked 
to volunteer some time to help in the program. Children with 
special needs will need their parents to stay with them. Older 
children will be allowed, with parental consent, to come and 
go as they please. All children need a contact details label 
on the back of their badge. Access to the children’s program 
rooms (E1,E2,E3) is controlled. Loitering is not allowed. The 
organizers have the discretion to tell anyone to leave.
Adults are welcome at talks, but must not impede upon the 
enjoyment of children and should understand that the target 
audience is children. Adults should sit at the back. Teenagers 
are welcome at all children’s items, as they see fit.
Activities cease at 5:50pm. Children must be collected by 6pm 
sharp. There is a “three strikes and you’re out” policy in place 
for any misbehavior or unruliness.
Dragongirls, Cowboys and Pirates is designed to be both inter-
active and fun, but needs your cooperation. More details and 
information will be available at Kids’ Program, in the E rooms 
of the RSCC. Note the early Sunday closing time, 2:45pm, so 
your kids can join you for Closing Ceremonies.
