MEETING REPORT

The WSES meeting created a Hugo
Awards Study Committee intended to
begin studying all of the various pro-
posals for changing Hugo Award cat-
egories, with a remit to report to next
year’s Worldcon. A new constitutional
amendment regarding electronic pay-
ments failed. The resolution extending
the Hugo Award eligibility of “Your
Name” passed, as did a resolution
making recommendations regarding
the provision of convention publica-
tions to members. Debate time limits
were established for the constitutional
amendments pending ratification and
new constitutional amendments, ex-
cept the one killed and the three cate-
gory revisions referred to committee.

A standing rule change speeding up
the process of setting debate time lim-
its passed. A standing rule change re-
garding distribution of meeting agen-
das failed.

“Painopiste,” a compound word of
paino “weight” and piste “point,” is
a term with mulitiple meanings in
the Finnish language. Most often,
and aptly for a newsletter, it means
“printing press.” (To be sure, we use
laser printers now — although some-
times I wonder if a manual press
might be faster!)

The second meaning is a pun,
because we're fans so of course it
would be a pun. Our venue for
Worldcon 75 is Messukeskus, which
is usually translated as “fairground.”
Messukeskus though is another of
the Finnish language’s beautiful
compounds: messu “mass” as in a
religious ceremony, keskus “centre.”
Thus, “centre of mass” — the prop-
er physics term for “centre of mass”
being, in Finnish, Painopiste.

N. K. Jemisin wins Best Novel award

Nora K. Jemisin becomes a second-
time Hugo Award winner as her
book, The Obelisk Gate, is awarded
the prize for Best Novel. Jemison’s
triumph follows her 2016 win for
best novel for The Fifth Season.
Women and authors of color were
strongly represented among the
award winners, with women receiv-
ing the Hugo in sixteen of the com-
petition’s eighteen categories. While
Chinese author Liu Cixin’s loss for

Best Novel came to many fans as a
surprise after his breakthrough in
the 2015 Hugos for The Three Body
Problem, some authors of the Chi-
nese global diaspora, such as Ted
Chiang and Marjorie Liu, won in
their nominated categories.
Toastmistress Karen Lord, who
accepted the award in the au-

thor’s absence, commented on the

international character of the 2017
Hugos, noting that while Helsinki’s
is only the fourth ceremony held
outside a non-English-speaking

country, sixty countries were
represented among the audience and
WSES membership.

Jemisin remains the only black
woman author to have ever won

the Best Novel Hugo. Jemisin has
been a prominent opponent of the
“homogenizing ghetto” of relegation
to the “African American Fiction”
category, writing in 2010:

“The worst racism is perpetuat-

ed not through intent, but through
