A modest proposal for
the #hugoawards
ceremony:

Every time a presenter
mangles the name of a
nominee, they're dragged
off stage and thrown out
of the hall/zoom, and
replaced by someone of
the same ethnicity/culture
as the person whose
name they've mangled.
